Stocks Drift Downward, Los-

ing Opening Gains.

BOND MARKET WEAKER

Situation Little Changed in

the Money Market,

New York, Oct. 9. Buying by arbitrage
fhouses for London account made the
highest prices of the day in the general
list at the opening. As soon as that de-

mand was satisfied the market began to
drag. There was some support when
prices of the Iron and Steel stocks were
bid up, but the fact was obvious that
there was no vital demand for securities
and the downward drift was renewed.
By the close of the day the gains were
wiped out except in a few cases. Steel
and Wire was an exception and rose 3
points on reports of new properties ac-

quired, most of the grain being retained.
Sugar and Tobacco enjoyed their persent-ag- e

of strength, but both closed at net
losses. There was some large buying of
United States Leather, but its gain was
not maintained. Omaha preferred, which
last sold at 185, was offered at 1S3 and
from that down to 176 without takers. St
Paul preferred sold early at 171 and later
at 169. The bond market also was rather
weaker than has been the case up to this
time, reflecting the high prevailing rates
for money. The situation in the money
market snowed very little change, loans
heing made as high as 19 per cent and as
low as 6 per cent. The majority of loans
were made at from 8 to 10 per cent
Gold shipped from. Europe Is now in New
York vaults, and no more is to be ex-

pected for the present from that source.
It was reported that the treasury de-

partment had decided to anticipate the
November payment of interest as was
done last year, but no announcement of
such decision came from Washington. The
detailed statement of New York banks
on Saturday showed that more than half
the members of the clearinr house are
still below the legal reserve limit and the
necessary consequence was a further call-
ing of loans. Banks in the west and even
In. Canada are reported to be placing call
loans on the stock exchange. The calling
of Joans by New York banks which is
thus made necessary, rushes up the call
loan rate in New York, and the western
banks are getting the advantage of the
higher rate for their surplus funds, which
are placed In Wall Stieet Earlier In the
session Wall-Stree- t expected to be re-
lieved from the usual pressure for crop
moving money, on account of the large
reserves in western banks. But the lat-
ter have found a more profitable method
of conducting operations. Sterling ex-
change eased off in sympathy at Paris
and Berlin, but held stiff in New York
for demand bills and cables.

Chicago, Oct 9. Surrounded by men
who guide the diplomatic relations of
three governments, and in the presence
of thousands of spectators. President
McKInley today formally the cor-
nerstone of the magnificent new federal
building of Chicago. The was the
crowning feature the week's celebra-
tion marking the annual observance of
Chicago Day. In the angle formed by
the soutl and west wings of the federal
building at Jackson Boulevard Dear-
born street, in front of the Union
League club building reviewing stands
had been erected for the accommodation
r the distinguished including

vlce President Mariscal party of
Mexico. Premier Laurler of Canada and
otner notables of that country; members
of President cabinet and the
diplomatic corps at WajOilngton, senators
and conjressmen and other Invited
suests, and when President McKInley
threw the first trowelful of mortar under
the uplifted block of limestone and pro-
nounced the cornerstone set, one of the
most notable gatherings ever in Chicago
looked on.

At the of the Union League
club the president and members of his
party alighted and after a brief recep-
tion were escorted across Jackson Boule-
vard to the platform in front of the fed-
eral building. A perfect hurricane of
cheers greeted the president as he was
escorted to the dias'at the side of which
the cornerstone was suspended ready for
the ceremony. The president warmly
greeted the officials, then turned and
bowed to the of brawny-arme- d

workmen who were to complete the lay-
ing of the cornerstone.

Judge Christian C. Kbhlsaat, chairman
of th committee on ceremonies. Intro-
duced Secretary of the Treasury Lyman
J. Gage as presiding officer for the cor-
nerstone exercises. The secretary was
warmly cheered as he stepped forward.
Secretary Gaze said:

'The long history of human socletv is
test known to us by the monuments
which passing generations have left be-

hind them. These monuments whether in
form of temple or record for us
the stage of art mechanical knowl-
edge enjoyed by the people by whom they
were bullded. The temple may now be a
ruin. The tribe or people who worshipped
therein may have disappeared from writ-
ten But their works, still pre-
served, remain as silent, yet eloquent wit-
nesses of their ideals and their aspira-
tions.
