Railroads Telegraph Nolifica-tio- n

of One Fare Rate

FOR ALL NEXT WEEK

For Wichita'Street Fair With-

in Distances of 150 Mi'es.

After considerable struggling with the
rallroad'companics, extending back to the
time the street fair organization was put
into motion, concession of one rate for
both trays was secured over all the roads
for a distance of ISO miles. "Word was re-

ceived from the Santa Te general offices

at Topeka yesterday that that road
would give a one fare rate from Okla-

homa on the south and all intermediate
points, from Woodward on the Panhan-

dle, from Englewood on the Mulvane ex-

tension, from Pratt on the Wichita and
"Western, from Iola on the Southern Kan-

sas, from Topeka on the north, from
Dodge City on the west, from Tonkawa
and points on the Blackwell extension.
The one-wa- y rate is good from all inter-
mediate points and the rate will be good
for the entire week.

The Frisco had already made an ex-

ceedingly low rate for the week, and
special low rate for Frisco day, when I

special trains will be run from Ellsworth,
Oswego and Blackwell. The Missouri
Pacific will also run special trains from
JCiowa and Geneseo on "Wednesday,
Thursday and Friday, but in addition to
this they have also made an open one-

way Tate for the week for the distance
mentioned. The Hock Island will run
special trains Friday, but that road also
cut" every thing wide open at a one-wa- y

rate for the entire week.
The exact points on the Missouri Pa-

cific from which rates have been made
wag not secured, but it is 150 miles in
every direction.

The street fair management was very
jubilant over the matter yesterday.
"Wichita will not forget the good work
Of the local railroad men In this matter,
as well as In making displays and con-

tributing to the fair.

SICE LEGAL POIST

Involved in an Insurance Case
in Appellate Court

.IFE POLICY WAS ASSIGNED

Company Refuses to Pay Be-

cause Note Was Outlawed.

A case was submitted at Wednesday's
sitting of the Kansas court of appeals

'involving some very nice legal ques

tions, as to the right of an outlawed credi-

tor to collect on a life Insurance policy
which had been assigned to him as se-

curity.
On the 6th day of July, 1S74, William P.

Creitz executed to William A. Allen his
promissory note for $SG9.04, payable one

day after date, and as security for the
payment of the note Creitz assigned to

Allen all liis rights, title and interest In

an insurance policy which he had taken
out on his own life, payable to his heirs,
executors, administrators and assigns, on
his death. Allen held the note and policy
of insurance until after the note became
barred by the statute of limitations.

On the 11th day of July, 1S&2, Creitz died
in the state of Oregon, while the policy
was still in force. After the death of
Creitz Allen assigned his Interests In the
policy of insurance to Charles Hoff, and
the latter commenced suit In the District
court of this county on the 25th day of
May 1803, to recover the amount of the
debt secured by the policy from the Aet-

na Life Insurance company, it being the
company that issued the policy.

The insurance company set up the de-

fense that as the debt for which the pol-

icy was assigned as security was outlawed
no recovery could be had on the policy.
In the district court It was held that
there could be no recovery and judg-
ment was rendered in favor of the In-

surance company. Hoff took the case to
the court of appeals and the contention
now Is made, on his behalf, that, not-

withstanding the original debt may have
been barred, the right of action still ex-

ists on the policy, and he being the own-

er and holder of it, is entitled to recov-
er. It is contended on "behalf of the

company that the debt for which
the polloy was assigned as security was
barred and also that the note to secure
which the policy was assigned never hav-
ing been assigned that no action can be
maintained on the policy.

The questions Involved .have never been
passed upon by either the supreme court
of this stato or any of the appellate courts
and the decision jbf (the appellate court in
this case will be looked to with consider-
able interest by the legal profession.
