President McKinley, Secretary of the
Navy Long and Senator Hanna spoke
briefly.

"I cannot withhold an expression of
satisfaction In being once more In the
city of Cleveland. Many friends have
greeted us in the pat two weeks as we
have journeyed through the country. Our
welcome has been warm and jjenerous
and heartfelt; and it is especially plea-
sant to come back to the earlv friends,
the friends of a lifetime, whose heart
throbs I have felt for more than a quar
ter oi a century, ana wnose unraitering
fidelity to the cause which for the mo-
ment I represent and to the country
which I have been trying to serve, has
never for a moment been interrupted.
And whether they are new friends or old;
whether they are In the far northwest
or in the great center of our country, all
of them are devouted to our free insti-
tutions and to the honor and integrity
of the flag whereever it floats. I think I
have never seen such a demonstration of
patriotism, such an exhibition of public

to the erood. as I the a vear atro At--
witnessed the last two lantic e'earances In wheat ficurgrave and serious problems which rest
upon us account for this unusual inter-
est on the part of the people in public
affairs. The problems are grave the re-
sponsibilities are Nobody feels
them more than I do; nobody feels them
more than I :can. And yet. my country-
men, our duty is plain, straightforward,
unmistakeable, to stand by the national
honor preserve the territorial we got
by solemn treaty. Our soldiers carrying
our flag in Luzon will be supported by the
people of the United States and hostili-
ties will stop in that distant island of the
sea when the men who .assaulted bur
flag and our soldiers shall lay down their
arms.

"I do not think there is anything I can
say to bring me nearer to my neighbors
and friends than that my acts and efforts
have been to do what I miht in. their
Interest In public affairs we are all one
people, striving for the same object the
advancement of our own interests.; and in
that particular I am simply your hired
man, anxious and willing to do every-
thing for tho interest of my city, state
and country."

Sen
ator and Mrs. Hanna gave a reception to
the cabinet members at the League
club.

Nlles. Ohio, Oct 18. In this Presi-
dent McKinley first saw the light of day.
Thousands of his boyhood friends gath-
ered at the railway station this after-
noon to cheer him on his journev back
to Washington after tour which covered
over j.GOO miles through the west
northwest and during which time the
chief executive of the nation delivered al-

most a hundred speeches to thousands
upon thousands of enthusiastic citizens.
Only three of the cabinet members re-
mained in the party which appeared to
bnw acknowledgments to the warm re-
ception which awaited them here. Tho
president, when the cheering had sub-
sided, spoke as follows:

"I feir I will not be able to make my-
self heard by this great audience. It
is to me a matter of extreme pleasure
to be able after so manv years of ab-
sence to como back to the old town in
which I was born, and I need nQt tell
you that many cherished memories crowd
mv mind as I stand in this presence. The
old frame school house and the church
have disappeared and in their places
splendid structures have been builded
up- -

"This town has had its ups and downs,
(a voice, "Not since you in, though

no downs since then.') I am glad to
know that it is enjoying the upward rleat this time and that prosnerity Is In
your shops and factories and haziness

contentment in your homes. 1 know,
my fe1 that you will be cer-
tain of the high appreciation I to
have the school children of my native
town here in such vast numbers waiving
the flag we love. We never 'oved that
flag as we love it today. There never
were so many people devoted to it, willing
to sacrifice life for it, as there are in the
United States today. And wherever that
flag floats, raised by the soldiers in the
I'nited States, it represents just what
it represents here, the highest privileges.
the broadest opportunity and the widest
liberty to the people beneath it."

Youngstown, Ohio, Oct. IS. President
"McKinley's special train arrived here at
5 o'c'ock evening and the chief ex-
ecutive delivered the last speech of hi
tour. The train was backed into a side
track and the president the cabinet
went on to a platform near by for a five--
hour stop.

The parlors of
the Duncan home were tastefully decora

The wed-
ding ceremonj was performed shortlv
after S o'clock. Rev. S. R. Fraser offi-
ciating. An hour later the president and
his cabinet entered carriages and were
driven to St. Columbia's hall, where a
public reception was given. The president
greeted hundreds of his boyhood friends
with a hearty shake and a kind word.
The reception lasted until 10 o'clock. At
that hour the party returned to the train.
which left Immediately for Pittsburg over
the Pennsylvania lines.

Paris. Oct 16. The minister of the col-

onies. M. De Crais. has received an offi-
cial dispatch announcing th.U Captain
"Vouleta and Captain Chanoine. of the
outlawed French expedition In the Sou-
dan, whose members recently massacreed
most of the members of the expedition
under Lieutenant Colonel Klobb, sent to
arrest those officers on charge of cruelty
land Insubordination, have been shot by
their own men.

A commemorative sorvlco was held to-
day in honor of Lieutenant Colonel Klobb
at the church of St Clotildo. President
Loubet and all the members of tho cabi-
net were orespnted.

The colonial oillce has received the fol-
lowing dispatch from Lieutenant Rel'Jer.
one of the oflicers of the

expedition, now in command of
"Voulet's men: Captain Voulet, alone who
wttn wj tiramereurs, on July h, n'rrneaagainst Lieutenant Colonel Jv'obb. was
responsible for the massacre. JI told
his comrades on his return what he had
done and declared that he Intended to re-
volt and to form an Independent si to.
Only Captain Chanoine decided to accom-
pany him, with some native. On July
16 the tirailleurs mutinied and 'tot Cap-
tain Chanoine. Captain Voulet fled but
on July 17 tried to rejoin the expiHlltion,
but he was shot by a sentry. The tir
ailleurs then rejoined th expedition in

expedition. melfthe mission and
punished the murderers of "nDtln

whose body was recovered."
