Since that time there
have been several suggestions in the na-

ture of compromises, and included among
these was one like this, embodied In Sir
Louis Davies propositions, namely:

"That tho United States ehould confirm
the Canadian title to Pyramid Harbor in
return for Canadian confirmation of the
American title to Skaguay and Dyea. It
is not possible to accurately forecast the
view that the state department will take
of this last proposition, but it may be
proper to recall the fact that. In the opin-

ion of the department, Canada has no
more claim to Pyramid Harbor than it
has to Skaguay and Dyea, and the Brit-
ish government has already been Inform-
ed of that belief. Therefore, it seems
probable that Sir Louis Davies'

will not materially advance a nt

settlement of the boundary oues-tio- n,

and that the two countries will con-

tinue to act for some time to come under
the terms of the modus vivendi, recently
arranged by Secretary Hay and Mr.
Tower.

As to the merits, of the last-moit-

proposition, it can be stated that at no
time since the negotiations have been in
progress for an adjustment of the Alas-

kan boundary line has the United States
government given serious consideration to
the cession to Canada of a single inch of
ground on the shores of the Lynn canal.
That position has not been changed in
any essential respect, and as Pyramid
Harbor is certainly on a branch of the
canal, it follows that our government
has never had It in contemplation to fur-rend-er

Its possession. There has been
some negotiation respecting the allowance
to the Canadians of privileges for free
transportation of goods over American
territory into British territory provided
tho landing was made at one specifled
point. An alternative proposition to this
has been to lease a port on the Lynn
canal to the Canadians, thus affording
them the right of free entry of their
goods, but it may be pointed out that the
very fact of the making of a lease would
be a full recognition of the right of the
United States to the territory affected by
the lease.

Of Mr. Lewis' mission to London, the
state department knows nothing officially.
He did not appear at the department be-

fore his departure to secure any creden-
tials, and so went entirely on his own

CLAIMS SEVEN MILES OF SEA

Kustsia's Xovcl Contention in Seizure
Case to lie Arbitrated.

London, Oct 24. Russia, it has been
learned by the Associated Press, has at
last agreed to arbitrate with the United
States the claims resulting from the
seizure of seals In the Bering sea which
have been pending for about eight years.
A protocol between the two governments
has been drawn up, the final formalities
are expected to be concluded next month
and the crbitration' will probably take the
form? o Itne "Venezuelan court.

Russia's agreement to arbitrate her Ber
ing sea claims is a source of great satis-
faction to the United States ambassador
to Russia, Mr. Charlemagne Tower, who
Is stopping in London on his way to St.
Petersburg. He said to a representative
of the AssocIat-O.Ere- s: "The relations
between the United States and Russia
were never more friendly than today.
The only dieffrence existing between the
two nations is now sure of settlement on
lines similar to the Venezuela arbitra-
tion. I return to St. Peterfeburg on Sat-

urday and the finishing touches will then
be put upon the agreement."

Another American diplomat said to a
representative of the Associated Press:
"The importance of getting Russia to ar-

bitrate these claims is greater than their
material amount indicates. Frequent ef-

forts havo been made to this end, but
Mr. Tower has achieved what others had
to give up despairingly. This is practi-
cal evidence of the friendliness of Russia
and the United States and completely re-

futes the claims of those who have main-

tained that we have engendered Europe's
hatred by our close relations with Eng-
land."

Washington .Oct. 24. These claims orig-

inated in the seizure by the Russian au-

thorities, off the coast of Siberia, of three
American scaling vessels, and the dam-
ages claimed aggregate about $150,000. Tho
vessels were the James Hamilton Lewis,
the Cape Horn Pigeon and the C. II.
White. In each case the largest item of
the claim Is on account of the sufferings
of tho American officers and crew while
under arrest. The cases differ from those
claims presented by the British sealers
which were settled by the Bering sea ar-

bitration, in the fact that while the Brit-i- s
vhessels were seized by the American

revriuo cutters on what the arbitration
con amission declared to be the high .seas,
the Russian men-of-w- ar seized these
American sealers within seven miles of
the Asiatic coast It Is a matter of in-

terest that for the first time the Russian
government contends that marine juris-
diction of a country extends at least this
distance from the shore line instead of
being limited to a marine league, as laid
down by the older writers on Internation-
al law. The league was fixed originally
because it represented the extreme dis-
tance from shore that a shot could be
thrown by one of the old cannon used in
coast defense, and the Russians hold that
the limit should be extended to corre-soen- d

to the increased range of modern
ordnance.

The protocol through which the arbitra-
tion was arranged was prepared In St.
Petersburg by United States Minister
Tower and the Ruian foreign office. It
was agreed by the parties that there
should be but one arbitrator, and the per-
son selected for that post Is Mr. Asser,
a elebrated Dutch jurist, who took a
prominent part in The Hague conference.
The case will be submitted to him just
as soon as the papers can be prepared
at the state department

To the Best of the War Correspondents' Knowledge and Belief, With Intent to
Effect a Junction With White, Who Goes Out From Ladysmith to Hold

the Boers While Yule Slips Past to Safety.

a Bigger Job Than Expected President Steyn Annexes British

London.Oct 23. The following dispatch1
from Sir George Stewart White to the
Marquis of Lansdowne, secretary of
state for war, received last evening at
11 o'clock, was posted at the war office
soon after widnight:

"Ladysmith, Oct 24.- -9 p. m. Informa
tlon received yesterday showed that the
Boers had established themselves in con-

siderable numbers in an exceedingly
strong position west of the main road
leading from Ladysmith to Dundee. I
also had information that the Dundee
force, formerly commanded by General
Syrnons and, since ihis wounding, com-

manded by General Yule, was falling
back on Ladysmith by the Helpmakkar
road, Beith and the valleys of the Wasch
bank and Sunday rivers, and was expect-
ed to report at Sunday river valley today.
I therefore moved out with a strong col-

umn to cover the movement of Yule'.s- - col-

umn. The enemy was discovered abrut
seven miles out of Ladysmith In a posi-

tion of great natural strength, west of
tho road. When he saw that prepara-
tions were "being made against him, he
opened fire with ono gun with great ac-

curacy. Our artillery soon got into posi-

tion and the gun was silenced. Our
troops were ordered to occupy a strong
ridge, parallel to the enemy's position,
but nearer to the road. I confined my
efforts to occupying him and hitting him
hadl enough to prevent his taking any
action against Yule's column. Numbers
of the enemy fled to the west and the iir- -
Ing had practically ceased at 2 o'clock."

London, Oct. 2i The war office dispatch
seems to realize the worst fears. Gen-

eral Yule has abandoned not only Dun-

dee, but Glencoe, also, and, so far as
present news would indicate , he has
neither joined General White nor reached
Ladysmith. General White's successful
action, announced in parliament by Mr.
Wyndham, seems to resolve itself into a
mere engaging of the attention of tho
Free State troops while General Yule is
slipping southward. It is eldent from
tho official dispatches that both Com-

mandant General Joubert's column on the
north and the Orange Free State troops
on the west now occupy strong positions
and that nothing hinders the Boers from
following up General Yule's retirement
and getting around Ladysmith from the
southeast Until reinforcements arrive it
seems that General White Ls obliged to
concentrate on Ladysmith. It is believed

that tho government has other dispatches
that have not been published.

The secretary of state for war left Mr.
Chonte's residence Immediately at the
end of the banquet to General Harrison
and proceeded to the war office, where,
even after midnight, there was consider-ab'- e

activity, many visitors calling to in-

quire for Information, among them a sis-

ter of General Sir Archibald Hunter.
