tee Discussion.

After the fair proposition of the Eagle
yesterday not one .of the fusion candi-
dates has ventured to say yet that he
endorses the haul down the flag- platform.
Only Huey says straight out that he
doesn't. Every man on the ticket who
was asked whether he endorsed the plat-
form or not qualified his answer, or quali-
fied with words in some way that he
thought would give him a chance to
square himself afterwards by saying he
was misrepresented. They say one thing
and another. Just anything to keep you
from finding out what they really think
about the platform. They simply want
votes and they are playing for votes.
They blandly, all but Huey, sacrifice
Ithelr conviction for the sake of getting
Votes. They figure that if they can
avoid talcing a stand on the haul down
the flag sejitiment they will keep a good
many voters from knowing what they
really do believe and get those votes.
Besides saying that they were misrepre-eente- d

they also claim now that It is none
of the Eagle's business whether they en-

dorse the platform. It is no more the
Eagle's business than It is the business
of any voter or taxpayer in the county
to know what the candidates mean to do
when in office. It is as much the Eagle's
business as it Is the business of any tax-
payer. "When a man accepts a nomina-
tion for a public office his life and doings
become a matter for public consideration,
and that by consent of the candli-it- hirr-fce- lf

, by his own volition. The public
has a right to demand of a candidate for
public office what he means to do, what
are his opinions. The Eagle slmpiv did
what any private citizen has a right to
do. Ask for Information and tell his
friends who vote and who have a right
to know.

He didn't say
that he was in favor of hauling .own the
flag or that he wasn't He knew, as
every other one of the candidates knew,
that the conference committee of The two
conventions discussed this very matter.

They asked for a patriotic plat-
form or at least two members of the
joint committee did and a houl down the
flag sentiment was forced into the reso-
lution. The Democrats have good excuse
now to say "Let the Pops and the plat-
form go. Look out for our men." But
they are under pledge to promote the
principles advocated In the fusion plat-
form. These principles are plainly told.

Prof. Biandy Making Tour of
United States With Seven.

HAS BEEN OVER KLONKIKE

Dogs Pujl Wagon', Tents, Sup-

plies, Family, 50MNesaDay

Wichita is the mecca of many traveling
freaks and curiosities. The latest arrival
in this class is Prof. D. C. Biandy,
naturalist and explorer, with his wonder
ful dog team, who is now camped just
south of the McCormick school building,
on the West Side.

Prof. Biandy is from Brainerd, Minn.,
and during the past two years has trav-
eled over nearly all the western states
and through the Klondike. His team con-
sists of seven large dogs of the St. Ber-
nard t and .Newfoundland species, and for
the past two years they have hauled the
professor, with his wife and little boy,
wherever they wished to go. The wagon
used Is a miniature "prairie schooner"
covered with; black oil cloth. Prof. "Biandy
carries a terri and full camping outfit with
him, and says that the dogs jog along
with them at the rate of fifty miles a day.

While out in Seattle a few months ago,
Prof. Biandy was offered $1,000 for his
team by a Klondike miner. Although "hot
a man of much means, Prof. Biandy
would not sell his dogs, not for a thous-
and dollars or twice that. He considers
them as part of his family and says that
no amount of money will ever tempt him
to part with them.

The dogs are wonderfully trained and at
a ward from their master will jump into
their harness and start off at a brisk trot,
be-n- gu'ded only by signals from the
driver's whip.
