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Statehood Would Put Office-Holder- s

in Reach

OF THE OKLAHOMA VOTER

To Reward or Rebuke-T- he

Revolt on "Washington."

Oklahoma City, O. T., Nov. A. There
will be held in this city Noevmber 17, a
meeting- of the statehood executive com-

mittee and a statehood convention the
same nisrht

The typical American longing for
Is just now playinc an

part in the history of Okla-

homa. Federal control Is
not palatable to Oklahoma, and is to no
section of the United States unless that
small cube set in between Maryland and
the Virginias, the District of Columbia,
and Porto Rico, Hawaii and the Philip-
pines are excepted.

In addition to the statehood meetinjr
which is to be held this month, Delegate
Flynn is set In the determination to push
a statohood bill through the next con-

gress.
The statehood convention will be enth-

usiasticthey always are. Delegate Flynn
in pushing statehood will feel that his
efforts are In response to a great public
demand.

Federal control in Internal affairs is
strikingly obnoxious. As the revolt is
seen and measured in Oklahoma it is in
no manner a survival of a state's
Tights sentiment, but is, at bottom, a de-

mand for vulnerability in public officers,
a protest which takes a.number of forms,
discovering that "Wasnington" as a
synonym for "trovernment"

Is not just in its conclusions in regard
to internal territorial affairs.

Is not discriminating in its knowledge
of territorial men.

Is not familiar with the influence of
men and gives weight where it should not
listen, and refuses to hear where it
should act.

Is susceptible to the influence of every
tale-beare- r.

In their own political squabbles the peo-

ple of Oklahoma have formed an opinion
of "Washington's" capabilities along this
line, but more than this they have seen
it also exemplified in the conduct of the
Indian agencies which are a part of Okla-

homa.
"Washington appoints Indian agents who

servo under a commissioner of Indian af-

fairs, who is usually selected on politi-

cal grounds. The position of Indian agent
is a trying one. It is of necessity un-

popular with the Indians, for it includes
on the agent's part a high state of dis-
cipline, not alone over tne Indians, but
over his white subordinates.

The Indian agents sleep with dynamite
tinder their pillows, the dynamite having
wire connections with Washington.

William Walker was summari'y dis-

charged as agent at Anadarko not long
since, without explanation, the depart-
ment still refusing to make public the
charges. Waiving the trivial charges of
corruption wh'ch have never been
authenticated by the department, his
error seems to have been tne offending
of one of his subordinates (who was a
pet of the Indian commissioner.

It is said that Major Woodson will re-li- re

from the Darlington agency January
3. and that a carpet-bagg- will take his
place. Major Woodson's conflict with the
department, it is believed, came about in
this way: A shrewd attorney convinced
Woodson's Indian wards that they had a
just claim against the government. The
Indians hired this attorney at J3.000 a
year to press their claim. The Indians
are comparatively poor and had no busi-
ness wisdom to justify this. Major Wood-ro- n,

it is said, protested. Whereupon.
"Washington" began to worry, annoy
and fret him and to interfere, in the de-

fence of the attorney who had found a
tnnp. Maior Woodon. who has really
been of magnificent practicality in his
improvement of the red race, has a place
waiting for him in the armv. and can

fford to resign, and has sent in his resig-
nation. -

Agent Pollock of the Osage aeencv. it
5s also cliron:c!ed from Washington. Is to
be removed soon. Tils trouble seems to
Iiave been with a subordinate, who re-

vived to get his scalp, and is on the
Doint of dolnsr it.

"Washington" supervises Its agencies
through special agents. The special agent
is as a United States district court. He
is organized to convict. He is sent to
find rottenness at an Indian agency and
he usually finds it If not in the records,
then from the lips of irresponsible wit-
nesses whom the agent has offended.

That is the Indian agency side of the
jtory of the incapability of federal con-
trol in Oklahoma. The territorial fide of
federal control another matter.

There has been ever since Governor
Barnes took his seat a perpetual fire upon
him. Whether at last that fire is to be
effective no one. in reality, knows. Sec-
retary Jenkins' friend are confident that
Governor Barnes will soon be removed
and Jenkins put in his place. Governor
Barnes' friends do not believe that any
such thins will happen, are positive thatit will not.

The. hald truth of the matter is that no
one knows, not even "Washington" itself.For "Washington" may have an inclina-
tion, and not do a tWng to which it in-
cline.. Or it mav have no Inclination anddo a thing wKhout warning.

