CONTEST, IN ANY, EVENT

Official Count Favors Taylor
in Important Cases.

Frankfort, Ky., Nov. 10. The Demo-

cratic state campaign committee, with a
score of clerks, Is busy tonight tabulating
returns as telegraphed from the various
county canvassing boards today. Several
counties are still out and in a number of
those heard from today the county board
will meet again tomorrow to pass on con-

tested ballots which may materially af-

fect the result The Democratic commit-
tee claims that Goebel's vote was slight-
ly Increased by the official count in the
counties today and stm claim his election
by at least 4,000. The committee declines
to give out the vote by counties, as re-
ceived by it. and on which the claim of
Goebel's election Is based. It Is conceded
on all hands here that the result will not
be definitely ascertained for two days at
least and that, no matter which candi-
date may be declared elected, the legisla-
ture will finally have to settle a contest
which is certain to be instituted for pos-
session of the office.

Louisville, Ky., Nov. 10. The official
cpunt of the balots cast on Tuesday was
begun today throughout the state. In
this city a large crowd gathered at the
court house to witness the count Rep-
resentatives of all the arties were (ad-
mitted by the commissioners and the ex-
amination of the ballots proceeded in
an orderly manner. Judging from tho
..ooo tmcuui uiuue, xne omciai re-
turns wll show no great variation from
the unofficial figures, which give Louis
ville and Jefferson county to the Republi-
cans by a plurality of about 3,000.

There was no change today in the
claims of party managers. The Demo-
crats assert that Goebel will have a plu-
rality of 5.000, while the nominee himself
places it at 7,000. The Republicans claim
Taylor Is elected by a plurality of 4,000.

The Times (Goebel Democrat) has the
following special from London, Ky.:

ELECTION FRAUD IS ALLEGED
By an Ant-ua- y Xewspaper in a

Philadelphia Precinct.
.Philadelphia, Nov. 10. As the result of

investigation conducted by an anti-Qua- y

newspaper, five men, all residents of
Washington, D. C, were today held In
ball for court on the charge of repeat-
ing, impersonating election officers and
making fraudulent returns. The defend-
ants are John F. Sheehan, R. if. Drlnk-er- t,

William Cook, Harry McCabe and
George Kirkland. All but one are said
to e in the government's employ. It
developed that Kirkland had been em-
ployed by the newspaper mentioned to
enter Into the conspiracy. He was the
principal witness today. The testimony
involved several prominent Republican
politicians In this city and a lieutenant
of capital police at Washington. The
fraud alleged to have been accomplished
In the Thirteenth division of the Seventh
ward and the election papers of this divis-
ion were produced in evidence. The re-

turns showed a vote of 337 for Colonel
James E. Barnett, the Republican candi-
date for state treasurer, and 5 for Will-la- m

T. Creasy, the Democratic candidate.
Kirkland, who at the time of his arrest
said his name was George Wright, de-

scribed the trip from Washington to tnis
city of the alleged repeaters on Monday
night On Tuesday morning, he said,
he and William H. Cook went to the
house of Deputy Coroner Samuel Salter,
accompanied by Lieutenant Joseph G.
Rogers of the capital police. Lieutenant
Rodgers, Kirkland declared, was in charge
of the party when it left Washington.
At Salter's house they met the deputy
coroner and John Silverman, one of the
election Inspectors.

Continuing, the witness eald: "Salter
handed us ea number of ballots folded and
sealed and told us they were to go in
the box as soon as we got to the polling
place. . On our arrival there Silverman
and Cook unlocked the boxes and we put
the ballots in. There were about 200, I
judge. Kirkland said he acted as minor
ity Inspector under the name of Clar-
ence McCabe, the return inspector, and
that Cook impersonated E. E. Rankin,
the judge of election. During the after-
noon .witness asserted, fifteen additional
votes were marked by Cook and Silver-
man and placed In the box. The last
twenty-fou- r voters were handed specimen
ballots, which witness thought, were de-

stroyed after the pools. He said 121 votes
were actually cast and that the number
returned was "230 or thereabouts."

Kirkland said he acted in the matter at
the instigation of a newspaper reporter.
Ho was paid $15 for his work at the polls
by Lieutenant Rodgers, he said.

William Hamilton, the judge of elections,
testified that he was unable to officiate
owing to illness and to the fact that In or-
