OF THE

Kansas Boy Who Is Bound to

(Special Correspondence to The Eagle.)
Washington, Dec. 12. The most import-

ant committee in the Fifty-sixt- h con-

gress is the newly-creat- one on insular
affairs. This committee will 'have more
work to do, and its work will have more
connection with the future history of the
United States than any committee that is
in this congress. It will deal with our
foreign possessions which, have com as
the result of the war with Spain, and
with Cuba. A place on the committee is
a prize worthy to be sought. The crea-
tion of this committee was brought about
largely through a recognition of the fact
that the committee on territories, with
its duties already large, would not be able
to attend to the vast deal of work in
connection with the government of the )

new possessions, une new committee
will have to do with everything in con-

nection with, the Insular possessions of
the country excepting revenue and ap-
propriations. These things will come un-

der the supervision of the committee on
ways and means, pnd appropriations.
The new committee will have seventeen
members. There is already a rush for
place upon it. The chances are that Mr.
Tawney of Minnesota, who Introduced
the resolution for the creation of the
committee, will be chairman. Judge
De Armond of Missouri, late candidate
for the position of leader of the house
minority, will probably be the leading
Democratic member. It would Jbe hard
to tell who 'will comprise the balance of
the membership, but it is the intent'on
of the speaker to fill it with the best
timber in the liouse. Indeed, he has al-

ready declared this to Te his intention.

The committee on merohant marine
and fisheries has also been raised to sev-

enteen members. This is another im-
portant committee, though not as much
so as that on Insular affairs. Usually
the committee on ways and means is the
most important liouse committee, but this
congress there is neither raising nor ow-eri-

of tariffs, hence the committee's
work is not greatly important. So the
honor, as far as this congress is con-
cerned, falls to the committee on insular
affairs, and the oountry will eagerly
watch its make-u- p and its work.

Twenty-thre- e years ago last Friday
Senator Teller entered the senate. Only
three senators who saw Mm sworn in are
still his colleagues Allison of Iowa, Cock-re- ll

of Missouri and Jones of Nevada,
In the intervening twenty-thre- e years
over a hundred senators have died. But
Mr. Teller, although nearly three-scor- e

and ten, is still strong and vigorous. Age
sits lightly upon him. Teller had had
no experience in public life 'when he en-

tered the senate in 1S75, the year Colo-

rado was admitted to the union. He had,
however, taken part in political cam-
paigns and in the first state election had
put his shoulder to the wheel and had
thus helped to insure a Republican vic-
tory. His people sent him to the senate,
with practical unanimity. When he took
his seat great questions were being dis-
cussed, for the problems growing out of
the civil war were unsettled. Many
memorable scenes has Mr. Teller wit-

nessed In the senate during his quarter
of a century experience, but, after nil,
not one of them equalled in dramatic in-

terest the episode in which he was the
chief figure his withdrawal from the Re-
publican party at the St. Louis conven-
tion. Mr. Teller first visited the senate
in 1SG6, thirty-thre- e, years ago. As he en-

tered the gallery as a spectator, a
man was standing in the aisle

and talking. It was Senator Stewart,
making a speech on silver.

Mrs. J. W. Spindler, whose husband
has been superintendent of the Wlnfield
city schools for many years and who
is a member of the Kansas state text-
book commission, is in the city, accom-
panied by hor son, Frank W. Zook, late a
private in company A. Twentieth Kan-
sas. Mrs. Spindlor's mission is to secure
the appointment of her son as a second
lieutenant in the regular army. Senator
Baker is lending her all the assistance
in his power, as are influential Wash-
ington friends. Young Zook was so easer
to get into the army "that he paid his
own fare from his home In Wlnfield to
San Francisco in order to enlist in the
Twentieth Kansas after it had been or-
dered to Mffnila. He made a fine record
in that regiment, and now declares that
he will enlist as a private In the regular
army if he cannot get in any other way.

WISHES HE?D KEPT OUT OF IT

But JVow That lie's Into ItFnnston
31 cans to istay With, It.

Chicago, Dec. 12. A Record special
from Honolulu says: Brigadier General
Funston, accompanied by his aide, 'Lieu-

tenant Burton J. Mitchell, arrived here
Sunday on the transport Indiana. It Is
a coincidence that it was on the Indiana
that General (then Colonel) Funston,
with the Twentieth Kansas, went to Ma-

nila a little more than a year ago. While
here the Kansas troops held the first
American election ever .held In Hawaii.
"I regret now," said Funston, speaking
of his controversy with the Monitor and
Donohue's Magazine, "that I allowed
myself to get into this controversy. But
my fighting oloo dwas oip at the ma-

licious statements made reflecting on the
Kansas troops and American soldiers
generally, as well as upon myself. But
now that I am in it I shall not back
out. As soon as I get back from Manila
I shall take the matter into the courts.
I have left the matter in the hands of
attorneys to get everything ready and the
suit will he filed as soon as I am at lib-

erty to attend to It, or sooner If neces-
sary. I am not after damages. I in-

tend that truth shall have an opportunity
to be heard and that there shall be no
excuse for any one to repeat what I
know are malicious slanders, not only
on myself, but on American soldiers in
the Philippines. My controversy Is not
with the Catholic church but with a few
malicious slanderers, some of whom, hap-
pen to be Catholics and who falsely
charge me and American soldiers with
aesecrating churches in the Philippines.
'Vlth these I have a controversy which
will not end until the truth is made clear
to the whole world, nor until none who
know the truth shall fail of the opportu-
nity. I have made the mistake of dig-

nifying these slanders and slanderers by
Teplying to them. I shall give them no
rest until I nave exposed them either by
their own retraction or judgment of court
to the contumely of the world."

PORTO RICO REQUIRES RELIEF

Government Similar to That of Louis-
iana Territory 3Iny he Set lTi.

"Washington, Dec. 12. The cabinet
meeting today was devoted almost wholly
to a discussion of the political and finan-

cial condition of Porto Rico. The mat-
ter was brought up by Secretary Root,
who stated that a communication had
been received, from the governor general
of the Island enclosing petitions describ-
ing the situation and asking for action
by congress which would determine their
political status and relation to the United
States. While the island itself has no
public debt, yet the planters, as a rule,
it it said, are heavily Involved. No
money is coming into the country for in-

vestment and altogether the situation is
not calculated to foster trade or com-
merce. The secretary of war shares tho
views of the governor general and peo-
ple and is extremely desirous that con-
gress shall take early action to secure
tho Islanders a stable form of govern-
ment. It Is understood that the secretary
of wxir and the president and all mem-

bers of tho cabinet are in favor of giv-
ing to the Porto Ricans a form of gov-

ernment similar to that given to Lou-

isiana at the time of the purchase of
that territory from the French in 1S03.

It authorized the president of the United
States to appoint a governor for the ter-
ritory and at the same time authorized
him to appoint a number of prominent
citizens of the country, who wjere em-
powered to legislate for the territory.
The governor had the veto power and
his acts-- , in turn, were subject to review
b the president of the United States. It
is altogether probable that the president,
within the next few weeks at the latest,
will send a message to congress review-
ing the situation in Porto Rico and ask-
ing that measures may be taken to bring
about a more satisfactory state of affairs
in the island.
