PANIC IN THE COTTON MARKET

Xet .Decline of2-t- 20 Points on the
'Present Crop.

New York, Dec 18. Almost unprece-
dented excitement prevailed on the cot- -

ton exchange today. Seldom, if ever in
the history of the institution has the
volume of business been so great as that
transacted today. No official record of
the sales was made, but it is estimated

Saturday, the market, as shown by the
iweakest intervals, broke 30 to 38 points.

quent and violent reactions, the price at
times smoving iun o points.

let loose. The original cause
of the collapse was heavy selling starti
ed by Wall Stieet interests. Sensational
reports reached the exchange to the ef-

fect that the rate of money was advanc-
ing rapidly. Th emore stalwart bul.a
made numerous efforts to turn the mar-
ket, but a renewed supply of long cot-

ton would make its appearance on ev-

ery reaction. The high point of the up-

ward swing was in the early afternoon,
when the market moved 14 points, only
to topple over again. The general weak-
ness was Increased by the sympathy in
South Africa leading to fears that po-

litical trobules abroad would be likely to
involve other powers. The English cotton
market declined 4 to 4& points and closed
at the lowest figures. The final phases
of the market were a little better on cov-

ering and some buying for a reaction to-

morrow. The close was steady at a net
decline of 3 to 25 points on the present
crop.

COTTOX.

New York, Dec. IS. It was a red-lett- er

day for the bears on the cotton exchange
and one of reckoning for the bulls, who
nave practically had full sway for sev-

eral months. Prices went off 1 to 2
rvofnts. with excitement at the start, in

But English Will Eventually

Win in Africa,--

GE0RGE-H0RT0- N RETURNS

From a Trip of Six Years in

Transvaal and (Vlatabele,

Mr. George Horton, who has been Li

South Africa for six years, is visiting his

sister, Mrs. J. C. Gibbens, at 413 South

Water. Mr. Horton has considerable

property near Bulawayo, in Matabele-lan- d,

and expects to return as soon as

the war is over between the Boers and

the British. He scouted for the British

during the Kaffir rebellion in 1S95 and

was a pioneer of Bulawayo, a flourishing

town of 5,000 people, with rallrouls and

other modern facilities now. He went

into the Matabele country with Dr. Ja-

mison and has bean over great portions
of South Africa with Cecil Rhodes.

To begin with, Mr. Horton says that
South Africa wIU be the greatest country
on earth to go to when the war Is over.

Speaking on the subject he said to a re-

porter for the Eagle yesterday:
"There will be millions of r.a?Ha go

into that crtttry, ten times more tnan
before, and capital has been ex-

tremely eage- - for Investment there for
ten years. You will see a development
and a p'.,:ss such as no oth r cuntry
in the world ever saw. It has been an
eary matter to finance any sort of a

enterDrlse there for years. After
the war is over there will be a rush. The j

climate is good, and just as healthful as

it Is anywhere. Johannesburg, a city of

75,000 people, is high and dry and in the
center of the richest gold country in the
world. A gold reef runs either way from
Johannesburg lor miles and miles. The

town has electric lights, electric car
lines, five-sto- buildings, morning 8nd
evening papers, and every sort of mod-

ern improvements."
Asked as to the conditions of d7ltU.a-tio-n

in the Transvaal country and tho
cause of the war, Mr. Horton said:

"The proper Boers are just about like
a southwest Missourian or Arkcnsawyer
twenty years ago, speaking Dutch instead
of English. They farm a little, herd a
little and hunt a great deal, living mst-l- y

on game. They have been making
the franchise conditions as hard as they
dare in order to keep themselves in pow-

er. They want to have things their own

way, and above all they want to hang
on to their language. That's about all
the trouble. The Boers have a right to
their language and to determine their
own governmental affairs, to be sur,
and the English want their country. The
Boers patched up their laws till it takes
fifteen years to get to be a citizen. When
this trouble came they offered to make
the term seven years and the outlanders
were satisfied with this, but the English
government didn't "want a settlement
They wanted tho country. That's the
real causo of this war. The Boers are
morally right, but it's there like it 13

everywhere else in new counteries. The
English language and English enterprise
crowtX the old slow ways to the wall. In
some countries this has been done peace-

fully, but in many of which. South Af-

rica being one. it has brought on war.
Those Boers will fight hard and It will

take a long .time to whip them, "but the
British will eventually win- - The war will

not end efore next August and proba
bly not then. Every Boer boy who is
big enough to carry a gun is gone to war
and feone with his mother's blessing. Be-

sides this, the Boers are assisted by hun-

dreds of military adventurers, men from
every country on earth. If the Boers
enlist tho sympathy of the old Cape
country the war will not end for vears.
The young men will all go. A man who
has a farm and other property in the
Cape country will not go because If the
Boers Aehould lose 2tis property would be
confiscated, out all his boys who have
nothing will slip out and go. England
will have to Increase her army ln tho
Transvaal very materially before she
,wins. but my opinion is that the Boers
will be licked eventually. Oom Paul is
the only man that ranks anywhere with
Cecil Rhodes in South Afrira. If tr.e
British manage to get Oom Paul out of
the way Rhodes will be a king in every
sense of the word except a crown.
Rhodes a a great man but he is a
gorgeous monopolist He thinks if the
Boers take Klntbexley Rhodes will die
there

Mr. Horton talked Interestingly of min-

ing, ostrich farming and the different In-

dustries of South Africa. He had the
claws of a lion which he had killed
mounted with gold by a jeweler In Bwla-way- o.

He had also the shells of three
ostrich eggs each measuring seventeen
inches around. One ess makes as much
as three men can eat He has also a
number of pbotocra$hc ictaes from the
Matabele country showing Kafnr bosnes,
