Kill the Rats

THAT EAT THE RATIONS

That Lie in the Government
'

Warehouses There.

New York, Jan. 3. The Journal says:
The United States transport" Sumner
will carry to Manila a cargo of enter-
prising American cats the queerest car-

go that a ship ever carried.
They are all aggressive

American cats. They are all expansion-
ists. They are going to exterminate the
Filipino rats.

It all grew out of a letter written by
John Montgomery, a citizen of Manila, to
Frederick W. Butler, a citizen of New-

ark. Mr. Montgomery had a conference
with General Otis, and while his brain
was still charged with memories of the
conference he wrote: ,

"My Dear Fred I am going to spring a
surprise on General Otis, and I want you
to help me. You see, the Government
warehouses here are overrun with rats.
It isn't stretching the matter at all to
say there must be 1,500 of them in the
building here, and they have teeth that
can gnaw steel. The. rascals are eating
the army out of house and home. Gener-
al Otis was looking at the traps, which
are very inferior affairs, and he said:
'I don't see what we can do to stop them.
I wish we had some hungry American
cats to open an engagement with them.'

l want you to ship 500 cats on the
next transport that leaves New York.

Enclosed find $73. That ought to buy
all the cats in Jersey. The transport
officials will be glad to feed them, so
that the army'at this end can be fed.

"Try to get them off by the first of the
year. Your old friend,

V "JOHN MONTGOMERY."
Mr. Butler set to work at once. He in-

serted this advertisement in all the New-
ark papers:

WANTED-Fi- ve hundred full grown
cats for the Philippine Islands. Deliver
Friday and Saturday, 5 to 7 p. m. Price
15 cents each. Call 103 Roseville Ave.,
Newark, N. J.

Readers at first thought it a joke, but
those who made a sortie upon the yellow
cat in the alley and the gray cat on the
back fence and carried their plunder to
No. 103 Roseville avenue found that
Frederick W. Butler was very much in
earnest. He paid 15 cents apiece for the
cats and asked no questions. There was
but one requirement, that the cats be
full grown. All kittens, no matter how
cunning, were denied the privilege of a
trip to the Philippines. It would require
a large cat to successfully battle with
the Filipino rodents.

Mr. Butler imprisioned the cats in the
cellar and waited for more callers. They
came apace. TV omen brought pet cats in
their arms. Men carried them in bags.
Children in baskets. Every citizen of
Newark, it would seem, f came and
brought a feline offering.

Many declined the proffered 15 cents
and begged Mr. Butler to accept 50 cents
instead for taking their furry pests off
their hands. Major-Gener- al Plume, of
the National Guard of New Jersey, do-

nated the Adonis of the collection, a
handsome gray warrior named Miles.

The cats accumulated In the cellar un-

til there were 333 living in more or less
blissful unison. They asked and answer-
ed many questions about this unusual
proceeding. So loud did the debate be-

come that the angel of sleep left its sta-
tion above Mr. Butler's bedposts and has
not been seen since. All the rats and
mice disappeared from the block and
still tho cats argued.

They discussed the Philippine question
are the effete Spanish rats that were
waiting there for them.

They had lost their pet cats and hoped
to reclaim them.

The cats were taken to the transport
and put in crates. They will be accord-
ed the liberty of the vessel twice a day
for exercise. They will be red raw beef
and stale hread. There will be no milk.
The Commissary Department does not
include that beverage in ita menu. Be-
sides, milk is mild diet for warriors. aI
John Montgomery wants the cats to be
in good fighting trim when they arrive.

The cats are under strict navy discip-
line. All beligerant cats are isoteted.
Thy are kept in small wire caires and
on slight diet which soon softens their
cravings for civil war.

NOT A CENT FOR THE PARTY

Carnegie Has Xo Coin for .FollcsTVlie
aell UebellioHB.

New Yorkj Jan. 3. Andrew Carnegie
was interviewed by a World reporter con-
cerning the report that he had promised
to subscribe ?50,00Q to the Republican na-
tional convention fund.

"There's not a word of truth in the
report," he saidr "I will not give a dol-
lar to help the Republicans Jf their plat-
form is not sound if It is not American.

"Not a cent to imperialism not a cent
to renegade Americanism. My position
on those questions has been made clear.

"My mind is open, but my pur is
closed. If the Republican party isrue
to the principles that have made this
country great, then I will subscribe, but
not if the platform commits the party to
Sl policy which I stand unalterably, un-
compromisingly opposed.

"I am in favor of acquiring all the West
Indies islands if we can do so," the said.
"I believe they will make desirable and
proper acquisitions to our territory. That
sort of expansion Is on the right line.
But, mind you, it should not go beyond
territory on this continent. We have no
business either in morals or polltIcs to
take and keep the Philippines."

"Do you mean we thould annex Cuba?"
was asked.

"No; we are pledged as to the action
we are to take there. We have given our
word that Cuba shall be free. If the
people show a disposition for annexation,
then that raises another question. The
annexation of Cuba, however, would, In
my opinion, kill the Republican party. Its
free iron, free coffee and free sugar, the
competition of its cheap labor with our
labor would strike a blow at a vital Re-
publican principle."

"Suppose the Democratic party declares
against expansion and the Republicans
force it, would you contribute to the
Democratic fund?"

"I would consider it. My mind Is open,
but my purse is closed, as I have said.

"I want to see the Republican party
range itself on the side of true Ameri-
canism no renegade Americanism for
me. no running off after tne will o the
wisp of territorial aggrandisement It
involves dangers on every hand. If we
shut the door in the Philippines we
arouse Europe. If we open it we de-

stroy the very things that Imperialists
give as their reason for taking the Phil-
ippinescommercial expansion. The lat-

ter course permits all nations to enjoy
commercial privileges there on an equal-
ity with us."

Mr. Carnegie paused for a moment and
hten went on:

"I am with the Boers in their fight
They are fighting bravely to mainfain
their republic. Their stand is for Repub-
lican institutions. They are battling for
a principle with which all good Ameri-
cans should be in sympathy."
