Famous Hackney Block Total-

ly Destroyed.

LOSS OF NEARLY $200,000

Three Hundred People Turned

Out in the Streets- -

The Hackney block In Winfield, one of
the most famous boom marks in Kansas,
was totally destroyed by fire last night.

The flrst floor was occupied "by two gro-

cery stores, a. billiard parlor and ground

floor offices. It Is estimated that three
hundred people lived on the second and

third floors. Besides this, there were a
number of offices In the block with valu-

able .papers, and so .far as can be learned

practically nothing was saved. All fur-

niture and fixtures are gone.

The fire started in Butler's livery barn,
which was burned to the ground in a
very few minutes. Seven horses perished
and a number o carriages, feed, etc.,
were destroyed.

The wind was strong from the north,
shifting to the west, and for a time it
looked like the Arlington Hotel and the
city building would go. A special train
took the fire department up from Arkan-
sas City, and the two departments to-

gether prevented the spread of the
flames. It is not thought that any per-

sons were caught.
The Hackney block was built in the

Kansas boom by "W. P. Hackney, now
living in Cleveland, Ohio, at a cost of
$125,000. .It was once mortgaged for
$100,000.

The excitement was so great that it was
Impossible to get particulars, but the loss
will probably be $200,000. It Is not known
how the fire started.

R. L. COLLINS SUES
Want to Itccover Part of Purchase

Price of clHugton Voice.
R. Li. Collins, one of the proprietors of

the Wichita Register, has sued F. K.
Robbms and the Farmers' Bank of Well-
ington for the conversion of $6,000 in
promissory notes and $1,300 in school
warrants, which were pledged by Will-lan- fl

Stryker, of pub-
lic instruction, to secure two notes of
$1,000 each, which be gave to raise money
to purchase the Wellington Voice. The
p'alntifu srileges In his petition that he
was entitled to the possession of the col-

lateral and was the owner of the same;
that it was on deposit in the bank mere,
ly for safe keeping; that he has made
demand on F. K. Bobbins for said prom-
issory notes and school warrants, and
that Bobbins refused and still refuses to
give him possession of said collateral;
hence the charge against Robbins for
conversion.

Mr. Robbins says that the bank has no
microti whatever in the suit and that
he is ready to turn over the stuff when
ordered to do so by the proper authori-
ties. The collateral referred to in Collins'
petition has never been really in the
hands of tho bank, but lies in a pigeon-
hole undisturbed, just as it was placed
by Stryker. The notes are in a large
pocketbook and Mr. Robbins has no de-
scription of them. It appears also from
his statement that Stryker has paid all
of tho first $1,000 note except about $250,
and that the second-- note is past due only
since January S. Collins borrowed $300
of tho bonk on the two notes of Stryker,
end paid tho same when due. Robbins
offered to cancel Collins' note and credit
tho amount on Stryker's notes, but Col-
lins objected to this. It is also stated by
Stryker that the bank once offered to
,ako up the $1,000 notes, but Collins said
that he didn't need the money.

NOCTURNAL GOOSE HUNT
A'cw Scheme by Which Artificial

li'eht is I'sod Successfully.
Several of Wichita's well known sports-

men have got up a new scheme for
shootings geeso at night. In fact, these
gentlemen have studied out a plan by
which they make an artificial daylight
J. W. Musselman claims the honor of
first suggesting the Idea, and A. L. Ben-
nett, tho manager of the sporting goods
department at Musselman Bros., worked
out the idea to its present state of per-
fection. The scheme they have hit upon
is nothing more than setting oft a strong
chargo of flash-lig- powder by moans C
an electric spark.

Last Monday night a party consisting
f Dr. Shults. Tom Shaw, W. A. Hart

and A. L. Bennett went to a pond seven
miles out, whero they knew a flock ofgeese were in the habit of spending thenight They were accompanied by Bert
Tabor, the electrician at Musselman
Bros.', who had charge of tho flash-lig-

apparatus. They also took along four of
Mr. Bennett's wild geese and stationed
them in different parts of the pond to acas decoys.

Tho pond is rather triangular in shape,
nd a flash-lig- station was placed at
ach of tho corners. At each station

there was first an electric exploder, thena quantity of pyrotechnic powder mlxffd
with both smokeless and black powder,
and finally a Irfg pile of waste and paper
saturated with coal oil. All four stations
were then connected by wire with a cen-
tral station so they could be flred si-
multaneously.

