Xonron, Feb. 7. Aspocial dispatch from

Spearman's Camp, dated "Wednesday, Feb.
7, says: "Our further advance is at the
moment prevented, as the Boers enfilade
us from their positions on Splon Kop and
Boom Kloof. Our casualitles, although
estimated at 250, are trifling1, considering
the .great Importance of the movement
just concluded."

The Standard has the following from
Spearman's Camp, dated February 7:
"The force under eGneral Buller Is again
advancing to the relief of Ladysmith and
after two days' of severe fighting- it may
fairly ba said to have made a good first
step on the road to the beseiged town.
The movement was begun at an early
hour on Monday morning- by way of Pot-giete- rs

Drift The Eleventh ibrigayie,
forming a part of the Fifth division under
General Warren, made a fe'nt attack upon
the kopje3 Immediately on our front. The"
assault was delivered at the outeet under
cover of naval gun on Mount Alice and
subsequently under that of field batteries.
The Infantry advanced steadily toward the
Boer's entrenched position at Brakenfon-tei- n

and kept the enemy busily employed.
While this diversion was being made the
remainder of the Infantry told off for the
attack, who had bivouacked Sunday night
under Mount Alice, moved along at the
foot of Swartskop In the direction of our
right A pontoon bridge was thrown
across the Tugela by the engineers under
the fire of the enemy. The first battalion
to move across in the forenoon was the
Durham light Infantry, of General Lyttle-ton'- 3

brigade. They advanced against
Vaal Krants, which lies on the most
direct road to Iadysmith, and after two
hours splendid work they got within
charging distance of the Boers. The first
of tho kopjes was carried by them at the
point of the bayonet, by the utmost gal-
lantry. Almost simultaneously the bat-
talion rifle brigade cleared the second
kopjo and after moving across the long
ridge, they bivouacked on the spot.

"The feint attack at Potgietora having
served Its purpose in preventing the con-
centration of the, enemy at jthe critical
point, the Eleventh brigade fell vack to
tho river. In the course of tho operation J
both tho ttifantry and 4J10 artlljory had
bm subjected to a severe' shell fire.

' "Yesterday (Tuesday) at 4 fn fie after-
noon the eqemy, encouraged doubtless by
their success et Bpion Kop, endeavored
to recapture the position taken "Ay u3 at
Vaal Krants. They were beaten back,
nWV-e- with loss.

"The work accomplished eo far has been
magnificently done. The shell and ifra-rl-

iromeiy severe, out our losses are, com-
paratively speaking, small. The Durham
light Infantry toolc a few" prisoners in tho
course of their charge.

"The enemy as usual, fought with the
utmost stubborness. The Britten man-
euvering and accuracy of aim on the
part of tho British artillery during the
fighting on Monday were beyond praise.
There is not the slightest likelihood taht
the Boers wil succeed In dislodging Us

,Lrom tho positions we have gained, and
tho prefects of the relief of Ladj smith
are decidedly hopeful."

The Daily Telegraph's correspondent at
Spearman's Camp, m a dispatch dated
Monday night, says: "Under the personal
direction of General Buller the attack on
the Boer posit'on was begun this morn-
ing by nearly tho whole of our batteries,
72 guns shelling the ridges where the
enemy have their trenches and redoubts
on the Brakfontein and the low crest
facing Portgier's Drift The enemy suf-
fered severely. Seerai hills were smok-
ing like volcanoes from the effects of the
bombardment which set on fire their
stores and the grass. While the third
pontoon bridge was bing constructed
undrr 'firo at Skiet Drift, t'e Eleventh
brigade, new under the command of
Colonel Wynne, made a demonstration
against the Brakfontein ridge, marching
across the meadows with the support or
seven batteries of artillery. At 11 o'clock
thp enemy opened a heavy cannonade of
shrapnel, common shell and pompon
shells, chiefly from Splon Kop. This was
accompanied by a rattling musketry fire.
Our gunners behaved admirably and were
as cool as if upon parade. The demon-
stration (Having sned Its effect, the real
attack on the Boer left was delivered at
4 o'clock. Tho Durham light infantry
carried Waal Krantz," the key to tho low-

In the Kentucky Situation Will

. Come,'lf at All

WHEN THEtREPEAL CLAUSE

In the Agreement Is Framed
to Suit Taylor.

