ITS SOLUTION IS VITAL

In the Solving of Pending
Insular Problems,

(Special Correspondence of the Eagle.)
Washington, Feb. 7. At the time of the

organization of house committees it was
expected that the committee of ways and
means for this session would be second-
ary to that of Insular affairs in impor
tance. Recent developments have proven
that this will not be true. The commit-
tee of ways and means will remain the
leading committee of the house. It all
comes up over the bill by Mr. Payne to
extend the custom laws of the United
States over Puerto Rico. This brings into
prominence a constitutional question that
tag slumbered for a half century, and
makes it the gravest and deepest ques-
tion of the hour a question as to what
ig the meaning of the "United States."
The constitution says that "duties, im-
posts and excises shall be uniform
throughout the United States." If the
term United States means all territory
which this country possesses, then the
tariff laws must perforce be the same in
Purto Rico as In the Kansas. If not,
then it ia the duty, and privilege of con-
gress to make) legislation, that will apply.
The contention of the Democratic party
is that the moment we assumed posses-
sion and ownership of Puerto Rico, the
constltutaon became as to
this island became the supreme law of
tho island. The Republican contention is
that there is a distinction between the
term "United States," as generally meant,
and used, and "United States" as meant
by the conittitution. On the solution of
this jquestiari 2ppends, practically, the re-

tention of tbie Philippines, and the com-

mittee of w.ays and means, by strict
party vote, has already decided In favor
of the Republican contention. According
to the Republican theory, and along the
lines indicated by the Bepublican ma-

jority of the ctommittee of ways and
means, the tentn "United States" means
the cnigmal' thirteen states, which existed
when the constitution was ratified, and
those states, not: territories, which have
come into the unJdn since that time. This,
they claim, does .not apply to unorgan-
ized territories or possessions which are
not states.

The question goes back to the latter

with the' one now before congress in the

'United States?' " It came up over the
Louisiana and Oregon questions. Later
the Missouri compromise was
This measure provided that territory
north of Mason: and Dixon's line should
be free soil.

A bill has been reported by the com-
mittee of ways and means as a substi-
tute for the Payne bill, extending the
custom laws of the United States to
Puerto Rico This substitute nrovides
that merchandise coming Into the United
States 5hall bo entered at tha ctwarcl
ports o nhft payment of 25 par e&nt of the
duties which are required on merchandise
from foreign countries. In other words,
the duties on merchandise to and from
Puerto Rico on the part of the United
States shall be 25 per cent of the DIngley
law duties. The bill a'so provides that
duties paid on merchandise imported into
Puerto Rico .from countries other than
the United States shaH be the same as
the Dingier duties Both this substitute
and the tqeory embodied in the report of

week. Later it was decided not to sub
mit the reports until tomorrow.

MORTALITY FROM SUNSTROKE

Iteached Truly Terrifying Proportions
Down in Buenos 4yres

Buenos Ayres, Feb. 7. The residents of
Buenos Ayres have never experienced
such intense heat as that of Saturday,
Sunday and yesterday. They were great-
ly alarmed by the number of deaths
from sunstroke. The mortality In Buenos
Ayres, which never exceeds forty daily,
reachSd 150 during the twenty-fou- r hours
ending at 5 o'clock on Saturday. There
were 219 cases of sunstroke on Sunday
and 134 cases resulted fatally up to 6

o'clock in the evening. There were 34

cases of sunstroke Monday. One of them
was fatal. Monday night a heavy rain
cooled the atmosphere.

AND YET SHE IS HAPPY

She Makes Fine Lace and Can

Read the Bible.

!New York, Feb. 7. The "World says:
Mattie Morehouse is totally blind. She
cannot hear, she cannot taste, she cannot
emelL In darkness and silence she sits
in the almshouse in Newark, but she is
happy.

She has one friend, loyal and true. This
friend is Mary McCambrldge, who is deaf
and dumb.

There is one other who loves them and
whom they love. He is alittle white dog
and his name is Curly. These three dumb
creatures understand each other.

"Blind Mattie," as she is called, has
been for three years an Inmate of the
almshouse. Of the five senses only one
the sense of touch is left to her. And
yet she has learned to do almost as much
as the average person who is blessed with 1

all the faculties. She is neither idle nor
sad. She has a Bible, which she reads
every day. She has hymns, in the Bralle
system, copied for her by Mrs. McCam-
brldge, which he sings in her own heart.
She knits laee of the most beautiful pat-
tern. She makes her own clothes and
makes them nicely. She crochets and
knits stockings, when she can get orders,
and tries to earn money for her simple
needs. She nurses the founndllng baby
at the almshouse with all a mothers
tenderness. In her leisure moments she
composes hymns, which she writes down
in Braile.

She is the cheeriest soul in the alms-
house.

"Blind Mattie and I were students at the
New York Institute," Mrs. McCambrldge
wrote. "There we learned to know and
love each other. She was always so
cheerful, so full of life and energy, so in-

dependent and yet so dependent. She had
not a friend. Her relatives thought her
a nuisance and shunned her. She was
hungry lor human companionship, for just
a UtthJ love,

"There is one unfortunate like Mattie
Miss Keller, you know who has made
herself famous, but she has had lavish
care and training. Mattie had none of
these. I am her only friend. Everything
she knows she has taught herself. She
has never had any chance."

Mrs. McCambrldge lives at 39 Austin
street, Newark. She is young, quite good
looking and i intelligent. Her father and
mother were deaf mutes. Her home is
as neatjas constant care can make it, for
she Is annexcellent housekeeper. In the
window are cacti of many varieties.

