REAL STRENGTH OF A NAVY

is Its Battleships-Germa- ny

Intends to be First

Washington, Feb. 9. The Navy Annual
just issued from the office of naval in
telligence, is of exceptional interest and
breadth of scope. The leading feature
Is an article entitled "Recent Tendencies,
of Foreign Naval Development and the
Effect Thereon of the Recent War With
Spain," by Lieutenant Commander
George H. Peters. This article presents
in succinct shape many of the lessons
taught by the Spanish war and utilized

Before beginning with the statement
that the most striking feature of the
marked effort now being made by the.
important maritime powers to increase
their naval strength, the article points
out that one result of the Spaiish wax
was to demonstrate beyond further argu-
ment that battleships constitute the real
fighting strength of a navy, even in
France, which has long clung to the ar-

mored cruiser. Armored coast defence
vessels have been practically ignored in
new construction. While the war threw
no new light on the value of torpedo
hearts, attention was freshly directed to
their vulnerability, and Germany has
abandoned the building of any more
small boats. Still, if some weight is at-

tached to the moral effects of torpedo
boats, and their use in training young
offices. Another war lesson was that
the big guns on board ship are second-
ary hereafter, and deperdence musif-b-
pk.ced upon a primary battery of rapid-iir- e

guns of modern calibre Already the
German navy has reduced the calibre of
its heaviest guns to 9.15.

Above-wat- torpedo tu' es have been
abandoned, and while some undei-wa:-- ir

tub 3? are retained, the tendency is to-

ward clearing a battleship completely of
these devices.

Armor onust be widely distributed, and
not restricted to the water-lin- e and gun
positions. Foreign navies are securing
the very best armor, regardless of cost.
There Is a universal effort to abolish
wood and combustibles from naval ves
sels. Canvas boats are to be tested.
Water tube boilers are now beyond dis-

cussion for naval use and the only ques-

tion open is that of type. Torpedo nets
bave been abandoned. Tremendous efforts
are making in foreign navies to improve
gun practice and in Genmary the ships
go to ea every day for target practice
on the reserve ships, while the British
navy has largely increased its allowance
of ammunition for prize-firin- g. Foreign
opinion criticises gun pointers as showing
.much room for improvement, based on
their performance at Manila and Santi-
ago. Commander Peters, however, com-

ments that never before have fleets been
so utterly destroyed through gun fire.
