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Kansas Whfifesale Grocery
Men Met Here Yesterday.

IT.OTEST WILL BE MADE

Continental Tobacco Company
Is Shaving Down Prices .

Representatives of the different .Kan. sas

wholesale grocery institutions met in. tl lis

city yesterday to take steps to foresta H

the action of the Continental Tobaeo
company, or tobacco trust, in cutting

down their profits. This squeezing pro

cess 'has been going on for some time, and
every new bulletin issued by the company

shaves off a trifle of the profit in handling

its goods.

For a long time people

allowed all wholesalers a discount of 2

per cent on the face of the bill far cash
and then a further discount of 10 per cent
for handling the goods,. This was satis-
factory to the wholesalers, and they had
no complaint to make.

Last December, however, the trust ap-

pointed H. D. Lee of Salina as its selling
agent and notified all wholesalers that
they must purchase their goods through
him. The company went on to say that
they would allow a discount of S per cent
and then the usual 2 per cent off for
cash. Provided the sales exceeded 9,000,000

pounds per month, then an additional 1

per cent for each 1,000,000 pounds exceed-
ing this amount, but in no instance would
a greater discount than 12 per cent be al-

lowed. This looked fair on the face, but
as a matter of fact the sales rarely
reached 9,000,000 pounds a montn, and it
was simply taking away 2 per cent profit
and giving it to Lee. This action met
with such vigorous opposition in all parts
of the country that it was abolished after
a trial of about six weeks.

Instead of replacing the old agreement,
the Continental people proceeded to put
on the screws a little tighter. A bulletin
was Issued ainnonincing that in the future
the company would allow a discount of 8

per cent off the face and 2 per cent for
cash off the net amount. By this action
the company'- - continued its 2 per cent cut
and then mode a considerable profit by
making the discount for cash off the net
and not the gross price.

In addition to this, in order to push new
or unsalable brands the trust offered an-

other rebate of 1 per cent off certain sta-
ple products if the wholesalers would
purchase given amounts of other goods in
connection with them. This would force
the wholesalers to take tnesc goods to get
tho cut on the staple products.

The wholesale merchants of Kansas
want tho old rate of 10 and 2 per cent off
restored, and yesterday. decided to formu-
late a vigorous protest. It is altogether
likely that they will be joined in this by
tho wholesale grocery organizations of
other states, and it is hoped that the
trust's hand may be forced and is com-
pelled to restore the old rates.

Besides this subject the wholesalers
talked about freight rates and other top-
ics of intorest to tho business. It is pos-

sible some decided action will be taken
In the near future to obtain bPtter freight
rates, but nothing was done in this direc-
tion at the meeting yesterday.

Tho meeting afterwards resolved into a
social gathering, and the members of the
association attended the clambake at the
Commercial club last night. The whole-Bale- rs

DAY OF MISHAP

Victor Murdock Tells of Deal-

ings With Cargidores.

HIS VISIT TO QUERETAR0

Where the Only Englishman
He Met Was Deaf:

Guadalajara, Feb. 12. In traveling, as
in everything else, there come days when
everything goes wrong. Yesterday was
one of those days. One of the peculiari-

ties of trouble in traveling is that at the
moment a difficulty is a difficulty, and the
moment after a joke.

In the first place we had to catch a train
out of Mexico City for Quertaro and said
train left rather early m the morning. We
have a telescope, a grip and a hand satch-
el. We called a cab, dumped the telescope
up under the driver's feet, took the other
two in the cab and told the driver to get
to the "Ferrocarrlll Central Mexicano" in
a hurry. We had only a few minutes to
get there, and it Is a considerable dis-
tance. On the way we read in the daily
paper how a young Englishman who had
his legs broken In a street car smash-u- p

was promptly arrested and came very
near being jailed. It was clear to be seen
in a short time that we had a slow team,
andsbefore we got in sight of the depot
two minutes only were left. I stuck my
head out of the window and said what I
suppose is Spanish for "hurry" "hasta."
The driver didn't pay much attention. A
minute later there was a hiss, and our
carriage came to a stop with a bump. A
policeman, accompanied by a ragged na-
tive, had stopped our carriage. The dis-
cussion was mighty short. The policeman
angrily climbed up beside the driver.
Were we going to jail, too It looked like
it. I poked my.head out and talked good,
hard English and made motions. The
ragged citizen, pulled our telescope down
off the hack, put it on his back ahd trot-
ted on anead. The driver was too scared
now with that policeman sitting there be-

