the Father of our Country. President
Murdaugh was present at the dedication
of the monument February 22, 1SS6, and
vividly described the scenes and incidents
of the dav. Hhe then launched out into

"a presentation and discussion of Wash
ington, the great exemplar of all there is
good and great for Americans. The most
striking point of his address was, per-

haps, his argument that Washington bet-

ter than any other man ever born exem-

plified Cicero's remark: "To be truly
great, a man must also be good." Presi-

dent Murdaugh spoke with vivid rhetoric,
forcible and graceful, earnest manner,
and splendid voice, fairly enchaining the
attention of all present. Washington the
man, not Washington the warrior, the
statesman, or the ruler, was the main
thought. The address closed with a splen-

did appostrophe, after which the large
audience standing sang "America" and
school was dismissed for the day.

The work at the territorial normal is

enthusiastic young men and women,
whereas, during the whole of last year
the attendance did not exceed 230. Dur-
ing the hot months of last July and
August President Murdaugh made sixty-tw- o

speeches in Oklahoma in the inter-
est of the normal school, and the atten-

dance could as easily have been 4M in-

stead of 300, but for the limitations in
boarding houses, etc., of the town of Ed-

mond. During the spring term a special
twelve weeks' course has been arranged
under the regular faculty for those
teachers who have been at work during
the winter. This special course presents
not only the subjects required for the
certificates, but psychology, method in
education, music and drawing.
