The boys
aspect to be well versed In French by the
time the exposition opens. Their last let-

ter is as follows:
PARIS, Jan. 21. 190ft,

This Is another dreary, foggy day, as
most all are here and have been for so
many weeks, but the sun will soon be
shining, for February is a better month
In Paris.

Since our last letter we liave been put-tin- e

in all our spare time doing the out
of the way places of the city and going
over previous paths of Interest. Today
we visited Pere La Chaise, the most in-

teresting cemetery of Paris, and the
3 1 usee Cheny. They are very interesting
to an American. In the former are the
tombs and monuments of such men and
composers as Chopin, Rossini, Auber,
Mebul, Harold, etc., and the astronomer
Araro, arJio also has a boulevard of the
city named in his honor, and Tolma, the
tragedian, with others of national re-

nown The stones are very costly. The
cemetery is very different from American
ideals; there are no places for grass, and
everything is crowded together. One cor-

ner (the northeast) is devoted to the
mausoleum in which reposes the body
of Queen Oude. The public is not ad-

mitted here. The cemetery contains 110

acrea.
The Musee Cheny contains, as all the

museums of this city, a little of every-
thing, much fine and costly lace and
tapestry, several Italian state carriages,
and a collection of shoes from the First
century.

We have just made a start on the
"cole de Beaux Art," but will write
later of that interesting place.

"We took advantage of the occasion and
heard "The Messiah," given in one of the
finest churches in. the city the other day,
in which the greatest singers and music-
ians of the city took part; the organ used
ott the occasion is world renowned. "We
got in for 12 franca.

We. are spending some money in mak-
ing a collection of photographs that
would prove interesting to show and ex-
plain to those who follow our letters.

We have made many frionds since our
last letters went to you. Our room is just
back of the Palais Luxemburg!., in which
all the lecturers of the country attend
and 'the lectures are given at all hours of
the day and evening on all subjects, and
we follow as best we can in our imperfect
launch.

Several Lines Propose Im-

mense Expenditures.

WILL 'REDUCE GRADES

Netvork of Proposed Lines

Cover Kansas and Oklahoma

The boom in railroad building and Im-

provement which took place in liansas
during the 'SO's eeems likely to be dupli-

cated this year, and Wichita is again one
of the storm centers. A network of lines
are projected across southern Kansas,
Oklahoma and Indian. Territories and the
Santa Fe and Rock Island roada are con-

templating expending hundreds of thou-

sands of dollars in improving their lines
In this section which extend through this
city.

The Rock Island has already authorized
the expenditure of 500,000 in permanent
improvements to its roadbed, tracks and
bridges A large portion of this Mim. will
be expended on the division passing
through this city, and many Wichita men
will doubtless ba benefited by gaining
employment next summer. It will bo
winter (before the work 13 completed,
which will require hundreds of men, both
skilled and unskilled laborers.

But greater still are the plans of the
Santa Fe. It is contemplating the ex-

penditure of the vast sum of ?3,000,000 in
reducing the grades on its various di-

visions. The greater part of this sum
will bo expended in Kansas and a large
amount of the money will without a
doubt eventually pass over the counters
of Wichita merchants, as many of tne
men employed will doubtless come from
this city. The Santa Fo has not yet au-

thorized the work, but it is thought that
it will.

The Santa Fe wishes to reduce the
grades so that it can handle freight busi-

ness to a greater advantage and pull
heavier tonnage in single trains. At pres.
ent there are a number of heavy grades
on tho Oklahoma division which greatly
restrict the number of cars one engine
can pull, If these are reduced the ne-

cessity of double-headin- g many trains
will be dono away with.

Another section of the road which will
profit by the expenditure of this money
will be tho freight division, or cut-of-f, be-

tween Emporia ard Ottawa. Over this
division passes nearly all the freight
business on the main line of the Santa
Fe between Kansas City and western
points. Tho run is 'much shorter, but the
grades are quite heavy. They can be
easily reduced and the Santa Fc by re-

ducing them will gain, as It will on the
Oklahoma division, by being ablo to haul
longer and heavier trains.

Everything seems to point to the early
construction of the extension of the Mid-

land to Dennison, Texas, and the line of
the Wichita and Southern to South

and Texarkana, Ark. If these
lines are constructed, as it now seems
likely, it will furnish employment to hun-

dreds 'at Wichita men and will bring this
city thousands of dollars. Both are im-
portant lines which will take many
months to build. Not only will Wichita
reap an immediate financial benefit but it
will increase the commercial importance
of tho city, give it cheap rates and en-

courage the larger growth of the whole-
sale interests.

In Oklahoma railroad building Is no
less active Tho Santa Fe is building a
nuirfber of lines. Dirt is flying on the
lino from Guthrie to Caney, Kan., and
also on the line south into the McAlester
coal fields. In addition the Rock Island
and Santa Fe are jointly constructing a
road from Guthrie to Kingfisher, upon
whloh construction work was commenced
during the past week.

The Frisco, tho Missouri Pacific and the
Rock Island aro each preparing to con-

struct new branches in the territory and
the Choctaw line is reaching out into
western Oklahoma and Texas. Numerous
independent lines are proBected. and some
few are building, like the line from Kiowa
south to Augusta, O. T , w hich will even-

tually extend to Oklahoma City. Rail-
road companies and projected lines are
now so numerous in Oklahoma that a
new ono no longer excites widespread
comment If all are constructed, how-ove- r,

it means unexampled prosperity aid
development for southern Kansas and
Oklahoma.
