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ASKS FOR $12,910

F, W. Becker of Mulvane

Sues "National Surety Co.

SAYS HE WAS BLACKLISTED

For Loss of Package for Which

He Was Not Responsible.

Yesterday E. E. Harvey of the law firm
of Huttman & Harvey, "Wichita, brought

suit against the National Surety company

of New York for 512,000 for F. H. Becker,
who claims he wa3 blacklisted by the
company for the loss of a $500 package.
OBecker is a railroad man and an operator

and alleges that while he was at work for

the Aransas Pass Railway company at
Karnes City, Texas, the package worth
?500, belonging to the Wells-Farg- o Express
company, for which he was agent, was

lost, and that Tie was in no wise responsi-

ble for the loss. The National Surety
company furnishes bonds for employes of

the Sante Fe railroad and for the Wells-Farg- o

Express company. Ho says that
as a rule the railroad company will not
accept bonds of any other company. For
the loss of the package at Karnes City,
Texa3, Becker alleges in his petition,
which is on' file in the district court of
Sumner county, "that said surety com-

pany wrongfully and maliciously coerced
this plaintiff toy threats to have thi
plaintiff discharged and by other intimi-
dation to sign a written statement con-

taining substantially the following facts:
" 'That the package of money above re-

ferred to was lost by reason of this plain-

tiff's negligence nd had not been for this
plaintiff's negligence said money would
not have been lost.' But the plaintiff avers
that had it not ibeen for the threats and
intimidation of said surety company this
plaintiff would never have signed said
statement

"Plaintiff further states that said state-
ment was untrue and said-Natio- Surely
company then kenw It to be untrue, 'but,
nevertheless, said National Surety com-

pany has maliciously and wrongfully used
and publnshed such statement in seucrlng
and published said'statement in securing
the discharge of this plaintiff in the sev-

eral instances as above set out, and to
prevent plaintiff obtaining abond or em-

ployment anywhere.
"Plaintiff further states at the same

time he was forced is above stated to sign
the statement above alluded to this plain-

tiff was compelled to give said National
Surety company, for the same reasons,
an order to the said San Antonio and
Aransas Pass railway company to pay
the sald''?tfatIonal Surety company 525 a
month oirt of the salary of thi3 plaintiff
until the sum of 5500 was paidf that said
National Surety company has ,llso wrong-
fully and" maliciously used said' order and
published the same In order to, and in
procuring the disohargo of this plaintiff,
as complained of in this petititno, and
preventing his getting bond or employ-
ment elsewhere, tout plaintiff avers that
this plaintiff would never have signed
the said statement or the said order had
it not been for the fear of being dis-
charged, caused by the said threats and
imtimidation of said National Surety com-
pany.

"That this plaintiff is a railroad man
and a telegraph operator; that he has
spent the best part of his life in that
business and educated himself to make
that his business during hfs whole life;
that he is unfitted for any other business
and when unable to procure work at rail-
roading or as telegraph operator, he Is
necessarily losing money; and the time,
money and labor, spent In educatiilg him-
self for his business as telegraph opera-
tor and railroading, s this plaintiff can-
not give bond in this or any other or
surety company because of defendant's
wrongful and malicious acts herein sot
out: that by reason of his not being ablo
to obtain and give bond In this or any
other bond or surety company this plain-
tiff has been forced and compelled to give
up his business as railroad man and tele-
graph operator, and that he will thus of
necessity lose the remuneration to bo de-
rived from his business, earned at so much
labor and expense to this plaintiff.

"Plaintiff further alleges that by rea-
son of the said malicious and wanton and
wrongful conduct on the part of the said
National Surety companj', as herein stat-
ed, the labor and expense of prourlng
his education and beflttlncr himself ror
this business has been wasted and madea dead loss to this plaintiff.

"Plaintiff further alleges that bv reason
of tho malicious and wrongful publication
of the statement awl order herein d- -
scribed. and by reason of the above
wrongful and maliciolis iniorforaiux. r
above-name- d defendant, and by reason ofall premises herein above set out, and3y reason of ll Mia wrongful acts ofsaid defendant, tins plaintiff lias beendischarged from his employment and is
unable to obtain employment as above setout, to the damago of this plaintiff Inthe sum of 512,ttX."

very few people outside of the railroad
that know that the tires of a locomotive
are held in place on their wheels merely
toy the contracting force which the steel
tire exerts on the wheel by reason of be-

ing smaller in Its inside diameter than,
the outside diameter of tho wheel. It is
tills grip which holds the tire in place
and very seldom does one come off by
accident.

"The steel tire is made a trifle smaller
In Its inside diameter' than the outside,
diameter of the wheel to which it is to
be fitted. The next question is to put this
small sized tire on to the wheel. This
can bo accomplished satisfactorily in
only one way, and that Is by heating the
tire so as to make it expand and thus be-

come larger than the wheel. This is done
and when the tire is' sufficiently hot it
will slip on to the wheel very easily.

