UTAH REPUBLICAN CONVENTION

Kcbukcs Democrat.c Incompetency
and Xamcs Hammond for Congress
Salt Lake, Utah, March 2. Tho Republi-

can state convention met at 11:30 today
to nominate a candidate for representa-
tive in congress. Hon. Reed Smoot of

Utah county, was made temporary chair-
man, nl a short speech he referred to

the prosperous condition of the country
and the fact that all laborers were em-

ployed at good wages. He referred spec-

ially to the advantages to the state by the
advance In lead and woll. He denounced
the Democratic legislature for Its failure
to elect a United States senator. He de-

plored the conditions which made a spec-

ial election necessary at this time, and
said: "The responsibility must rest upon
the Democratic party, a party that al-

ways blundered; a party that has failed to
properly govern the state and nation and
is absolutely incompetent to govern it-

self."
After appointing the usual committees,

the convention took a recess until 2

o'olock. When the convention reassem-

bled Arthur L. Thomas of Salt Lake City
was made permanent chairman. In his
speech he congratulated the people oh the
return of prosperity under Republican
rule. He referred to condition's under
Democratic national administrations and
touched at length upon the subject of tar-

iffs. He said the Republican party would
go into, this campaign with a clean record
and clean candidate and predicted that
the state would be restored to the Repub-

lican column.
The mention of the name of President

McKinley was greeted with a round of
applause.

The resolutions committee then reported,
and tho report was adopted. The platform
was very short. Nothing was said on the
subjeots of finance and expansion.

R'ANGH DEALS EXPLAIN BDf

B.y Clark WitnessesFurtherj
,Steps in the 'Case, ;

Washington, March 2. Just before the
adjournment of the senate committee onj

elections today both the prosecution and'
defense in the investigation of "the elec-

tion of Senator Clark of Montana an-

nounced that they had concluded the pre-

sentation of testimony. There are some
papers to be examined, and argument is
still to be heard. Arrangements for this
will be made tomorrow. Th committee
reserves the right to call witnesses in its
own behalf, but the feeling is general
that the arduous part of the work is fin-

ished. All witnesses called by either side
have been excused, and many of them left
tonight for their homes. The investiga-
tion began on January 5, and up to date
a hundred witnesses have been examineJ.
Their testimony will fill between 2.4u0 and
2,503 pages. The expense to the govern-
ment so far ,has been about $27,000. A
number of witnesses were examined to-

day, but the only one .who gave Important
testimony was James "W. Kemper of
Butte, whose statement bore upon the
purchase of State Representative Wood's
ranch. E. L. Whltmore explained his re-

lations with C. W. Clark as developed in
the purchase of State Senator "Warner's
ranch. The defense introduced three or
four witnesses in rebutta', among them
Mr. J. M. S. Neill of Helena. He denied
sending a message to the .effect that the
state supreme court could be influenced
in the Wellcome disbarment case.

When the committe resumed its sitting
today Mr. Campbell, still. on the .witne&s
stand, made a general statement of hl
exptMiditures in connection with the prose-
cution of the case against Senator Clark
of Montana. The statement shows the
following footings: Establishing and pur-
chasing newspapers, $19,550; expenses in
the present investigation and in the Weil-com- e

disbarment proceedings, $21,704. M
Campbell said that the $19,550 had been
expended on the three papers, the Living-
ston Enterprise, the Bozeman Chronicle
and the Carbon County Democrat, which
had been purchased or established to op-

pose what they believed were corrupt
practices in politics. The money in these
cases had only been loaned. The other
expenditures included all money spent to
date on account of witnesses, attorneys
and detectives in the prosecution of the
case. It did not, however, include coun-

sel feea in the pending investigation. Mr.
Campbell did not know what these
charges would be. All the money thus
expended had been received from Mr.
Daly.

State Senator Hnry X. Myers was re-

called and questioned concerning Sen
Hill's statements. lie said that Hill's
statement in his affidavit concerning him-

self was correct, while Hill's statement
before the committee relating to him was
In the main correct. It was true, he said,
that Hill had frequently come to him dur-
ing the session of the legislature, telling
him that he came from Senator Clark
and that Clark wanted him to come to
his room, and that he (Hill) could get him
J25.CO0 for his vote. He had told Hill
that he. thought SIO.COO was enough for his
vote, and that if Clark wanted to pay
that sum for it he could put the money
in Mr. Whiteside's hands. Mr. Myers was
also asked if it was true, as Charley Clark
had stated in his testimony, that he (My-

ers) had told him (Clark) that ho appre-
ciated that the $500 check sent to him by
Clark was merely a business matter.
"The statement," he said, "is absolutely
false. If the check had been received as
a mere business matter I should certainly
have acknowledged its receipt as I do
in all business matters Wen received
the check I regarded it as a bait to a
bribe, and I ignored it, as was proper I
should."

James W. Kemper, a real estate dealer
of Butte, was examined with reference'!
to the indebtedness on the ranch of Rep-

resentative E. B. Woods of Ravelli coun-

ty, which indebtedness has been paid off,
the purchase price being $5,900. Docu

mentary evidence was also produced by
the prosecution to show that about the
