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Outline of Proposed Legisla-

tion for the Territory,

OF MISSISSIPPI CHOCTAWS

Their Precarious Material and
Legal Footing,

Guthrie, O. T., April 13. A special dis-

patch from "Washington says: The legis-

lation now pending before congress in
which the Indian territory is interested,
5ias been recently attracting considerable
attention. In the senate the same has
been included In senate bills Nos. 1T42 and
2S93; in the house In bills Nos. 2931 and
t500, and an amendment has been made
to the Indian appropriation bill, which
has been reported by the senate commit-
tee. In addition to this there has now

f
been offered for approval by the senate
a treaty rnad0 with the Choctaws and
Chicasaws, and it is understood there will
be in a short time submitted for consid-
eration a treaty with the Creeks and one
with the Cherokees.

This legislation may be divided into
that which applies to the Indian coun-
try generally, and that which has special
application to the separate tribes. The
Dawes commission has been In "Washing-

ton about four months and Its desires are
embodies in senate bill No. 2S93. Thi bill
has been bitterly attacked by the rep-

resentatives of those people whose inter
ests are directly involved, upon the the-
ory that the same "was calculated to pro-

tect the Indian nation and to jeopardize
lsdividual rights In the territory. Its first
provision gave the absolute right to the
Dawes commission to render judgments,
which, when filed in the district court,
became effective, and finally ejecting all
parties who were This was
objected to because it extended the au-

thority In lieu of the courts, and for the
further reason that by this wording, all
parties whom they adjudged to bo

were, pending an appeal, or
ponding theo revision of the rolls by the
secretary of the interior, liable to be
ejeotedfrom the lands they occupy.

The second provision of the bilj pro-

vided that in the smaller towns of the
Indjas territory which are at present with
out anymethod of obtaining title and are
not protected by the townslte provisions
of x the Curtis act, the Dawes commis-
sion should have the right to appraise
the improvements, and the party owning

should not bo ejected until the
appraised value was paid to them. This
Is ob iected to for the same reason, that
it extends judicial power to the Dawes
commission, that It interferes with town-sit- e

matters and is Intended to supersede
authority over townslte boards, that it
grants no remedy for existing conditions,

3 it affords no method ob obtaining title.
The further provisions of this bill pro-

vide for the bringing of a suit In the
ctvurt of claims by the Mississippi Choc-

taws residing in Slisslslppi asd alo for
.the brnging of nit in the district court
on behalf of the ntermarried citizens in
the court of claims. These two provision?
are also included In the other bills re-

ferred to in tooth the house and senate,
so that, as the Dawes commisipn has
approved them, they, seem to be asking
for this 'legislation in various ways.

The term "Mississippi Choctaws" seems
lo have been misunderstood by the de-

partment of the Interior or by the Dawes
commission, according to one of the rep-

resentatives of the Indians from Vlnlta.
When the Choctaw nation sold out lands
In Mississippi in 1S30, they provided in the
treaty, that those of its people who did
not care to remove to their new country
In the west and who desired to take an
allotment of land and become citizens of
what was then the states, could do so
And a large number of Choctaws remain-
ed in the state of Missisesippl. The af-

fairs of congress were not at that time
administered as they are today, and many
Choctaws who were entitled to lands
failed to get them. Aijulnvestigation run-
ning through several years has confirmed
this fact, and from 1S30 until 1S30 various
families started from Mississlpi to go to
the Choctaw nation In the Indian terri-
tory. They wer poor people, these In-
dians, but on account of their location
had loarned to work, and some of them
pat as far as northern counties of Teas,
others in Missouri, and a portion reached
the territory.

Thoy were at all times recognized by
the Choctaw nation as citizens, with the
exception of the fact that they were not
entitled to participate in the annuities of
the tribe, that provision beiing one of
the provisions of tho treaty. There still
remained in Mississippi, however, tho de-

scendants of those who did not leave the
state .and these people have no desire to
go to the Indian territory. The suit re-

ferred to is on their behalf, and so far
as is shown Is (not at their solicitation,
but Is really a suit which would benefit
the attorneys who roprefented the Choc,
taw nation and the attorneys who appear
for fyhese Indians, If any were employed.
The bill, or a portion of tho bill, pro-
vides that the secretary of the Interior
should select counsel, while another part
provides for tho ratification of contracts
made.

