Amende Honorable to Supreme Court riajority.
- In our editorial the other day, upon the autocratic tend-

encies of supreme courts, which comments seem, to have
called forth both numerous commendations and condemna-
tions, in referring to the former mooted instructions of a
circuit judge of the United States federal court, we should
have named Judge Henry Clay Caldwell, the once favorite
of President Lincoln, but later and now the idol of the Peo-

ple's party. Party politics cuts little or no figure in the
assumptions of power by the judges of the "higher courts,
except wherein a direct party issue is involved, and then it
may be a. question of 16 to 1, or, indeed, a decision of 8 to 7.

And so in the matter of knocking out the courtof visitation,
the dissenting judge, Frank Doster, the Populist member
of the court, who has been accredited as one of the original
compilers of the, law In question, as he is unquestionably
the representative of the Pop party on the bench, indulged
in a very queer dissenting opinion. It was little else than
a plea in abatement, a begging of the question, an effort to
conserve the power of ithe court, a defense of his own negli-

gence and a political apology to his party, all in one. In
heddingjhat the law was valid, he explained that he might,
however, be mistaken. He said he hadn't, in fact, taken
the time to look the matter up. It should Tie no contempt,

therefore, to ask him what, then, is he there for?
Railway commissioners, per seare for the protection of

the compelled shippers against freight rate discriminations;
but, in itruth, they are usually found to be a fence and
shield for the railways, and, therefore, from our view-poin- t,

ar useless and expensive, if not a detriment. Certainly
there can oe jio advantage accruing to the people unless'
as oonwnissioners they are authorized to judicially investi-

gate, and then further empowered to right wrongs when-

ever found. If this is not feasible, or if it is otherwise
impossible, then the supreme court should so notify the
people and their legislative representatives. Upon the
other hand. If it is possible to draw up a law which shall
protect the public against such corporate greed, then the
members of the supreme court can do the people, by whom
thpy are paid and whom they should serve, no greater serv-

ice than to take a day or a week off for the drafting of
suoh an enactment as will stand the united test of their
aaoumulated and aggregated wisdom pertaining to the re-

quirements of the constitution on the transportation ques-

tion.

Or, as a new and original proposition: As there Is a
"(aw of civil procedure defining how cases may be advanced
for the purpose of testing their constitutionality, and as
there is great uncertainty arising out of the question of
the constitutionality of all new laws which affect business
and material rights and values, to say nothing of the ex-

pense, delay and anxiety, why would not it be wise to

enact a mandatory amendment to the civil procedure code
providing that immediately upon the passage of every bill
it shall be submitted to the supreme court, whose judges,
within a named number of days, shall return the same to
the body in which it originated with their endorsement of
its constitutionality, or otherwise accompanied with the
objection or points wherein it is not constitutional, and
why; the amendment further providing that after the ex-

piration of the time for which the legislature can enact
laws has expired, it shall remain in session the number of
unys granted me supreme court for the review of bills
thus enacted, additional, to receive and to act upon the
findings of the said court? This would enable the members
to return to their constituency with a full knowledge of
what they had actually accomplished, leaving the people
laboring under no apprehension as to the constitutionality
of the laws under which they were living.

Ttere can be no question as to whera McKlnley stands

.us dent on the trusts. In his last message In urging
. . . - to strengthen the Sherman law, he wrote: "It Fs

u .. conceded that combinations which engross or
i ntt t te market of any particular klnS of merchandise
or commodity necessary to the general community, by sup- -

pressing ordinary and natural competition, whereby prices
are unduly enhanced to the general consumer, are obnox-

ious not only to the common law, but to the public- Tvel-far- e.

There must be a remedy for the evils involved in
such organizations. If the present law can be extended
more certalif y to 'control or check these monopolies or
trusts, it should be done without delay. "Whatever power
the congress possesses over this most important subject
should ibe promptly ascertained and asserted."

No more unequivocal or energetic language could have
been employed in a state paper. But later. The comp-

troller of the currency, Mr. Davis, than whom no man
stands closer to the ilcKinley administration, as chair-

man of the Illinois Republican state convention the other
day said: "I wish to state that I do not agree with those
who maintain that the question of trusts is not a political
question. It is true that trusts have their origin in indus-

trial conditions for which neither political party is re
sponsible. It is likewise true that the great masses of both
political parties believe that some legislation is necessary
in order to protect the public from evils which (must result
from the monopolistic conditions of the production and dis-

tribution of some of the necessaries and comforts of life. I
believe the people are willing to recognize the benefits

which may come in the way of cheaper prices to a com-

munity through limited and proper combination of capital
and effort, and they are not opposed to any corporation

simply because it is large. But when by combination com-

petition is suppressed and the saving which combination

makes possible is not only appropriated by the corpora-

tions, but in addition an unreasonable level of prices Is

maintained, the people demand and shall have govern-

mental interference and regulation."
That the trust question is as serious as it is compli-

cated, no one who has given it any serious attention doubts.

