The Cologjie Volkszeitung points out
that the emperor's fashion of speaking
about the German navy as "my navy" is
against the constitution, adding that the
advisers around his majesty ought to tell
him so. Doubtless tho recent telegrams
of the emperor to the prince regent of
Bavaria, in which tho obnoxious term oc-

curred, displeased the Bavarian court, as
the wording of. the emperor's telegram
as thero published was altered, omitting
the personal pronoun the emperor had
used.

The semi-offici- al Post says the South
African war has taught two important
lessons, viz.: The cohesion of the British
empire even into the farthest independ-
ent colonies, showing that Imperial ideas
really have not taken root throughout
tho vast empire; secondly, that Russia is
not aching to march into India.

Coeur D'AIene Troubles,

EVERY RIGHT OF CITIZENS

Violated Under the .Military
Regime, It is Charged.

Washington, June L The minority re-

port on the Oouer d'Alene investigaloan
was given out today by Representative
Lentz of Ohio and Hay of Virginia, who
dratted it. The following is a slummary
drafted it The following is a summary
of its main features:

"The minority report shows that thero
was absolutely no rioting in Shoshone
count3 Idaho, after April 28, 1SS9, that
when the troops arrived upon the scene
quiet bad teen restored, and no resist-
ance was being made to the state author-
ities, who were arresting as rapidly as
possible those who werj suspected of be-
ing implicated in .the crime of April 29,
1S99.

"It is maintained by the minority that
the troops sent to Idaho by the president
of the United States continued to be un-
der the control of the president and that
tho military commander in command
oould only use the troops in aid of the
civil authorities of the state to preserve
peace and order and prevent resistance
being made by lawless persons to the pro.
oesa of the courts and the proper civil
authorities of the state. The president of
the United States has kept and is still
keeping soldiers in that community and
by so doing is upholding a tyrannical
course of conduct pursued fay the gov-
ernor of Idaho.- -

"The minority point out the flagrant In-

stances of abuse of power and Violation
of law by General Merriam, the com-
mander of the troops.

"L General Merriam sent, on May 3,j
about 150 troops to the town of Burke,
and arrested without warrant, the entire
male population of that town, consisting
of about 300 persons. It was ap outrage
on the liberty of the citizens which has
no parallel in the annals of this country.

"2. General Merriam setn a detachment
of troops into tho state of Montana for
the purpose of arresting fugitives from
Idaho.

"3. Lieutenant Lyon, acting under the
orders of his superior officers, by threats
work in the Tiger-Poorm- mine against
their will. No such flagrant invasion of
the right of tho citizen can be' cited In
the history of this country.

"4. Major Smith , suppressed the 'Mul-la- n

Mirror,' a newspaper published at
Iilullan, thus denying free speech and
free press: This was a gross violation
of law wholly unjustified.

"3. The permit system, t fact a black
list system, approved by General Mer-
riam, and kept in operation to this day
by the presence of the military ,forces of
the United States, J3 a violation of law,
which cannot be defended."

In summing up, the minority say they
"are satisfied from the evidence adduced
before the committee that General Mer-

riam was wholly mistaken as to his pow
ers and duties that his conduct has re-

sulted in the 'gravest, injuries to tho lib-
erty of the citizen and the rights of in-

dividuals. Innocent men have foeen kept
in prison for months without trial and
have been finally discharged without any
charges being preferred against them.

"At one time or another there were over
1,100 men in the prison at Wardner known
as the 'bull pen.' They were kept thero
many months. They were not tried. They
were not charged with any crimes; they
were held and guarded' by United States
troops. It was the duty of General Mer
riam and of the president of the United
States to inquire into the causes and rea-

sons for-th- e detention of so many Amer-
ican citizens. No such inquiry was ever
made. Such indifference js hard to under-
stand and harder to excuse.

"The plea that General Merriam was
acting at tho request of the governor of
Idaho and his state representative, Bart,
lett Sinclair, is not good. Neither the
governor nor Sinclair had the right to
violate the law, and General Merriam
knew it, or should have known it.

"Although the governor of Idaho has
for "a year and more been governing Sho-

shone county by martial law. he has
never called the legislature together; the
laws of Idaho proUde that a session of
the legislature can be called on twenty
days' notice. The minority hold that the
president is not justified in keeping Unit-

ed States soldiers Indefinitely In Shoshone
county at the mere will of pne man, when
the legislature, representative of the peo-

ple, could have, and ought to have, been
convened, and their wishes ascertained "

The majority report was also completed
today and submitted to the minority
members, but it will not be made public
until approved by the house military com-

mittee, which conducted the investiga-

tion.
