DEVOTION OF MRS. MOORE

While Her Husband Was in a
- ChilJan Prison,

Prison, walls in a far country could not
stifle the love or Mrs. Frederick T. Moore,

wife of the $50,000 bank defaulter, but they
could and did injure her health.

Word has reached this country from
Valparaiso, Chill, that she is paying a
sad penalty for her fidelity to the man
who tricked and deserted her, after rob-

bing1 his employers and convulsing finan-

cial circles In Boston.
The story thus disclosed Is a startling

and international complications, through
which runs like a golden thread, beautif

the whole fabric, the embroidery of a
woman's devotion to one whom no tem-

pest of misfortune could drive from her
heart.

Hero for the first time may be read
the complete history of Frederick T.
Moore's wife and how she shared the
rigors of his tropic prison rather than
leave him without companionship at a
time when the "United States authorities
were exerting all the Influence of law and
diplomacy to bring him back to retribu-
tion.

Miss Mamie Ormond'was as handsome
a girl as any In Boston. Her uncle was
proprietor of the hack service attached to
the Tremont House, and other relatives
were well known in connection with vari

ous enterprises. Her wedding, four years
ago, when she became the wife of "Fred"
Moore, the ambitious young assistant tel
ler of the National Bank of Commerce,
was a gay affair.

There was never a happier bride, never
a marriage of brighter promise. The con-
gratulations of friends were mingled with
predictions of a blissful and prosperous
future.

In truth, no cadet in the financial world
of Boston had better prospects than Fred-
erick Moore. He seemed to possess all
the qualifications needed for success. He
had remarkable altitude for monetary
problems, was quick, resourceful,

His superiors would have sworn, too,
that he was the soul of interity. They
had msose& him on the warm recom- -

mendation of National Bank Examiner
Magruder, under whose tutelage he had
learned the first principles of banking.
The joung man's progress had' more
than justified this high endorsement. He
had been promoted repeatedly, and the
oliicers of the bank looked upon him as
one who would surely fijht his way to
a position of tho highest influence and
responsibility.

Such was the man into whose keeping
Mamie Ormond entrusted her life. They
settled down after tho honeymoon in a
comfortable home at Pleasant and Ho- -
mer streets. Younsr Mrs. Moore was

and they had many friends, all of whom
sounded his praises and enlarged upon
the brilliant future before hjm.

That Fred Moore spent more than his
salary did not occur to his wife. Or
perhaps she had no conception of how
much he really did spend. Thero is
reason to believe that he had pursuits
away from hi? homo tho knowledge of
which would have broken her heart.

But his activities away from tbebank
were directed chiefly to stock gambling.
He ."Peculated secretly, lost, non, then
lst again. ,

From speculation to tho commoner
forms o gamblln& was out a st He
(iRTTlQa to follow the horses. He knew

aii about Sheepshead Bay and Saratoga,
and the names of jockeys fell familiarly
from his lips.

Where did he ret tho money? That
was to be disclosed later. Meanwhile
he developed a lordly faculty for spedn-ig- n

what ho had. Yachting was to hJLs

taste ho yachted; fast horses he drove.
Thse thlncs escaped tho notice of the

bank officers, but some how they came
to the attention of the police. After
kecpinsr Mooro under observation, for a
week or two, they came to the conclu-
sion that he was spondinsr his salary
many times over. They alsolearned
something about his speculations.

Armed with these discoveries tho police
took the bank authorities Into their con-
fidence. The latter were surprised, but
not shaken in their confidence. Thcy
pooh-pooh- the suggestion that the as
sistant teller was dishonest. On the sur
face his accounts balanced to the cent.
Just as a matter of form, however for
it is a breach of etiquette for a bank
servant to speculate or back horses
they suspended him, pending a thorough
examination of his books.

The police sucgested that he should
be kept under surveillance, but the bank
officers scouted the notion. They did
not even hid from Moore the cause of
his suspension.

Next day Moore said to his wife:
"My dear. I have a few davs off. Wo

wi'l take a trip to New York."
She was delighted. They came to New

York and put up at the Bartho'di. mov-
ing afterward to the 'Westminster. This
was two years ago.

Mrs. Moors had never seen Broadway
by night. Her husband took her for a
stroll in the theatre district. Wishing tn
smoke, he produced a cigar and fumbled
in his pocket for matches. He had
none.

"Just wait a moment while I step In
here to get a light." he said.

Mrs. Moore remained rasing Into a Jew-
eller's window while her husband van-
ished into a ciffar store next door. She
studied every gem that gleamed beneath
the electric lights, and the crowd drifted
by unheeding. By and by she grew Im-
patient. Why was he away s lonsr?
She moved to the cigar store and peered
in. He was not there. Her heart
thumped. She entered. No, th salesman
had no recollection of a all man with a
tKrk mustache cominc in to Ifcht a
cigar.

