Cho Foo, June 22. It is officially re-
ported that the bombardment of Tien
Tsin with largo guns continues inces-
santly. The foreign concessions have
nearly all been burned --and the American
consulate has been razed to the ground.
The Russians are occupying the railroad
station, but are hard pressed. Reinforce-
ments are urgently needed. The casualt-
ies ore heavy. The railroad Is open from
Tong Tu to Chlng Yong Chun, half way
to Taku.

BOMBARDED THREE DAYS

Berlin, June 22. The commander of the
Gorman squadron at Taku has wired as
follows to tho government:

"A Fronch officer who has arrived from
Tien Tslng, which he left June 20, reports
that for three days the city had been
bombarded by the Chinese and that tho
troops of the foreign detachment were
short of ammunition. The German cruiser
Irene has arrived here with 240 marines,
who with SS0 English and 1,500 Russians,
proceeded to the relief of Tien Tsin. The
railway is working from Taku to within
fifteen mllometres of Tien Tsin."

HAT THE POWERS WUIX UK AT
Whether tho powers interested in China

will ultimately reach an agreement re-

garding concerted action, it soems to bo
certain, judging fromthoresultsofinvxesti-certai- n,

judging from the results of in-

vestigations made today by the corre-
spondent of tho Associated Press that no
such an agreement has yet been reached.
Tho same series of questions was put
successively to the German foreign of-fl-

and to the Russian and French em-
bassies. The German foreign officer said:
"The powers just now are agreed as to
these points only: The relief of Tien
Tsin and Pekin, adequate satisfaction for
tho severe Injuries European interests
have sustained, and the establishment of
guarantees against a repetition of such
outrages. Beyond this the attitude o the
powers will largely depend upon what
has really hapaned in Pekin, which is still
unknown to Europe."

Tho reply of the Russian ambassador.
Count Osten-Sacke- n, wias substantially
the same as that of the German foreign
office, except on two points. The am-
bassador said with much emphasis: "Tho
intervention of tho powers in China must,
under no condition, be made a settlement
by war of old scores with the Chinese
government and it must embrace gov-
ernmental Especially it
must not include a change in the head
of the government. Even if the Chinese
and the international armies come into
collision these considerations must never
bo lost slrht of."

The French ambassador. Marques do
Noilles. expressed a different view. While
substantially coinciding with the program
of tho German foreign offtee. he insisted
that the removal of the empress dowager
and her clique would b necessary to se-

cure the permanent results which the
powers desire.

Tho Washington government several
days ago inquired through United States
Ambassador White regarding the where-
abouts and safety of a number of Ameri-
can missionaries located within the Ger-
man sphere of influence in Shan Tung.-Thu- s

far the German government has
been unable to furnish a satisfactory re-
ply; Th semi-offici- al Berliner Post Juts
a special dispatch from Rome asserting
that the vaeciexn has applied to the
French governnlent urgently entreating
that larger reiafopioments be sent for
the protection of Chrii&ians in China. The
reply of the Paris cabinet, accordinr to

this correspondent, is that the matter will
be treated In harmony and solidarity with
the other sowers.

The Chinese embassy having received
several anonymous letters threatening
vengeance should the news of the murder
of the German minister iq Pekin, Baron
von Kettler, prove to be true, it imme-
diately applied to the Berlin police for
protection and a number of men in plain
clothing now patrol the precincts of the
embassy night and day.

Calcutta, Juno 22. Fourteen transports
will convey troops from Indlato, China,
All except six are already in port. The
Nerbudda and Palamcotta will probably
sail Sunday with the Seventh Bengal in-

fantry.
Yokohama, June 22, The Rurik sailed

for Talcu yesterday. The government has
arranged to receive and treat the wound-
ed of other powers. The Russian wounded
have already arrived. Ships belonging to
the standing squadron are assemlblng at
Sasecho.

Washington, June 22. The state depart,
ment has received a cablegram from
Consul General Goodnow at Shang Hal,
announcing the arrival there of two steel
cruisers. No details are given. These
vessels are supposedly British cruisers to
protectthe town in the event of an attack
from the outlying forts.

Shang Hai, June 22. Owing to the ab-
sence of warships at Kiu Klang Fu some
apprehension Is felt there of an uprising.
The Merchants Steamship company have
arranged to always keep one steamer in
readiness.

The American Is, or was (as
the case may be), one of the most im-

posing and substantial buildings in the
town.

A recent census of Tien shows the
foreign population to be about 1000 per-
sons, including 110 Americans. Thus the
report from Japanese sources that 1500

foreigners at Tien Tsin had massa-
cred, would seem to be untrue or grossly
exaggerated in point of numbers. Every
foreigner within the city's boundaries
would have to be killed to bring the to-
