Kaasas City, Mo., July 7. Practical
fusion between the Democratic and Popu-
list pcrtiee on the presidential ' tickets
has been decided upon by the Populist
national committee. Unless present plans
are changad, however, the Democratic
vice presidential candidate will not be

whether or not Charles A. Towne
decides to withdraw his name as the can-
didate of tho Populist party, as this, it
is feared, would result in large defec-
tion to the middle-of-the-ro- Populists.
Charles A. Towie will leave for home
late this afternoon and will stop ever at

at the. jnvitation W. J. Bryan.
The whole situation will be thoroughly
discussed, and upon Mr. Bryan's views
on the matter will depend in a large meas-
ure Mr. Towne's decision in regard to the
vice presidency.

He will not announce his decision until
he has also had conference with other
leaders In both tlm Democratic and
Populist parties, and 'until he does com-
municate with the Populist national com-
mittee, which will not be for several
days, at' least, that body wtl take no
further action. In case Mr. Towne de-
cides to withdraw his name as the vice
presidential candidate of the Populist
party, the national' committee will select
another candidate. The sentiment appar-
ently Is against the endorsement of Mr.
Stevenson, on account of the peculiar
conditions existing in several of the wes-
tern states, notably Kansas, Nebraska
and Soifth' Dakota, where the Populist
vote Is larger than the Democratic and
where the Populist leaders fear the
straight-ou- t Democratic tlcke would
jeopardize the success of the ticket. But
the parties will work together 'in this
way and In the states where the Populists
strength Is the greater, the understanding
will that-th- e electors on both tickets
will favor Bryan and Towne. This will
apply especially to the western states. In
the eastern states and in ether sections
whese the Populists themselves admit
their party is distasteful to the Demo-
crats, the electoral tickets will be for
Bryan and Stevenson.

"To the Silver Renublicana of the
United States The Democratic national
convention of 1900 has nominated William
J. Bryan for president and Adlai E. Stev-

enson for vice president. The Silver Re-

publican national convention of 1S00 has
nominated William J. Bryan for presi-

dent and referred the matter of a candi-
date for Yico president to Its national
committee 'with power to act. Your com-

mittee has carefully considered tlje whole
matter. It met In conference with rep-

resentatives of the Democratic and of the
People's party national committees, and
went over the ground fully.

"Your committee found itself face to
face with these facts:

"In 1S96 thousands of voters who had
heretofore voted the Republican ticket
found themselves so widely at variance
witlj their party's platform that they
rrvitll ViMiifr-

down to defeat, but in that adefeat won
a victory for manhood and patriotic In-

dependence for which they have no apol-
ogy to offer and in which they feel a just
pride. They retain and preserve their
right right to vote as their conscience
and their judgment dictates. They bow
to no party boss, and have not abdicated
their right to think.

"In 1S9J5. the Republican party made a
profound departure from the traditions
and interests of the American people, and
of that party, by rejecting the free coin-
age of silver with gold, and placing
itself in a position to adopt the gold
standard.