Instance, as he is turned down frequently

can carry his precinct, ward and county,
would, nine time out of tea. smother his
resentment and "come Into Hoe" at the
oloctiou. This is done everywhere. Po-
litical parties, if this were not so. would
cease to exist on the instant The Ameri-
can poittietaa. having the right to attack,
rarely attacks. But remove from him the
jjriviiesre of effective attack ad his re

sentment is unending, deep ahd uncon-
trolled.

Commercially, statehood would be of
great value to Oklahoma. Politically it
would give it greater representation in
Washington. But internally, It would
give every voter in Oklahoma the com-

plete satisfaction of being able to "get
back" at the man holding office, and to
"get at" him.

If the removal of Gov-

ernor Barnes should take place, it Is an
easy prediction that his successor, wheth-
er he be Mr. "Jenkins or somebody else.,
will be subject to attack, and rancorous
attack, and will suffer in lull for the
privilege of being territorial governor.
And It is as easily predicted that the
very men who have made such a long
strenuous attack upon Governor Barnes,
would feel, if not, confess to a singularly
warm and sympatneuc reeling tor tne re-

moved official, and that if Governor
Barnes is removed, he will be given po-

sitions later with the help of the men
who have attacked him as a federal of
fice holder.

The demand for statehood in Oklahoma
lies in that circumstance. The men who
are citizens of Oklahoma are "state-edu- -

cated." They have lived in bther states.

One of the secrets of Dennis Flvnn's
wonderful popularity in Oklahoma is the
feeling of the people that they can get
at him, that they can boost him if they
desire, or bounce him to kingdom come
if they wish. So strong Is this sentiment
that when at El Reno he really did not
want the nomination for comrress, the
delegates made him take It They were
exercising their privilege of control. This
feeling is not peculiar to the men of any
single party in Oklahoma. A larse part
of the Democrats of Oklahoma made
Benfrow's life a howling desert waste of
unhappiness for him during his adminis-
tration. Governor Steele before him was
glad to let go a hot potato and go back
to Indiana.

There Is another matter worthy of men-
tion. Every voter in Oklahoma who
takes a lively interest in politics Is a
possible candidate. Every man who dab-
bles in politics at all, feels that he has
within him elements of popularity. Hun-
dreds of men in Oklahoma are unsuspect-
ed aspirants for the highest places a state
can give. The alluring thought of the
United States senate is set up on more
altars of hope to be worshipped in Okla-
homa than anyone dreams of. These men,
tnese thousands of possible candidates
with unrestricted ambitions want a clear
Pe'd, with no prizes reserve!. Tn at'ain-in- g

them, they want reward to wait upon
work and influence. If a man can carry
his ward, his town or countv. he believes
that entitles him to recognition. But he
knows that while Oklahoma has been

there have bpen instancas of
nen who could hardly control their own

vote, men without commercial or politi-
cal credit, who, having secured trans-
portation to Washington, have son- iV wn
there and returned with an office, the sal-
ary of which was a small fortune. A de-
serving and influential man In office may
at another time find himself attacked by
a subordinate, who has slipped down to
Washington, and with a ninfluential of-
ficial friend from Illinois or Indiana or
Connecticut, peddled tales around Wash-
ington to his superior's hurt, tales prob-
ably that the community would know to
be lies, but which Washington is not al-
ways to be depended upon to detect.

There is very little doubt that state-
hood for Oklahoma will provide for the
addition of portions of the Indian Terri-
tory from time to time. Short shift will
be made with the wishes of the people
of the Indian Territory In the matter.
Time was when the people of the Indian
Territory elevated their noses at 'a
thought of coalescing with Oklahoma.
Since then they have changed their
minds, but their wishes will not be re-
garded and instead of coalition between
the two, the Tndian Territory will be
added In slices to Oklahoma and the state
will be known as "Oklahoma." and a
great part of the public Institutions will
be located in Oklahoma.

The likelihood of congress passing an
enabling act at its coming session Is
guess-wor- k pure and simple. Xo one
knows how congress stands in the mat-
ter. Xo one has definite knowledge of
the attitude of the present administra-
tion on the Question. In point of popula-
tion, in respect to advancement in civil-
isation. Oklahoma is more entitled to
statehood than any of the recentlv ad-
mitted states,

But what congress may think about it.
or what shade or color opposition to the
idea may take, no one here really knows.

All the statehood conventions held pre-
viously have operated on the presump-
tion that Oklahoma had merely to ask
and congress would acauiesce. Long pe-
titions have been drafted and fashioned
after prodigious convention wrangles, but
so far as any one knows these resolu-
tions have never reached congress, or If
they reached it have not been read or
consi lercJ.