The apparatus was tested before dark,
and then the hunters retired to their fir-

of thirteen geese was seen coming to the
pond. Before the geese had time to set-

tle in the water, Mr. Tabor, the electri-
cian, gave the exploding magnet a turn
and fired tiie flash-llgjit- s. This set fire to
the waste and coal oil, which burned
brightly for at least ten minutes.

Of course the geesg were scared out of
the small amount of sense they are said
to possess, and Instead of flying away
they kept circling about the lights. Two
of the hunters ere stationed on one side
of tho pond and two on the other. All
were armed with repeating guns, and
when the lights flashed up they emptied
their guns at tho unfortunate geese. To
say "all the hunters" is to make a slight
mistake, for one of them became so ex-

cited that he forgot to work the lever of
his "pump" gun and kept snapping the
hammer on the empty shell. But, laying
all mistakes aside, seven out of the thir-
teen geese were killed, two were wound-
ed which got away, and two more came
back within range before the hunters
had time to reload.

The sportsmen were very much pleased
with their experiment, as they got seven
geese under such circumstances that
without the aid of their flash-ligh- ts they
could not have got one. Mr. Bennett Is
one of the best marksmen in tho state,
and an all around hunter, but he says he
has never before heard of any one's using
artificial light for hunting purposes.

LECTURE ON CRIMINOLOGY

Herbert Stimpson Will Address Aca-
demy of Science of 3Tew "Y'orlt

Ho has studied under Lombrozzo, the
famous Italian savant who Is acknowl-
edged to bo the most learned man on
this subject in the world. His text book
on criminology is the standard work or
court of highest appeal on such topics.
Mr. Stimpson lately received a decoration
of the Order of the Crown from King
Humbert of Italy for his work In this
line.

LOST TO WICHITA

Republican State Convention
Goes tolopeka,

MR. BANTA'S VOTE DID IT

Judge Jewett Talks of Meeting
and Republican Prospects,

"Wichita will not get the Republican
state convention this year. The vote at
the meeting of the Republican executive
committee held Monday in Topeka was
in favor of Topeka, Wichita being a close
second. Judge Ed Jewett one of the
committee, returned yesterday, and. aside
from the disappointment of losing the
convention .seemed to be well pleased
with the proceedings of the meeting.
Judge Jewett was seen last night by a
reporter for the Eagle and very clearly
expressed himself on the cause of Wich-
ita's defeat relative to securing the con-
vention, and other matters of interest to
Republicans:

Judge Jewett said: "Wichita lacked
but two votes of locating the Republican
state convention at this place, which has
been fixed for the 16th day of May. Those
two votes were home votes; that is.
Seventh district votes. It was supposed
that the entire representation of the
Seventh district would stand by Wichita,
and it was so understood by the gentle-
men having In charge Wichita's interest.
That they did not vote for Wichita on the
roll call was a complete surprise, and lost
us the convention. If they had voted for
Wichita it would have had one majority.
Mr. Banta, living at Grat Bend, was one
of the men who backed down at the last
moment It is presumed that he had
been swayed, so to speak, to vote against
his friends and home interests by some
unseen and mysterious force, which was
perhaps Troutman's eloquence over Bone-brake- 's

good looks. Of course he had for-
gotten the time when the Republicans of
this county almost in a pody had bolted
the regular ticket to support him for
lieutenant governor on the ticket headed
by Charles Robinson, the Issue made by
said ticket being a greater amount per
capita of Dooley's unvarying and un
fluctuating medium, which Is always one
drink for 15 cents or two for a quarter.

"The consolation, I presume, which we
will receive for this confession from To-

peka is that roosters always come home
to roost, which Is perhaps true, but To-
peka got the rooster.

the case, whether it was necessary for
the defendant railway company, in the
exercise of ordinary care by the company,
to keep and maintain and operate after
six o'clock in the evening on said railroad
crossing. And. if you so find, that the
exercise of ordinary care by the company
required euch roaintainance and opera-
tion, than it became the duty of the rail-
way company to use reasonable care and
foresight to avoid leaving said gates ia
such position, or manage them in such
manner, as to needlessly mislead a trav-
eler on the highway to his injury, and
without his fault, into attempting to
cross said railway track at a time when
there was danger from approaching
trains. That ts the company ekosld o

as a person of ordinary care and prudence
would do under like circumstances.