Frankfort, Ky., Feb 7. So far as the
Situation in the controversy over tho
governors-hi- of Kentucky Is concerned
there was practically no change today.
Governor Tayior has not y"et affixed his
signature to tho Louisville agreement and
although he general opinion is that he
will ultimateJy do so, the probabilities
are that he will not sign it until some
tlma tomorrow, if then. Governor Tay-
lor himself refused absolutely today to
anake any statement in regard to his
probable action in the matter. During
most of the day he declined to receive
any callers except his legal advisers. It
was announced early in the- day that
some- action might bo expected after a
conference between Governor Taylor and
Joseph Tost, Attorney- -

Bradley and W. C. P. Breckin-
ridge. The last threo named, however,
did not arrive In Frankfort during tho
day, and this afternoon Governor Tay-
lor sent telegrams to Brad-
ley, Augustus E. Willison, Judge Barr
and Attorney Earleigh asking them to
come to Frankfort for a conference to-

night
Mr. Wnilson was the only one to ar-

rive, and shortly after 8 o'clock tonight
he, in company with Judge Tost and Gen-
eral Lindsay, called on the governor and
immediately went into a conference with
him. Before going Into the conference,
faugti T5st stated that it would probably
be a lengthy one and that he did not ex-
pect any action to be taken tonight. Up
to a late hour no announcement hod been
made as" to the result of the conference.
Every Feotfoh erf tho Louisville agree-
ment was gone over care-full- but it Is
understood that the principal thing un-
der discussion was-- that section bearing
upon the passage of a new election law.
The repeal of the Goebpl law is the one
thing mosi strongly desired by Governor
Taylor and an the language of the Louis-
ville agreement is considered bv him al-

together too vngue as regards this mat-
ter, it is considered probable that changes
may be made in the wav of making the
clause mre specific before Governor
Tayl3r aftKes bis signature to the agree-
ment.

Another cause for Governor Taylor's

delav in regard to the agreement Is said
to be the cry of "victorv" and "surren-
der" sent up by the Democrats The
agreement as presented to Governor
Taylor is understood to be somewhat dif-

ferent from the published abstracts, in
that the clause regarding the election
law and one or two other matters is
much specific than it is generally under-
stood to be, though still not strong-enoug-

to suit him. For this reaon, the
rank and file of the Republican party in

the state aoparently believe there is
some foundation for the claim sot up by
the Democrats and scores of telegnuns
have poured In on Governor Tavlor in he
past few davs urging him mt to Mgn

ing reports were circulated persistently
thot Governor Taylor had signed tea

keeper and four page were chosen. This
practically constituted the day's business.

G0EBEL FUNERAL SERVICES

And Parade to Take Place Tday
In FranKfort.

Frankfort Ky., Feb.. 7 The funeral
services of the lat Governor Goebei vlll
coaraeace at noon, tomorrow in tae par-

lors of tlie Capitol hoteL The errtc
proper will be preceded by a short pro-

cession in tho streets of the town. The
procession will be headed br a platoon of
police, the city council, the city otScials.
the irrand marshal nd bis aMe. and will

be followed by a band of aau-i- c. secrc
societies, eitlcsr.s on foot and t&e honor-
ary pallbearers, in the order nasatd. They
will come tho hearse, with &e active
pallbearers walldDe by Its side, these to

be followed by the relatives, member
and officers of tho legislature, officers of
state, judges And officers of courts, and
friends in carriages, in the order named.
Following these will come citizens on
horseback. The procession will form, in
the western part of the city and after
marching through a few of the principal
streets will como past the west door of
the Capitol hotel where the hearse and
relatives will take their places in the line
and the march will then be taken up fof
tho cemetery on tho hill.