"They are like me," she explained.
"They try to express themselves and
take on queer shapes, but no one quite
unaersiannus tnem. They are queer
flowers, but not like other flowes "

There is aHypewriter in one corner of
the pretty parlor," Mrs. McCam-
brldge uses expertly. She has also a ko-
dak and takes interest in amateur pho-
tography. She rfeods much and is fond of
fancy work. She translates litters be-

tween the "blind and their friends who
can see at a dollar a leter, for sho is
ambitious ana anxious to roako money.

There are two other members of the
household, Mth dumb. They are Klon-
dike, a bighlaek cat, and Curly, the whit-
est of botfs.

Curly is her constant companion, she
has taught him the deaf and dumb signs.
When tho door-be- ll rings Curly pulls at
her dress, because he understands that
she cannot bear.

He has learned to watch her hands and
read her motions accurately. If sho spells
to him that he can go out with her he
jumps around In delight. If her hands
say "You must stay at home," he lies
down crestfallen.

"How did I teach him?" repeated Mrs.
McCambridge, "why, I don't know. He
just seemed to pick it up. Maybe it's na-
ture to him. But he does understand me.
There can be no doubt of that."

"No one knows what a comfort a
friend is," Mrs. McCambridge explained.
"Because people that aren't like us have
so many they take love for granted. But
we are shut out from love. There is so
much we want to say and we can't; so
much we want to do and we can't. We
feel-a- nd that is all. When Mattie get3
started talking to me you can't stop her.
She is just running over with the things
that she has had to keep shut up in her
own heart. I understand the loneliness
and I know how to sympathize. That Is
why we are such friends.

"Sho taught me the Braile system of
raised letters for the blind. It is a kind
of shorthand, elnce one or two dots often
mean a long Word.

"I took it up as an accomplishment and
because I know I could help Mattie. I
wrant to writ tho Old Testament ia Braie
for her."

At the almshouse, a model of neatness
and comfort. Blind Mattie welcomed the
World reporter eagerly. It was a break
in the monotony of her life.

She has not always been es she Is now
ft is a strange case. She is now thirty-thre- e

and since she wa3 seven vears old
she has been In this pitiable condition.

"I know just how everything looks,"
she declared with vehement gestures. I
remember so well. I think every day how
beautiful the worTd Is, and I recall the-sky-,

the trcea, the flowers, the fa;es of
those I used to love. Oh. it Is a blessed
thing to hae s"een once-- I used to go
coasting on my sled down. hill, when the
ground was White with- - snow and ther
wasn't any grass or leaves. I can remem-
ber that, too. It was such fun!

"t saw myself in the csa in I hos days
a little thing with pink cheeks and blue
eyes. I know just how I looked. Then
my brother died. I was very fond of him.
One day I want down in the cHlar and I
thought I saw him standing there before
ma Ho said

" Mattie, where is zapa'
"I was so frightened I stood still, anfl

all at once I saw a bright, white light. It
dazzled me, and I fell do"n Mka I aras
dead. I was almost, for when I awoke I
was in a world of darkness and silence. I
seemed, oh, so far away from every hu-ts- aa

creature. And it has hn dark and
stll always ince.

"At I wa? vo.--y ioariy. Than I ga
used to ft. and 5&r? case to me. Ihave
never fees kretr sicre. I: is Ss
to have a frie-sd- . Tm sorry frr pcoio
who avea't occ Do I set tin&? Whv,
no. Tin absitys besy, hat I l&e thai. I
have so many pleasant things ia oo every
day.

it a beautiful book? Think of having it
in the raised letters! The ninth chapter
of SL John is my favorite chapter. It
tells about how Christ Sealed the blind.
Some day, yon know. Ho will touch my
eyes, and then perhaps the first thing
I will see will le His face.

"I iike to compose hymns, too. I don't
have to think them up. I can write one
for yon on my typewriter. Mary taught
me to use a typewriter. A blind man
gave us each, one, and mine has been so
much pleasure to me. I memorized the
position of the letters, but I have to wnte
with one hand and follow the carriage
with the other, because I can't her the
bell, and I don't know when I get to the
end of a line.

"You want to take my picture?" Blind
Mattie questioned. 'You must wait until
I put on a different waist and my new
shoes. This one does not look nice. It
is too light. How do I know? Mary told
me. She tells me everything. I have a
pretty blue one that I selected and made
myself. I have a lovely ribbon for my
neck, that Iwill put on, yellow with a
stripe of blue running through it. I can
tie a nice d. I will be dressed
in just a few minutes.

"I love colors. I would like to see every-
thing. It must be so glorious. Last night
I had a dream, I thought I was out on
the ocean in a little boat going on a jour-
ney, and I could see the deep blue of the
sky and the wonderful green of the
water. It was so beautiful just like
heaven!

"I suppose peoplethat can see and hear
music and voices and common sounds
must feel as if they were in heaven
while they are here. I have so much
waiting for me there it makes me happy
to think about it I hope I'll have Mary
there, too.

"I just feel as if I would need her al-
ways. When I get longing to see her till
ray heart aches, and have so much saved
up to tell her that I'm afraid I'll forget
some of it, I send her a note and she un-
derstands and cornea."

"Mattie is always smiling," Mrs. Mc-
Cambridge said, "It is a pleasure to be
with her. She sees through my eyes.
She can't smell a flowser or tell the differ-
ence in tnything she eats or know any-
thing except what she loams through her
fingera, and yet she is happy and says
God is good. And I, you know, have so
much. It seems we don't have to talk
to understand each other. Wo can Just
sit and feel it in our hearts. I suppose
that is the reason we are such good
friends."