side him to drive fast, and I thought I
heard our train puffing out of the station.
We gave up going that day, but thought
we would go on to the station, anyway.
When we climbed out the man who had
driven us was too scared to say how
much be wanted. The policeman took the
number of the-haq- with great severity,
and the native grabbed the rest of our
baggage and went into the depot. We paid
the driver twice what the trip was worth,
because there was no time to change our
peso, and followed the native, checked
t!ie telescope, found and boarded our
frain. The native got on with us and
wanted money. We gave him 25 cents. He
held out for more. He had carried the
baggage a block and wanted 50 cents. The
train was mo'ing and he crawled off with-
out any more than 25 cents. We were hot.
What right had a policeman to say how
we should get our baggage to the station?
And. If It was against the laws of the
country to carry a telescope on a hac'i,
why didn't the manager of our hotel tell
us so Instead of putting the telescope on
the hack himself. And what would they
do with the poor cabby?

Later the train conductor told us that
ours was a common experience. Carga-dore- s,

men who carry things on their
back, are under 200 bond for honesty.
Hackmen are not. Consequently hackmen
have no right to carry luggage on their
cab. The cargadores watch the hackmen
and when they find one breaking this rule
set a policeman on him. That was what
happened to us. The conductor said that
the cab driver would get only a repri-
mand.

Then it was all a joke. But there were
more jokes coming. When we got off at
Queretaro, twenty or thirty cargadores
began to grab for the two satchels. But
we were not in love with cargadores just
then. I dropped my dulcet tones and said:
"No" about as glumly as I knew how. I
said the same thing to the hackmen and,
holding light to my grip, got aboard a
street car and wound away up town. We
got off d, and there was a

grabbing at that valise. I knew
of only one hotel In the place, called the
Ferrocarrill, and I asked several bystand-
ers where I could find it. My pronuncia-
tion must have been lame, for they shook
their heads. But that cargadore kept right
along with us, and by motions showed
that ho knew where the hotel was. We
surrendered, and he got the grip and led
the way. It took us to an obscure and
dark part of the city. The proprietor, a
peculiar, willing old man, who never heard
of the United States, met us at the door.
Then we tried to make him understand.
We tried to tell him we wanted to get a

.room and be called at 2 o'clock to get the
next train to Guadalajara. He recognized
that last word, but that was all. The rest
of the Inmates of the hotel now took a
hand, and a very grey, genial old man
asked me if I could parley Francais. I
felt an instant brotherhood with this old
gentleman, but had to shake my head.
We didn't know what to do. As the next
best thing we decided to pay that carga-
dore. He refused to take pay! Instead
he shoved a card at us. saying he sold
opals and printed on it the words "Eng-
lish spoken." He couldn't speak a word;
We pressed the fee on him.

Just then I caught through the walls
a word of English. Ir was like the sight
of an oasis in the desert. Where was
the utterer? To the great astonishment
of tho crowd, we began to explore that
hotel. And what a hotel! It was only
one story high, but it spread OTer half
Queretaro. Into galleries we sped, into
dungeons we plunged, through courts we
hurried, hunting the owner of that Eng-
lish vocabulary. Once we heard It again,
and started out with fresh zeal, but soon
lost it again. The proprietor of the hotel
followed us, believing, 1 suppose, that we
were crazy. Again we heard It. aad lo-

cated it. and saw a large, comfortable
looking man in a room, reading a book.
He uttered one English word front the
written page as we entered, then arose
and bowed. I will conress I felt damp-
ened by a presence of some trouble, bat
not until I had made three or four in-
quiries of him and received in reply only
a solemn shake of the had did I realise
that the only person in that h,-:-

in all Queretaro, who culd under-
stand Eagitsa was stone deaf' Th re--
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coil from hope was something terrible.
We sat down In despair, but a moment la-

ter remembered the pencil. lost my
pencil. I looked around for pen and ink.
There was neither there. I made signs
of scribbling to the proprietor. He showed
only hopeless Ignorance. But the deaf man
understood and sent for pen and ink.
With that we wrote down our desire, bar-
gained that the cargadore should come to
our hotel at 2 o'clock and lead us to the
station. Then we got our room and a
Mexican meal, and sallied out with a let-
ter to the governor of Queretaro, which
W. D. Murdock of Mexico City, formerly
of Wichita, had kindly given us. How
find the governor? Deaf American didn't
know. Showed the letter to a policeman.
Policeman worked at the address a long
while and gave it up. The dunce never
could read. A poor ragged fellow grabbed
the letter and gave it to a finely dressed
man, who was passing, and he pointed
to the stairway directly at hand. The po-

liceman thereupon looked guilty. The
portero took the letter and went upstairs,
bidding us follow. We followed part of
the way and stopped. A very pleasant
lady asked us up further, waving her
hand, and saying: "Paussi, senor, senor-ita.- "