"There are various ways of heating the
steel tires preparatory to putting them
on to tho wheels, but one of the best and
most modern Is in upo In the shops of
the Rock Island railroad. Here the tlra
Js encircled by a pipe, perforated and
Into which gasolina Is forced by com-

pressed air. After this pipe "becomes hot,
which takes only a few minutes, the.
flames from the gasoline are forced out
of the perforations and spend their en-

ergy in heating the tire.
"The wheels on which the tires are td

be placed are already fastened on their
axle, and In their usual position are se-

curely blocked up sufficiently from the
ground to admit of the free working all
around them. The tires having become
properly heated so that they are expand-
ed sufficiently to go easily on to the
wheels, are carefully slipped on. This
done, a man who is an expert at the
business adjusts the tires so that they
are exactly true on the wheels, and they
are nowj-ead- to set.

"After "being adjusted, a stream of cold
water Is allowed to run over the tires to
cool them off and hasten their contract-
ing force. As the tires become cold they
"become smaller, and when cold, by reason
of their being smaller than the wheels,
they grip the wheels with a power which
is simply enormous.

"When the tires wear out, or if for any
reason the tires should be taken off the
wheels, the same process Is gone through
with, only somewhat reversed. The
wheels are blocked up from the ground,
and are heated by the gasoline burning
perforate circular pipes. "When the tires
are sufficiently hot as to expand them
so that they become loose on the wheels,
two men on either side of the wheels
with heavy sledge hammers, knock the
tiro off and allow It to fall to the ground,
where, after It is cool, it is taken away
to tho scrap pile."

OHM ER'SDEATH

Officials of ..Mexican Republic

Will Investigate Suit

FOR $25,000 DAMAGES

Has Created Considerable

Discussion Among Officers.

Mush discussion, has arisen in Mexican

official circles over the death of Edward

Turner, the Wichita Missouri Pacific en-

gineer who died in1 prison at Orizaba,

where he was sent for being in a wreck,

and the suit of Mrs. Turner, his widow,

for $25,000 damages.
The attorney general of Mexico, in con-

cert with the departments of foreign re-

lations and Justice, has jtappolnted Lie.

Alberto Lomhardo to proceed to Jalapa
and Vera Cruz from Mexico City to inves-

tigate the circumstances attendant upon
the death of Engineer Turner, to find out
whether hl3 death was due to negligence
or lack of proper care on tho part of the
prison or hospital authorities and whether
any unnecessary delay ocurred in the
investigation of the charge for criminal
carelessness in causing a rallriad colli-

sion.
Official circles in Washington City have

become interested, and Senator Baker
will take a hand in seeing that the in-

vestigation Is just and thorough. A dis-

patch from Washington says:
"Senator Baker has just been advised

by the State department or the death in
prison at Vera Cruz, Mexico, on January
28, of Edward Turner, an American citi-

zen, who formerly resided at El Dorado.
Kan. While in Kansas Mr. Turner was
an engineer in .the employ of the Missouri
Pacific railway and left the state for the
purpose of accepting a more remunerative
position on the Mexican Central Railway.
Shortly after assuming the duties of his
new position a'coilision occurred near the
station of Eucinal, Mexico, 'between the
engine of which (Mr. Turner had charge
and tho engine in charge of Engineer
MoVey. The accident resulted in the
very serious Injury of one Florenclo Va-le- z,

who afterward died from the effects
of tho injuries received. Mr. Turner was
also quite serilusly hurt, and was sent to
the hospital for treatment. After his
discharge from the hospital he was ar-

rested and held for homicide, as pro-

vided by the Mexican law, although in
no wise at fault. Engineer MoVey suc-

ceeded in eluding the authorities. Mr.
Turner was imprisoned in Vera Cruz, and
since his Incarceration Senator Baker has
mado strenuous efforts, through the State
department, to bring about his speedy trial
and release from the prison at Vera Cruz,
as Mr. Turner complained bitterly of the
unsanitary and otherwise filthy condition
of the penitentiary, but after investigation
the State department found itself power-
less to act In the premises, as his con-

finement did not in any way overstep the
Mexican law governing such matters. His
trial was postponed, from time to time,
until (finally, on the 2Sth of January, he
died. The Immediate cause of his death
was doubtless due to long 'imprisonment
and his unhealthful environment.

While in Kansas Mr. Turner was
a very popular and respected rail-

road engineer, and since the de-

plorable accident, which resulted In
his arrest and subsequent imprisonment,
many prominent citizens of the state havo
exerted themselves in his behalf through
Senator Baker and the State department,
and, although his case was given every
attention by the American ambassador to
Mexico and the consul at Vera Cruz, no
satisfactory result was attained.

PROBLEMS t)F THE PLEIADES

Scientific Curiosities and Mysteries
That Pertain to Them.