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within the legal meaning of the term
"Mississippi Choctaws." And, as they are
residents of the nation and have their
homes there, this legislation cannot apply
to them, its terms being limited to those
residing in Mississippi. The Choctaws
from Mississippi, who lived in the Indian
territory, have never been able to (obtain
any relief from the Dawes commission.
That commission has Insisted that it had
no authority to enroll, and, therefore, no
authority to allot them, but In this rec-

ommendation for legislation seems to
have forgotten their existence, although
they have been clamoring for recognition
and have been the most active in present-
ing their cases to tho department of the
Interior and to congress of any class
ofpeople in the Indian territory

The intermarried white citizens were
fully protected by the Curtis act is this,
that if they were citizens under the Choc-

taw and Chicasaw or Cherokee laws, they
should be enrolled by 'the commission,
and they went into tho courts and settled
their cases by judgments, which had be-

come final, but legislation is now recom
mended which will unsettle all of these
judgments and compel again to litigate
their causes. And so strangely is th's
legislation worded that the descendants
of theo people are in this legislation pre-

vented from acquiring any residesce, and
practically denying the right of inherit-
ance by reason of that f?ct

This is not all, however. The Dawes
commission has at all times insisted that
it was the court of primary and final jur-

isdiction in citizenship matters. The de-

partment of i the Interior has held, oer
the instructions of the secretary of the
Interior, that the Dawes commission had
primary jurisdiction, but that they were
subordinate officers to the secretary that
the secretary of the Interior had the
right to exercise supervisory authority
over the acts of the commission. The
Curtis act provided that the rolls as made
by tho Dawe3 commission should ,be ap-
proved by the .secretary of the Interior
and should then become final. In this
conflict of authorify thore has arisen the
question whether or not the Dawes com-

mission should make a record In any case
which was rejected and of what that rec-
ord should consist. Upon being instructed
by the secretary to make a record, they
proceeded to ask the claimant a few
questions when he appeared before them
and close the same. The claimants for
citizenship desired to present proof of
their genealogy, their residence, their
good faith, their compliance with the
requirements of the law, and as a re-

sult, numerous petitions were filed with
tho secretary of the Interior, who finally
ordered the Dawes commission to make
such records in order that tho department
might intelligently pass upon each Indi-

vidual case.
When the Indian appropriation bill was

under consideration the commission
caused to be inserted therein a para-
graph, the apparent purpose of which
was to stop all applications for cit'zen-shi- p

at the date of the passage of that
bill, but the real wording under the pro-

cedure of the commission is such that its
decision of any and all cases which have
not been finally adjudicated by the com-
mission and none of these cases have
been, shall become final. And instead of
taking any procedure .they are seeking
to obtain through congress the jAe Juris-
diction to say whether a man upon the
rolls or not. whether he ought to be upon
the rolls or not, and by that dcc.slon to
render futile any attempts on his part to
retain either citizenship or his property.

It is not shown that tne Choctaws In
Mississippi are asking any relief, yet the
same is recommended by the Dawes com-
mission.

It is known that the inter-marrle- d citi-
zens of the Chactaw nation have had all
of the relief to wh'.ch they ;Ve eatitl d
and are satisfied with the same, yet the
commission asks legislation which would
invalidate court judgments applying to
these people It is a!so known that Mis-
sissippi Choctaws, residing in the terri-
tory, are seeking relief, and while the
commission in its former report, finds as
a fact that they are entitled to it, the
commission is strongly aveise now to
granting '.them any method of relief
whatever. And it Is claimed by the peo-
ple in that country that this legislation
is sought for the purpose of preventing
such remedies as would be proaer or
practical in view of the conditions, giv-
ing to those who do net seek it. s right
to brine suit, and deny to those who do
seek it . remedy, wider the guise of
fairness, clouding the waters and aoid-ia- g

the proper and Just issue under the
conditions.

The Mtssisslpple Choctaws residing in
the Indian Territory are undoubtedly-Indian- s

by blood. And they are residents
of the Choctaw nation in good faith. Ifthey are not admitted tc cltisenship they
have no place to go. and. beine Indians,
will become public charges. They came
to the nation not only because they had
& right to come there, by at the express

fact that they were not citizens of the
state and were tco poor to immigrate
without assistance.

The Dawes commission have been at
work upon enrollment since 3E95. They
have construed the laws which have
been passed by congress to empower
them to ascertain whether or not parties
were upon the rolls under the Indian
laws existing at the time of the crea-
tion of the commission. eYt under this
construcUon. which rendered it unneces-
sary to go into any judicial questions
and spend any time In hearings, they
have not been able to accomplish the en-

rollment of one of the tribes, with the
exception o fthe Seminole nation,

where the work was al Idone in a few
days, there being no disputes or any ques-

tions as to the correctness of the tribal
rolls. They have been charged with the
work of allotment and this work might
reasonably be expected to take several
years, as the plan of allotment involves
an ecual distribution of the property of
th" tribe, but with the exception of the
Creek country they have not even opened
a land office where allotments could be
made in any of the nations. The appro-
priation asked for during the next year
amounts to over $Ji3,000. There is no
hope that this work can be done under
six years. It will have cost the govern-
ment of the Uninted States over $5,000,-00- 0,

for which there can be no possible re-

turn In revenue, and when this work is
finished new names will not have been
added to the rolls, the right of people
will not have been adjudicated, nor does
this include thevas t amount of loss to
individuals, nor expense of litigation on
that account. Such a condition exists
in no other Dart of the United States
The machinery for suppression of crime
in the Indian Territory is comDlete. It
includes the right of a trial before a
competent judge and jury, but the civil
rights of these people are not Drotected
in that manner, and they have never
been accorded a right of trial by jury,
nor in many cases can they obtain a trial
before a judge. This condition is

and the only remedies offered
are those which shall make It arbitrary.
Tho people have no representative in con-
gress, not even a delegate. They are un-

able to present their rights or their
necessities.