It 1s one which can neither be reached or cured by fulmina-tions- "

from political rostrums. It is not a matter which,

like an ordinary abuse, can be strangled summarily, for
the reason that underlying the advantages of the trust
are- principles which cannot be abrogated without both

endangering and destroying that spirit of enterprise which

grows out of the freedom of individual action. It is, there-

fore, a problem which must be handled wisely and con-

servatively if individual interests are not to be hurt more

than helped.

The Life of Nicolas,
Riding one day In 1SS3 over the deep

gorges near Maravatjo, we, the horse
and I, rolled into one of the deepest.
After floundering a while, the horse get-
ting rather the better of it, we separat-
ed, he to eat grass, far down the val-
ley, and I to see what progress could be
made on one leg. Finding the topog-
raphy bad for hoppln, and having a sore-
ly bruised hand, I sat down to rest
among the rocks. After a while some
one began to sing In the tuna patch on
the hil side below. It was a bad coun-
try, but one can generally trust a man
who sings alone and I had to trust
somebody soon, for I was getting fever-
ish. Nicolas came to my call. I can see
him yet, about five feet ten, wide back,
deep chest, and heavy limbs. He was
a pure Indian about twenty years old.
His ugly, flat, copper face could wear
the sweetest smile that ever made mani-
fest Divinity in clay.

He knew but little Spanish and I noth-
ing of his Otomi dialect, but with Span-
ish and signs, aided by my damaged ap-
pearance, we understood one another. He
took me on his tmck, and carrjlng me
down a long, rugged slope, reached at
last a hut In the valley, next a small
patch of corn and some tuna trees. In-
side the hut I was placed on a rude bed,
arranged with my own blankets, and
then he fetched In hl3 grandmother. It
may have been the fever, but It seemed
that of all the ugly old ladles I had
ever seen this one was the ugliest. I
had five hundred dollars In gold in my
belt, and there was the pistol, horse and
saddle;, but the fever was gettng strong-
er, and I did not care much for things.

There was a long period of pains, and
odd dreams, with nasty drinks between
them, and three days later I woke up.
Nicolas and the old lady were there,
and much to my surprise so was ray
money and other property. They had
spent two silver dollars for a herb doc-
tor, who was responsible for the nasty
drinks. I had no more fever and after
eight days was ready to leave, and
thanking my host I asked for my bill.
They turned over everything in good or-

der, save the two dollars of the herb doc-
tor, and four more spent for my a' unt
for chickens, eggs and extras. .Neither
knew how to write, but Nicolas had kept
account on a dirty piece of paper by
making rude drawing of eggs, chickens
and other Items. I settled up and kept
the coucher as a curiosity. I gave the
old lady a gold piece, and offered ne to
Nicolas, but he refused and asked for
work on the railroad, and I gave him a
place as laborer.

Laborers of a sort were plentiful, but
trustworthy men, who would take an in-

terest In the work, were very scarce.
Nicolas soon showed himself toi be a
first-cla- man. In two jears he learned
to read, write and speak Spanish fluently
and a good deal of English, and was the
best gang foreman I ever saw. He was
a favorite with everybody on the road,
always helping at any work, often with
the Celestial smile on his ugly face and
the guttural chuckle that served him for
a laugh. He was very economical and
had the Indian habit of burying his earn-
ings. For two or three months he would
deposit with me, but when the sum
reached forty or fifty dollars, he would
go home on leave and bury the surplus.
In 1SS6 he told me with many chuckles
and smiles of his approaching marriage,
and the Sunday afterward I saw the
bride at a feast. The marriage was ar-
ranged for the following spring. In Jan-
uary I senl him from the summit of the
Sierra down to Dos Rlos, on a push-ca- r,

down a grade of from two to four per
cent. He started with ten men. While
dropping down under brakes a light rain
began to freeze to the rails, and par-
alyze the brakes, and the car began to
go too fast. Nicolas ordered his men t3
jump, but they were stupid with fright
and he began to throw them off. After
he had tossed three, the car left th
rail, entering a curve and cut, and all of
the eight were killed or mortally wound-
ed. The first three escaped with small
damage, railing down the fills. A pass-
ing train picked up the wounded and that
night I found Nicolas In the. hosp!tat,ln
'Mexico City. He knew me, but the doc-
tor said he would die. His principal
worry was whether he was to blame. I
eased his mind on that point, but told
him the doctor's verdict. He smiled and
said: "Everjbody dies once, Senor,
please tell my grandmother to give half
the money to my sweetheart, and keep
the rest. 1 have been faithful. Please
don't forget me. Adios Senor." A while
later he dlfd Now here was an Indlm
who lived in the daily practice of hon-
esty and charity, for the five jears that
I knew him. He worshiped God in ths
open and shared his food with every oris
htat passed, and if it be our lot to wake
on the war side of Death I shall look
for Nicolas.