Mrs. Moore paced Broadway nervously,
craning her neck to aspect every dis-
tant fiirure. After awhile she returned
to the Westminster hotel. Her husband
had not been there.

At the end of another asxiisin? day
she returned to Boston. The worst of
news awaited her. Her husband's ac-
counts were short more than W.O. Ke
had made false entries to cover the
shortage. A warrant had been issued for
his arrest

Then she understood He had deserted
her. No word can depict her anguish
and Fhame t the co'd cruelty of it. the
aearUosns. the insnlUag iack of trust
in her fidelity.

Moore's disgrace and flica! created a
;nsatioa in Boston, for be had a host
of influential friends. Efforts were made
to stave off pursuit by reimtmrsinr ?h
bank for its losses, hut ooUUnt: oovld
shake the determination of lis function-
aries to make a criminal exasaole of
tB!r faithWa emplovee if they coeid
onlv lav bijidc on hlza.

But they couldn't. Moore had left no
trace behind him.

During the first month of the year 1S99

there took passage on board a south
bound steamer from Panama two well
dressed and seemingly affluent Individ-
uals. The younger announced himself as
a speculator named Blair. The other,
who posed as his attorney, called him-
self Horace N. Allen, which has since
been established as his real name.

During the journey southward these
passengers allowed it to be known that
they were making a tour of South Am-
erica in search of mining investments,
and that they were predisposed in favor
of Chili. Several of the passengers were
well up in mining matters in that re-
public, so the1 pair had plenty of Infor-
mation offered them. Both were liberal
in their demands upon the ship's storo
of luxuries, and many a small bottle was
consumed while mining matters were
discussed with their new acquaintances.

When the ship reached Valparaiso they
engaged luxurious quarters and spent
money with lavish hands.

They were flooded with propositios of
all kinds. Finally their Ideas centered
on a copper property in southeastern
Chili, and Allen, accompanied by Blair,
with the Chilian owner, repaired to the
United States consulate to execute the
papers covering their agreement on tho
mine. During this visit Blair, for some
reason, ceased to be the capitalist, and
posed as the lawyer's secretary, even
playing the part so thoroughly as to
copy some of the papers connected with
the prospective purchase.

Shortly after this Allen departed from
Chili, saying that he was bound for the
States to bring down mining engineers
and experts who would aid in the open-
ing of their properties. Blair remained
in Valparaiso, passing most of his time
at the Cafe Bolsa, the principal tippling
place of the Chilian port.

Blair was Frederick Moore, tranquil at
last in a country with which the United
States had no extradition treaty.

He could afford to disclose his where-
abouts to those who would respect the
confidence. For the first time since he
had left her standing in Broadway that
sorrowful night, Mrs. Moore receivedd
word from her husband. All resentment
of the meanness of his desertion fled
from her heart, and she set out to re-

join him.
For atirne she was happy again, even

though her husband was a fugitive from
justice. Society in Valparaiso treated
them with the consideration due to an
American capitalist and his handsome
wife. But events were conspiring agalns
wife.

But events dwere conspiring against
them.

The police of Valparaiso received one
day among other circulars from all over
the world one from Boston offering a re-

ward of $5,000 for the apprehension of
Frederick Moore, a half-ton-e portrait of
whom adorned the paper. They "ques-
tioned the United States consul, and he
recognized the portrait as that of the
young man Blair who had visited hlsv
office when the paprs in the mining ven-
ture were drawn up. The police, eager
for the promised reward, arrested Moore
and he was taken to Santiago.

Even in the absence of an extradition
treaty his situation was a perilous one.
It was a auestion of international cour-
tesy. United States Minister Wilson ap-
plied to the cqurts for a process by
which 'Moore would be delivered over
to justice in his own country, and
pointed out that there were precedents
to justify such action. The first court
handed own a decision granting the min-
ister's application.

Moore and his wife were In despair.
A Boston jail yawned for him, loneli-
ness and. humiliation fOr her. But "the
defaulter's resources were many. He
had taken $14,000 with him to Chili, and
he seemed to command unlimited funds
from Boston, a circumstance which gave
rise to tho suspicion that otrer persons
had been behind him In his stealings and
were willing to spend any amount rather
than risk exposure.

His Chilian attorney appealed the case
to the .supremo court of the republic.
Processes of law are tedious in that
country. The period of Moore's impris-
onment in a tropical climate amid un-
sanitary surroundings wat indoflnate.
His health was not of the best. He was
downcast in spirits. Accustomed to a
life of luxury and weakened by excesses,
he suffered greatly.