Now with Delegate Flynn making an
active campaign in congress for state-
hood, a resolution such as will be drafted
in this city this month will probably re-
ceive attention, and congress, unless un-
expected and unsuspected opposition
arises, will pass the enabling act.

The land office at Alva declared that a

man could not, and has been sustained.

Thf nasB was one of J. C. Irvin contest
Ing Philip M. Overstreet, and when the

case reached Washington and was con

sidered the commissioner sent .back to

the register and receiver at Alva the fol-

lowing decision, which is published by

the Alva Courier:
"Gentlemen October 13, 1893, Philip M.

Overstreet made homestead entry Xo.
1G18 of the northwest quarter section 34,

in township 29 north, range 11 west.
On Xovember J. C. Irvin filed a

contest against said entry, alleging that
Overstreet has wholly abandoned said
tract; that he has never established and
maintained a residence on said land as
required by law since the date of his
said homestead entrr and has wholly
abandbned the same for more than six
months prior to this date, October 26, 1897.

"After many continuances both parties
being present with counsel, the hearing
commenced on March 14, 1S9S, and was
closed April 22, 1S9S.

"On January 13, 1899, Overstreet ap-
pealed from your decision recommending
the cancellation of his entry.

"The question to be determined in this
case is whether Overstreet, who has a
wife and seven children residing at his
former home in the state of Kansas,
could establish and maintain a legal resi-
dence on his homestead and at the same
time keep u his marital relation with his
wife, and maintain and support her and
the cliildren.

"At the date of the opening of the
Cherokee Outlet to settlement Overstreet
was residing with his family in Barber
county, Kansas. His family consisted of
his wife and six children y another child
was born in May, 1894; none of the chil-
dren were at that time of age. Overstreet
came to tho Strip in the spring of IStM,

and built a house 11x13 feet. He broke
and planted ten acres to millet, and five
acres to corn, and has cultivated the land
each yeax since.

"Overstreet's family have never .resid-
ed on the homestead, ,but they continued
to reside in Barber county, Kansas.

"Overstreet had in his house a "Topsy"
stove, which is a combination stove used.,
for cooking and heating purposes, dishes,
bed, a home-mad- e bedstead and a few
chairs without backs. The foregoing
statement of facts is uncontradicted.

"It appears from the evidence on be-

half of Irvin that Overstreet is an indus-
trious, hard-worki- man; that when he
was not on his homestead, attending to
planting, cultivating and harvesting his
crops, he was with his family in Kansas,
looking after his wife's interests there;
that he and his wifo both admit that they
lived together as man and wife during!
the time he was with his family at their
old home. Ho did not have any domes-
tic animals, such as dogs and cows, on
his homestead, nor did he have any
fowls, such as turkeys, chickens, etc.,
such as farmers usually have about them.

"Overstreet testifies that his wife
to go to the homestead and reside

with him, and his wife also testifies to
the same fact.

"It must clearly appear that it is not
the Intention of the entryman to make
his home on his homestead to the exclu-
sion of a home elsewhere, and it does not
so appear in this case.

"It Is true that his wife refused to go
and reside with him on the homestead,
but it is also true that he would return
to his wife's home and in all respects the
relation of husband and wife was main-
tained between them on such occasions.

"The decision of your office in recom-
mending Overstreet's homestead entry
Xo. 161S, for cancellation, is, therefore'
affirmed.

"Overbtreet's. homestead entry is heldfor cancellation subject to right of ap-
peal.

El Reno, O. T.. Xov. Ince my lastwriting I have interviewed a number ofprominent gentlemen on the main ques-

tions now on tap before the public.
I had a Jittle talk the other dav with

Judge C. F. Irwin. The judge is a "whole-soule-
d

sort of a man. and, for a new
judge, he is about the best that has been
sent here since the opening of the coun-
try. Wherever he goes he is respected by
the people ftnd bar alike. He has no
high-tone- d or uppish airs about him, his
charges to the grand and petit juries
have been fair and to the point, he never
makes any Missouri grand-stan- d plays.
neither does he try to browbeat a lawyer
or witness?.

Getting back to our little interview. I
asked the judge If he had read anything
about the bokays Dennis Flynn threw at
him in his speeches at Grand Army re-
unions throughout the territory.

'Tes." said the Judge, "I have read
what was purported to be the identical
sayings of the 'Utile Giant' and I mn;t
say he did himself proud. Dennis is a
whole team In himself, and I hope the
speeches he is making, or is about to
make, in Ohio will be the means of elect-
ing my old friend, Judge Nash, governor
of Ohio.