"You are further instructed, that the
fact that the defendant the Chicago,
IRock Island and Pacific railway company
IId maintain and operate gates at the
crossing where the collision occurred, up
to the hour of six o'clock p. m.t did not
create or impose any obligation or duty
upon it to operate saiJ gates after that
hour or to lower said gates as trains
approached Douglas avenue upon its rail-
way, unless you find from all the facts
and circumstances Introduced in evidence,
that ordinary care upon the part of de-

fendant company required the maintain-anc- e

and operation of said gates after
that hour.

"You are further instructed that, al-
though the defendant the Chicago,. Rock
Island and Pacific railway company, be-

fore the accident in question, may have
kept a flagman at the crossing whose
duty it was to lower the gates at times
of danger, the employes in charge of the
train had a right to assume and to run
said train upon the assumption that all
persons while approaching and going
upon the track at the time and place of
the collision, would exercise all reason-
able and ordinary care in looking up and
down the track and listening for ap-
proaching trains and cars, so as to pre-
vent a collision at said crossing., In other
words, you are Instructed that the fact,
if it be a fact, that the regularly em
ployed flagman was not at the crossing
at the time of the collision in question
and that the gates were up, did not re-

lieve persons going upon and crossing
said track from looking and listening for
approaching trains before going upon
said track. And, if you further find from
the evidence, that said defendant Wilson
failed to look and listen and thereupon
drove upon the track and the collision
ocourred, such act upon the part of said
Wilson would amount to negligence and
he would be liable to plaintiff for any
injuries charged in the petition received
(by plaintiff, without plaintiff's fault or
negligence, as heretofore Instructed, and
said defendant company would not be
liable therefor unless you further find the
defendant company failed to exercise or-
dinary care and prudence In the premises,
and that the failure of said defendant
company to exercise such ordinary care
and prudence in the premises directly
contributed to the collision causing the
Injuries aforesaid.

"You are further Instructed, that if you
find, from the evidence, that the collision
occurred without plaintiff's fault, atthe
Douglas avenue crossing in question, and
on a public street and highway as charg-
ed, and 'the defendant railway company,
and Its servants, carlessly failed to exer-lsc- e

ordinary care In the respects and in
the manner charged, In approaching and
entering upon said crossing with its train,
and carelessly failed to blow a whistle
and ring the bell, and carelessly failed to
give any reasonable or timely warning of
its approach, or carelessly failed to keep
said train under proper control under the
circumstances, or, if you find that the
defendant railway company in the exer-
cise of ordinary care were required to
maintain and operate said gates at said
crossing on the approach of said train,
and if you further find that the defendant
railway company and its servants left
its gates at said crossing open and unat-
tended at the time in question in the
manner charged, and were, under the
circumstances, guilty of carelessness in
so doing, as charged, then, if said manner
of approaching and entering upon said
crossing at said time, or, if such leaving
of said gates open and unattended at said
time, substantially and proximately con
tributed to any injury of plaintiff, as
charged, the plaintiff would bo entitled to
recover against said defendant railway
company for such injuries, if any, so
received, whether the defendant Wilson
was guilty of negligence in the premises
or not, provided the plaintiff had no con-

trol of said Wilson, and said Wilson had
sole charge of tho team and vehicle in
which the plaintiff was riding. And, in
this connection, If the plaintiff were
merely riding In the wagon driven by
Wilson, and was without any control over
the animals drawing the same, or over
the driver, and did nothing more than
direct Wilson, the driver, where he wished
to be put down, and was in the exercise
of ordinary care in all the premises, as
heretofore instructed, then the mere fact
that the driver, Wilson, may have been
guilty of negligence in approaching and
entering upon the crossing, would not
prevent the plaintiff, Durand, from recov-
ering against the railway company and
Wilson, if the injuries complained of were
received by him in the manner charged,
and on account of and as a direct result

against the Rock Island, that of John. C.
Marshall, who was injured in the Doug-

las avenue catastrophe in which Duran
was injured. Mr. Marshall is sueing for
$12,000, his attorneys being Houston &:

Brooks. It will be practically the same
case as that of Duran's with respect to
the accident in general. Each jury in

damage suits is harder to get, and
it was found necessary to order a spe-

cial venire of thirty-si- x from which to
a regular Jury.