When the committee on arrangement
"met this afternoon there' was consider-
able debate as to whether it was advis-
able for the funeral procession to pass
the capitol grounds, where the soldiers
are encamped and In which the dead man
was shot down. Same members of the
committee were fearful that In the excit-
ed state of feeling that existed some par-
tisan in the procession would allow his
feelings to override his judgment and
fire a shot or two into the capitol grounds
and create trouble. Others were strong-
ly in favor of having the parade take
the route that would require it to march,
past the capitol square. The question
provoked much discussion but it was
finally decided that the march past the
capitol grounds should be made and the
route was so arranged. Immediately after
the ceremonies in the hotel parlor the
procession will return to the square in
front of the Capitol hotel, where it will
disband. There will be no interment to-

morrow, the body being placed in the
vault to await the selection of a suitable
site for the grave and the monument,
whioh latter is to be erected later.

GERMANY LIKELY TO RATIFY

Xatives on 'Uncle Sara's Samoaa is-
land Peaceful and Plone.

Washington, Feb. 7. Assurances have
reached the state department from the
German government that the Samoan
treaty, which was ratified by the United
States senate about a week ago, will re-

ceive the ratification of the burdersrath
and the reichstag within a week. There
is said to be practically no opposition to
the treaty in the German legislative
branch.

In anticipation of the exchange of final
ratifications some attention is being given
by our government to the future of the
Islands which we require under the terms
of the treaty. The naval officers who have
been on the island of Tutuila recently in
connection with the Work of building the
wharf and establishing a coaling station
in the harbor of Pago-Pag- o have been
called upon for reports as to the social,
political and physical features of the
islands. They have stated that there are
at present about 1,500 people on the
island of Tutuila acknowledging allegi-
ance to about three chiefs. The principal
chief is named Mangum. The people are
different from the other inhabitants of
tho Samoan islands being particularly
peaceful in disposition, and they have
been involved in tho revoluti6ns in tho
islands only through the coercion of some
of the disturbing elements of the larger
islands of Upola and Savaii. During the
last conflict between MaMetoa and Ma-taa- fa

about 5,O0 or 6 000 of them were
carried across to Upola by Captain Stur-de- e,

one of the British naval commanders,
on his warship. They were returned sub-

sequently to Upola on the collier Brutus
by Captain Cottman. The population is
unique in the fact that every soul i3 re-

puted to be a devout Christian. They are
so orthodox that not one person could be
induced to como aboard one of the Ameri-
can ships on Sunday, while all of them
went to church. This condition is ascrlba-bl- e,

largely, to the influence of French
missionaries. There is at present a
Catholic mission on the shores of Pago-Pag- o

harbor, directly opposito Swimming
Point, the site of the United States coal-

ing station. Nothing has been positively
settled as yet as to the government of
the island beyond the fact that th prin-

cipal officer will be a naval officer. A
general purpose Is to have him interfere
as Httle as possible with the natives so
long as they continue in their present
manner to govern themselves without
friction.

WEEKS' ARGUMENT CONTINUED

3lolineux Case Will Probably Go to
the Jury Today.

New Tork, Feb. 7. Bartow S. Weeks
today concluded his summing up for the
defense in the trial of Roland B. lloli-neu- x,

charged vith tho murder of Mrs.
Karherine J. Aaams by poison sent to
Harry Cornish. Assistant District Attor-
ney Osborne began the argument for the
proseoution and had not finished when
court adjourned until tomorrow. It is
expected that the case will go to the jury
tomorrow. Mr. Weeks continued his an-

alysis of the testimony introduced, de-

claring that part of it was falsehood,
and that the prosecution had utterly
failed to prove a jnotie. Ke took up
the relations of Milineux and Cornish and
asserted that there was no proof of mal-

ice toward Cornish on the defendant's
part Mr. Weeks did not repeat his at-

tack on Cornish. Mr. Osborne at the out-

set of his argument stated that Cor-

nish's connection with the case was thor-
oughly looked into at the start, before
any arrest was made and that Cornlshi
was put through a most searching exam-

ination. The allegation that one of tho
jurors had said that he "would not hang
a dog on such evidence" was investigat-
ed today and found to be without basis.
Mollneux's father, mother and wife were
in court all day. The prisoner's wife wept
bitterly during part of Mr. Weeks ap-

peal to the jury.