We went up and into a parlor; at
either side of a sofa sat two young ladies,
very pretty, and an older sister and her
husband. We took seats and began to
talk English. They answered us in Span-
ish mostly, but In the tangle, and the
laughter I caught two or three English
words from one of the daughters. We
told them we were from Kansas. Oh, yes,
Kansas City. She had been there. No,
we lived in Kansas. But Kansas City sht,
would have it. She had a friend in Kan
sas. Who? Miss Johns. Where in Kan-
sas. Lafayette Hall. Sho must have
meant Kansas City Then the governor,
Francisco G. de Casio, entered, a very ele-

gant, graceful gentleman. He could speak
some English, and with him as interpreter
we had a pleasant visit, Mrs. Casio giving
Mrs. Murdock flowers as we left "We had
the governor's card to take us through
the palace, which was locked, and the
finest young man in the republic of Mexi-

co and his wife, who care for the great
building, took us through It, explaining
in Spanish everything which we could
grasp very well; the table on which Maxi-

milian's death warrant was signed; the
coffin In which the body was brought back
to town from the place of execution; the
stools ion which Mejea and Miramon sat
during the trial and many other relics.
Then we got into a cab, which was old
when George Washington was on a milk
diet, and went out to the place of execu-
tion. It was no longer enclosed in an Iron
fence. Some one, no one knews who, Is
building a little stone chapel over the
three stones where the three men fell.
The sun had gone down, and the ragged
clouds scurried across a diSmal sky. There
was no one but ourselves on the rocky
hill, where the Hapsburg, who did not
know, and died for not knowing, paid the
price for an imperial ambition on a demo
cratic soil. Below the city nestled white
and its bells were ringing out the day,
and this with tho night closing down on
it, was one of the finest things we have
seen in Mexico. A little way down' we
paused and turned to look again. A sin-
gle zerapa-e-d figure stood against the sky
on the historical hill, a child of the re-

public, in sandled feet, upon the awful
monument to the Hapsburg, coddled and
cultured in monarchical privilege for a
thousand years.

We remained up till 2 o'clock. No car-

gadore came. The rascal. So we went It
on foot alone, traveling from, lantern to
lantern that is, policeman and arriving
safe and sound, through a mile of streets,
dark, except for the lanterns, as midnight.

HAVE SAILED FOR ENGLAND

Wichita Jockeys Expect Large
Winnings for Croker.

Lester and Johnnie Relff, the two Wich-

ita jockeys who have made fame and for-

tune, sailed from New Tork Wednesday
for London, where they will ride this sea-

son for Dick Croker. The boys are said
to have earned J15.000 last year, but their
services are becoming so valuable that
they are put down as $20,000 jockeys for
this season. The New York World, in
an interview "with them just before they
sailed, says they are to receive not less
than $20,000. The World prints a hand-
some double column picture cf the boys,
each encircled in a horseshoe, and a cor-
rect likeness of them. The article says:

"Lester and John Relff, the two Ameri-
can jockeys who created such a sensation
on the English turf last year by winning
a large number of races on inferior
horses, are in this city on their way to
England. Lester is engaged to ride for
Richard Croker and Messrs. Drake and
Smith. Johnny will do the lightweight
riding for Enoch Wishard, and will prob-
ably ride for Sir William Beresford. They
sail on the 'Oceanic Wednesday morning.

"Lester Relff, when asked yesterday
about hischances for success and the
prospect of Mr. Croker's horses being re-

turned winners, said:
"'Enoch Wishard, who trained Mr. Cro-

ker's horses la3t year and who will train
for him again this season, has about thir-
ty horses under his ehargc. They belong
to Messrs. Croker, Drake and Smith. The
two last named men are Americans and
haU from Chicago.