New York, Mar. 1. Famed In legend;
sung by early minstrels of Persia and
Hindustan;

"like a smarm of flre-flie- s,

tangled in a silver braid;"
yonder distant misty little cloud of Plei-

ades has always won and held the imag-
ination of men. But it was not only for
the Inspiration of poets, for quickening-fanc-

into song, that the seven daughters
of Atlas were fixed upon the firmament.
The problems presented by this group of
stars to the unobtrusive scientific inves-
tigator are among the most interesting
known to astronomy. Their solution is
still very incomplete; but we have already
learned what may be counted justly

the richest spoils brought back by
science from the stored treasure-hous- e of
Nature's secrets.

The true student of astronomy Is ani-

mated by no mere vulgar curiosity to pry'
into hidden things. If he seeks the con-

cealed springs that move the complex
visible mechanism of the heavens, he does
so because his imagination is roused by
the grandeur of what he sees; and deep
down within him stirs the true love of
the artist for his art For it is Indeed a
fine art, that science of astronomy.

It can havo been no mere chance that
has massed the Pleiades from among
their fellow stars. Men of ordinary sight
see but a half-doz- distinct objects In
the cluster; those of acuter vision can
count fourteen; but It is not until we ap-
ply the g power of the
telescope that we realize the extraordi-
nary scale upon which the system of the
Pleiades Is constructed. With the Parts
Instrument Wolf in 1S76 catalogued 825

stars in the group: and the searching pho-
tographic survey of Henry In 18S7 reveal-
ed no less than 2,323 distinct stars within
and near the filmy gauze of nebulous
matter always so conspicuous a feature
of the Pleiades.

The means at our disposal for the study
of stellar distances are but feeble. Only
In the case of a very small number of
stars have we been able to obtain even so
much as an approximate ostlmae of dis-

tance. The most powerful observational
machinery, though directed by the tried
skill of experience, has not sufficed to
sound the profounder depths of space.
The Pleiad stars are among tbopo for
which no measurement of distance hac
yet been made, so that we do not know
whether they are aij equally for away
from as. We swkj them projected en the
dark background of the odeoUal vault . j

but we cannot tell form actual measure-
ment whether they ara ail situated at the
Fame point in space.

of gravitation, that unique law by means
of which astronomers have been enabled
to reduce to perfect order the seeming
tangle of planetary evolutions. The law
really amounts, in effect, to this: All ob-

jects suspended within the vacancy of
spaco attract or pull one another. How
they can do this without a visible con-
necting link between them 1b a mystery
which may always remain unsolved. But
mystery as It is, wo must accept it as an
ascertained fact. It is this pull of gravi-
tation that holds together the sun and
planots, forcing them all to follow out
their due and proper patns. and so to con-

tinue throughout an unbroken cycle until
the great survivor. Time, shall be no
more.

Why should not this same gravitational
attraotion to be at work among the Plei-

ades? If it Is, We must supposo that they
too, llko ourselves, have bounds and or-

bits set and interwoven, revolutions and
gyrations far more complex than the so-

lar system knows. Tho visual discovery
of such motion of rotation among the
Pleiades may be called one of the press-
ing problems of astronomy today. We
feel sure that the time is ripe, and that
the discovery Is actually being mado at
the present moment, for a generation of
men is not too great a period to call a
moment, when we have to deal with cos-

mic time.
It Is indeed the lack of observations ex-

tending through sufficient centuries that
stays our hand from grasping the coveted
result. Tho Pleiades are so far from us
that we cannot be sure of changes among
them. Magnitudes are always relative. It
matters not how large the actual move-
ments may be;lf they are extremely small
In comparison with our distance, they
must shrink to nothingness In our eyes.
Trembling on tho verge of Invisibility,
elusive, they are In that border land yhere
science as yet but feels hor way, though
certain that the way Is there.

The foundations of exact modern know-
ledge of the group were laid by Bessel
about 1S40. With the modesty character-
istic of the great, he says quite simply
that he has made a number of measures,
of tho Pleiades, thinking that the time
may come when astronomers will be able
to find some evidence of motion. In this
unassuming way he prefaces what la still
the classic model of precision and thor-
oughness in work of this kind. Besel
cleared the ground for a study of the In-

terstellar motion within the closo star-cluste-

and it Is probable that only by
such study may we hope to demonstrate
the universality of the law of gravitation
In cosmic space.

Bessel's acuteness in forecasting the di-

rection of coming research was ampiy
verified by the work of Elkln in 1S85 at
Yale College. Provided with a modern In-

strument, but similar to Bessel's, SIkin
was able to repeat his observatldh with
a slight Increase of precision. Motions In
the interval of forty-fiv- e years. suHlefent-- y

great to hint at coming possibilities,
were shown conclusively to exist. Six
stars at all events have beea fairly ex-

cluded from the group, on account of
their peculiar motions shown by ISlkln's
research. It Is possible that they are
merely etPti in the background thronrh
the interstices of tho cluster itself, or
they may be suspended between as and
the Pleiads in either caso bavin no
real connection with the group. Finally.
these observations make it reasonably
certain that many of the remaining ntaos