It is alleged that there are 1,030 to 1,500
more Indians in Mississippi than were
identified by the Dawes commission.
This commission went to, Mississinpi and
spent three weeks there in 1S9S, making
a list of the Indians, but making this
list with no apparent purpose. If none
of the resident Indians are to obtain any
lands, and" the suit could be brought
under which those in Mississioni could
obtain rights, these rights would be very
valuable, as the average allotment of
land Is about 50 acres of land par capita.
The resident Indians, those who want to
do something for themselves, will be-

come wanderers. The Mississippi In-

dians can sell their rights to the people
who are interested for small sums and
the promoters of the legislation can ac-

quire independent fortunes. If the In-
dian was to go to the territory and live
upon his land there would be no induce-
ment for attorneys to attempt, to tsk2
his case, but the will neces-
sarily sell it, or rent it in large tracts
and his business will neeessa-Il- y be in
the hands of the parUes who have by his
solicitation obtained these valuable
rights for him. It should be remember-
ed that the Indian rolls have never been
accurately kept and are at best a poor
guide. In the Choctaw nation no an-

nuities have been naid for years, and
there was no Inducement for the poor
man to attempt to be enrolled, and his
rights would not be disturbed in any
event. It must be remembered that most
Indians object to being counted and the
government has always had trouble in
making a list of any Indian tribe. Off
in the hills, away from civilization, un-

able to speak the English language,
these people have been living a life which
they prefer, and the government as their
guardian is now placing them In a po-

sition where it becomes their oppressor.
It is a subject for careful consideration

by the officers and the legislators. Those
who have been seeking legislation on be-

half of the Indians have been asking that
the secretary of the Interior or some
otherauthorlty be given the right to add
to the rolls of these people in the Choc
taw and Chickasaw nations, and all those
in the Cherokee and Creek country who
have proven and are able to prove that
they are Indians and residents of the
country. Irrespective of the fact that
they were or were not upon the Indian
roll. This is simply justice and the lobby
maintained by the United States, which
includes the governors or chiefs and their
attorneys, have assailed the honesty of
their Intentions and offered the remedies
mentioned for the apparent purpose of
convincing the public that they desired
to be fair, the rest being a confiscation
of property created by one clas3 of citi-
zens, and reverting to another class.

The deputy resides at 1566 Marlon street
and in probably every country on the
globe where the doctrine of egotism has
followers, Thomas J. Shelton is known.
A small man, thin, with sandy hair fring-
ing a bald head; a gentle-voice- smiling
man, sitting between two handsome
young women, stenographers, to whom,
or rather, through whom, he dictates an-
swers to correspondents In Europe and
Asia. The letters contain vibrations at
51 per letter. No one sees the vibrjtions.
He simply says they are there and the
people who send him money believe him.

Ho has an office force of six; he can
afford it, for the vibrations bring him in
an income of 550,000 a year, most of which
goes into the Copper Rock mine. But the
stenographers! They came In answer :o
this advertisement:

"I want a stenographer and typewriter
a woman, of course young, healthy,

well educated and an individualist. Send
photograph and sample of handwriting,
with date of birth."

One has hair as black as the raven's
wing; her teeth are like pearls and when
the boss dictates a smile and the supple
young lady bends over the machine, the
doctor and deputy shines in reflected
glory or beauty. A quality of the deputy-i- s

good taste; his offices are luxurious- -

his raiment is spotless; his stenographers
are poems.

He began 'the career that is making him
famous with 5 cents in his pocket .

Dr. Shelton is a Kentuckian. When a
young man he conducted a newspaper In
Wichita, Kan. Then he became a min-
ister in the Christian church and was a
success as a revivalist. He traveled
preahing over the east and middle west.
In 1S90 he had a hunch. It was the vi-
bratory graft which he has so success-
fully worked ever since. It's an unctuous
thing. At Little Rock, Ark., where he
was stationed, he began the publication of
his monthly paper, the Christian, which
is now being issued in Denver to 40 030

readers over the world. His total avail-
able wealth at that time was a nickel,
and Dr. Shelton was forced to borrow
money with which to mail the first issue.
It suited tho people, who are said to bo
one every minute, and after tho sec-
ond month's edition he paid every obli
gation he had incurred and had a surplus
to his credit In thi3 he is indebted to
his daughter, now Mrs. Edna Martin; a
warm, telepathic sympathy sealed their

Dr. Shelton is 50 years of age, and has
the distinction of having been one of the
youngest, if not the youngest, regularly
cnlisted soldiers in the Civil war. He
was 13 years of age when he saw his first
fighting.

A dream brought him to Colorado. One
night, nine year3 ago, in Little Rock, he
saw a spot on the slope of a mountain,
near Boulder, Col. Minute instructions
how to find it were impressed upan his
memory.