But betweemhim and utter misery was
interposed the- - devotion of a much-neglect-

wife. Mrs. Moore determined to
share his imprisonment. It was against
the regulations, but a woman's wit and
determination rise superior to such ob-

stacles. The officers of the nrison
shrugged their shoulders in amazement
at tho spectacle of a beautiful Ameri-
can woman leaving her luxurious apart-
ments to take up her abode in a noi-
some prison and cheer the hours of an
infirm and irritable husband.

It, was eccentricity Yankee eccentricity
they told one another. But since mad- -

ame was charming, her eccentricity
must needs bo charming; and since mad-ame- 's

purse strings loosened readily,
madamo must e'en do as she pleased.

And so the absconder's wife became the
Inmate of a dolorous abode, where every
sight and sound and odor was repug-
nant to her. where the air stifled and
the damp struck Into the bones, where
the only oqjer members of her own sex
were the vilest characters of every mon-
grel breed. And all this for love of the
man who had deserted her in cold blood
after bringing disgrace upon her name.

Her health failed. It was not long be-
fore she had lost her color, her buoyan-
cy. She was racked with chills and fe-
ver. Still she thought only of him, and
dragged herself about to minister to
Siis wants.

Their money gave out. The Chilian
bankers to whom money had been ca-
bled from this country for Moore's ben-
efit refused to pay it over while he was
in prison. "His wife cabled to her own
friends in Boston and they sent her
money, which she used to provide her
husband with luxuries and save him
from the necessity of eating coarse pris-
on fare. For herself it did not matter,
for her appetite had gone and she was
wasting away.

Back again to Chili came Lawyer Al-
len, but this time seeking liberty for his
client instead of mining investments.
With his coming the gold rolled forth.
Besides, there were interested In Moore's

release many of the American colony In
Santiago. Strange to say, these people
used every endeavor to aid the defaulter,
and, stranger still, one American who
was zealous in Qloore's behalf, almost in
the same week when he was working
hardest to free one criminal, calmly re-

quested the assistance of the American
legation to extradite from Peru an
American citizen who had defrauded him
of a few hundred dollars.

Moore's case was the talk of the clubs
and the principal source of argument at
all gatherings. At first Chilian sym-

pathy went against him. But sentiment
changed as a flood of gold poured forth
from some mysterious source. The great-
est lawyer in Chill took up the case and
forced it to a hearing before the su-

preme court. The daily papers of both
Valparaiso and Santiago printed columns
of matter In Moore's favor, pouring
forth fierce denunciation against the peo-

ple who were prosecuting him. Then
came the final act of the judicial farce.
Don Entrique Mclver. a Chilian of
Scotch descent, representing Moore, of-

fered for the court's consideration the
following remarkable points of argu-
ment:

"Extradition could not be granted be-

cause Moore was not accused of a crime,
but simply a misdemeanor."

"This action may be compared to an
outrage a la Dreyfus."

"Moore came to Chill because the Chil-

ian constitution guaranteed him, and
now the government was violating Its
laws by refusing Moore the protection
to which he was entitled."

"Extradition should only be granted
when the accused was charged with
crime, and then one which was alarming
to society."

"Was It a crime for a cashier to divert
S25.000 or $30,000 from the bank and ap
ply it to his own use?"

"Moore had not fled from the unitea
States, but had come to Chill of h's
vivn free will. He could not have com
mitted the crime charged, and was evi
dently a victim of persecution.

The court took time to consider, and
finnliv. hv a vote of three against two.
Chill's supreme court gave Moore his lib
erty.

It decided that Moore was not to be
surrendered to the Yankees who so ar
dently desired his presence in Boston.
Thus does the supreme court of the
Lone Star republic throw open its doors
to criminals of all nations wno nave
acquired their Illegitimate gains by any
means less forcible than a bludgeon or
a

Was Maclver right when he stated
that (Moore was the victim of others?

Wns the crime of which he was ac
cused after all only a "misdemeanor"
in the Chilian law?

There are those who claim to have
foundation for the belief that Moore's
freedom in Chill meant freedom for oth
er parties in the United States. Is this
a fact, and did the National Bank of
Commerce nlace a low limit on its short
age when it announced that Mooro was
behind in his accounts the sum of fifty- -
three thousand dollars?

ThA rase is not vet ended, for it has
now hpcome an international affair, and
before the end comes some of the ques-

tions will be answered. Meanwhile
Moore is free beneath the flag cf Chill
.1 nri his faithful wife is suffering terri
ble physical effects from her voluntary
imprisonment with him.