"You want to know what It was that
stirred up the bfle in Dennis bowels? it
was thb: One day while a Washington
I was introduced to Mr Flynn. He made
a date for a conference with roe. We
met in secre--t session, Dennis and I. and
the first words he aid were: 'Well,
jadse. you are algned to the Second
district in Oklahoma, are you not? I
answered 'Tea.

I was thinking a great deal. Among
other things I "was trying to remember
of having ever seen the name of Dennis
T. Flynn on any of my endorsements for
the position of district judge. I failed to
remember having seen his name affixed
to any such document and "told hlra so.
I fur.ther told him that I was capable of
appointing my own clerks, and had, In
fact, appointed a young man to the po-

sition of district clerk, with headquarters
in El Reno, and that I did not propose to
turn him down dnd "appoint a man I did
not knowj -

"Our interview was ended, and since
that tfme Mr. Flynn has lost no oppor-
tunity in giving it to me in the neck
whenever he could conveniently do so."

"Anyhow, it all came about over Den-
nis' trying to take care of his friends."

Parson Job Ingram, late chaplain of
the territorial volunteer infantry in the
war with Spain, was in the city a day
or two ago "ongroot" to Oklahoma City
to attend a Baptist convention. The par-
son was rather on some
matters, but he is enthusiastic for state-
hood.

"Statehood," said the parson, "is what
we want in Oklahoma, and I am sure that
if a united effort is made all along the
line we will get it"

You will notice the parson used an old
army phrase. Old soldiers cannot be brok-
en of their habits in a few days.

"We are just as much entitled to state-
hood as Ftah, with her Mormons, Wyom-
ing, Colorado or any other new western
states that have not half the population
Oklahoma has. We must have statehood,
and now that eastern and western sena-
tors have expressed a desire to help us
out, we should lose no time In getting

.the wheels working so as to be in on the
ground floor when congress meets next
winter."

Ed Dunn was over from Oklahoma City
Wednesday and called on the Deacon. Ed
had some business with Ernest Blake,
and from what I picked up it had no re-

lation to politics. Ed bemoaned the fact
that his residence was struck by light-
ning when he was away from homo. Dur-
ing one of my trips in Kingfisher county
last summer I saw a house struck by
lightning and everything in it burned to
a crisp, except one of my peerless separ-
ators that after the lire arose, Phoenix-
like, from the ashes.

Mitchell, so it
is said, turned down the through cattle
and demanded the winter cattle as per
contract Williams, It is said, refused to
deliver them, therefore a lawsuit is now
going to decide who is right and who is
wrong, unless the two gentlemen get to-

gether and fix up the matter.

George's interests. Mitchell still holds
hundreds pf cattle and wants more. Swift
has furnished an indemnifying bond for
$50,000.

means to do what is right and that he can
not be bulldozed into doing anything he
doesn't want to do.

TO BE- - PETIT ION ED' FOR

Reasons Assigned to. Show

Undue Severity.

Guthrie, O. T., Nov. 4. Attorney ! G.

Pittman and L. W. Turner of Tecumseh

were in Guthrie last evening to secure

signatures to a petition for the pardon of

Mont S. Ballard, a resident of Pottawat-

omie county, who was convicted at Mus-

cogee last May of complicity In the burn-
ing of the two Seminole Indian lads. The
charge against Ballard was kidnapping,
and he was given a ten years' sentence.
The petition has been largely signed by
residents of Pottawatomie county and
will be sent to the president. The peti-

tion reads as follows:
"The undersigned residents of Okla-

homa and Indian Territory respectfully
request that you grant a' pardon to Mont
S. Ballard, who was 'convicted In the
United States court for the Northern
district of the Indian Territory at Musco-

gee last May and sentenced to imprison-

ment for ten years upon the charge of
kidnapping one Lincoln McGelsey. for the
following reasons:

"From our knowledge and from Infor-
mation, we believe that the said Lincoln
McGeisey and one Palmer Sampson were
guilty of the murder and rape of the wife
of Julius Leard in the Seminole nation
near the border of Oklahoma. The crime
was one of the most brutal In the history
of the territory and was committed In a
locality which is sparsely sotted by
whites. When the death of Mrs. Leard
become known hundreds of friends of her
husband, and citizens of Oklahoma, came
to the scene of the crime and assisted in
the burial of the dead woman and the
removal Into Oklahoma of the household
and other effects of Julius Leard, and at
tho direction and by tho authority ofl

one Nelson M. Jones, a deputy United
States marshal for the United States
court In the Northern district of the Indi-

an territory, made search for the mur-