Vacant Chairs Greet Bryan

in the Enemy's Country.

DOESN'T LIKE "COLONEL"

He Got Out of the Army as
Quick as He Could.

New York, Feb. 7. William J. Bryan
spoke tonight in Carnegie Music hail on
"Pending: Problems" under the auspices
of Winfield Scott Hancock Post G. A. R.
for the relief of soldiers' "widows and
orphans. More than 1,000 men and women
paid the price of admission. With the
hope of filling- tho big- fcaH, thoso in the
galleries were invited downstairs. Still
there were empty seats in the auditorium
and three srallerios wore vacant There
was sonie enthusiasm, however, notwitn-standin-

the smaliness of the auditorium,
Mr Bryan entered the ball escorted by

Hoff, O. H. P. Belmont and
Tom L. Johnson. When he made his ap-
pearance he was greeted with great
cheering1. The Catholic Proteotory band,
which had played selections from
"Attila," struck up "So the Conquering
Hero Comes," as Mr. Bryan took his seat

Mr. Bryan, m the course of his speech
spoke of the strife of the civil war and
tne restored harmony between the north
and south. Then speaking of the men
who served in the Spanish war, he said:
"I claim no credit for myself for what
I did as as soldier. I would rather not
be called by my military title, and when
I recall the civi Iwar I feel ashamed to
be taken for a soldier. All I did was to
express a wiHingness, and that was done
on the day war was declared, and my
resignation was signed the day poace was
announced."

Continuing, Mr. Bryan took up one by
one the political auestlons of tho day.
After declaring his belief In tho Income
tat as a means of securing an equitable
division of the burdens of taxation, he
turned to the money question. In the
course of his remarks on this topic Mr.
Bryan said: "It is not a settled problem.
I ca nspeak of a certainty, because yes-

terday an amendment was presented to
tho bill now before tha, senate. The bill
provides fof a gold standard, but the
amendment provides that it shall hot be
so oonatrued that monometallism ahall
not be possible with international agree-
ment So, whatever a man may havo
thought of the money question being set-

tled the day before yesterday, ho cannot
say it Is settled now. Much as I havo
tried to conceal my views on this ques-

tion (laughter) it has cropped out again."
The other ponding problems, those

which Mr. Bryan discussed at length,,
wehe whether the United States should
have a currency Issued by the bankers
or not, and the trust question. In expla-
nation of his position the speaker said:
"I have been asked why I don't drop the
silver question and take up the trusts en-

tirely. Because they are the same thing.
I am not going to drop the money trust
and attack the soap or the match trUst
I am not going to drop the bear in order
to chaso the cub. You will find that the
men who stand behind the money trust
are tho same as the men who are behind
the industrial trusts "

Colonel Bryan delivered an address in
Music Hall, Plainfield. N. J this after-
noon. Mr. Bryan, Congressman Daly, of
New Jersey, and John B. Hellman of
Plainfield, left Jersey City on a Central
railroad train at noon. They arrived at
Plainfield at 1 o'olock. At each station
many persons entered the car. some of
whom accompanied Mr. Bryan to Plain-fiel- d.

When the train reached Plainfield
fully l.KiO people wore on the platform.
It was with difficulty that the way to the
carriago was cleared, Mr. Bryan being
compelled to shake hands with all who
could get near him. Preceded by a brass
band, the carriages started for the Cedar-broo-k
