Tells About Jester,

WENT TO SUNDAY SCHOOL

Defense Makes Point on Gates
Paying Witnesses' Expenses

The fourth day of the Jester trial be-

gan yesterday morning at Xew London,
JIo. The prsouer looked refreshed and
showed no trace of the ordeal he wont
through on the previous day.

John DeMott of Valley Center, this
county, testified that he had lived there
twenty years and had known Jester for
thirty years. He said Jester lived with
his wife and eeven. children and that he
never knew him as Hill. He had around
his place in 1870 a two-hor- "jolt" wagon
and a buffalo calf. "The witness . said
Jester farmed and also exhorted a little.
Ke attended Sabbath school.

J. C. Temple of Kcnick, Mo., testified
that he saw Jester and Grates at his town
In 1S71. Jester exhibited the buffalo calf
there and took up a collection. This is
supposed to be a short time before Gates
was killed.

Alexander Jester's daughter Alice ar-
rived from Norman, O. T., yesterday. In
company wUh her brother, ehe passed
the jail where her father is confined,
without stopping.

Joseph B. Delaney, an old citizen of
Monroe county, testified to the truth of
th,e story that his wife made him get up
at their homo near Middle Grove one
night in January, 1S71, stating that she
heard cries of distress. Mr. Delaney
sald that the next morning he went to
the camp and asked the old man there
what the nolso meant. He said Jester
told him he had choked young Gates
while he (Jester) was dreaming. The
witness today pointed to Jester as the
same man who told him this story that
morning in January, 1S71.

Charles P. Johnston of St.
Louis, one of the chief attorneys for the
state in the trial of Alexander Jester,
charged with the killing of Gilbert Gates,
brother of John W. Gates, made a state-
ment as to the reasons which led to the
prosecution by Gates of the aged pris-
oner. Said he:

"The Gates family had long since given
up all intention of ever pushing the case
of the murder of their boy to trial. Oneyear or more ago this man was forced
again to the attention of the Gates fam-
ily under the most peculiar circumstances
by Jester's sister. Mr. John W. Gates
told us he felt it a duty he owed to thememory of his dead brother, a duty he
owed the state, and, above all, a duty ho
owed his aged parents, to demand a.
orou trial and an unearthing of all thetestimony possible. We have had de-
tectives follow that open trail through
four states and knew nearly every act of
Alexander Jester for the past thir'vyears."

IVancis Marion Dawson, who lived
about four miles oast of the Hulin Laneami south of the Paris (Mo.) road in 1S71
took the stand yesterday. He testifiedthat in January, 3871, he met AlexanderJester In this lane. The eld man hadtwo teams and two wagons. They we--e
standing still in the road at a point eistof the "West Madison road. As Mr Dawson passed by. Jester aked him how far L
it was to a road that he could turn southon. This evidence is considered signif-
icant as showing that Jester's turning
from the main thoroughfare was not anaccident, tout to conceal his aliened crime

The examination ofOharles Hazelhurst
of Augusta, JKan.. was resumed Thurs-
day. He said that he and" Gilbert Gates
had traveled from Chicago to Wichita, a
distance of S00 miles. They were on the
road about six weeks, stopping at various
towns through which they passed. rt

Gates was In the enjoyment of good
health. A UtUe down, not whiskers, was
on his face. His eyes were dark brown.
His expression was sweet and mild, a boy
calculated to draw people to him.

After staying in Kansas for a whtle, hcgot homesick and started back, taking
the team that he drove to Kansas.

Hawslhurst said: "My wife helped himpack his trunk when he left. I noticed
the articles as they were put in, and re-
member his dark blue suit and d

coat and vest, six or eight shirts andunderclothing, the same clothes that heleft home with. I remember he had anovercoat and cap. He had a gun, watchand chain, powder-hor- n, some money fJ25i
and enough fcor; feed to last him untilhe got home; also 150 pounds of jerked
buffalo moat, which he was taking backto my folks at St. Charles. Hi., for wh!chI paid him $15. He had some jerked beefof his own. his faithful shepherd dog andsome buffalo hides packed in his wagon.

"I have never since seen Gilbert Gates!
The first time I ever saw Alexander Jclter was at his trial at Wichita, beforeSqtilr Dodge, in 1871; he tried on G'lbertGates' vest, which I knew. It had apinch of powder ia thevest pocket. Hecould not button it. as it was too smallfor him. Jester was a larger man than
Gates."

On witness stated
that his expenses incurred In attending
this trial were to toe paid by the prosecu-
tion. At this point Mr. Forrest said that
he had promised to pav the expenses of
all witnesses outside of the state as thatwas the only way he oould get them to
come here. There was lively sparring
among the lawyers as to whether Jes-
ter's conduct c?uld be described bv the
wttness when Jester found the powder in
Gilbert' vest pockeL The objection was
overruled, and the witness said that Jes-
ter oould not speak; he seemed to be
Harassed.

A. A Gates was recalled and said that
when the powder was found In Gilbert's
vest pocket he seemed stunned, stupefied
and did not answer. Mr. Gates said he
had a son in Europe John w. Gates
who was taking a pleasure trip; that b
would have dropped the case five yt.s
rigo. as be wished to bury all the events
connected with his dead boy out of h's
Bight, cherishing only his memory. Here

e aged father of the dead toy wept.
J. S. Ovraeby of Little K dc Ark.,

was deputy sheriff of Monroe county In
W7L and took JesVr from "Wichita" to
Paris and plac td him in jail. He recog-
nised "io prisoner a Alexander Jester.
bad t i h;m and Gilbert Gates together
at MV '. Gro- - the day before the sup- -
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posed murder, and afterward took Jester
to Mexico and delivered him to the sher-
iff there.

James S. Allen said he heard of a man
disappearing at Hulin's Lane near Middle
Grove in January, 1S71, and he wa"s spok-

en of as Gilbert Gates. Here Judge Allen
was shown maps and photographs. He
traced the road on the map and recog-
nized the photographs as scenes along
the Giddlngs road leading to Hulin's
Lane, whero the murder of Gilbert Gates
was said to have been committed.

A part of the country along the road
was heavily timbered, he said, and apart
was prairie. One could see along the
road for a mile or a mile and a half, half
way through Hulin's Lane. There was a
pool of water in Bee branch where the
road crosses, forty feot wide and very
deep. There was snow on the groundand
ice on the creek. No house except that
of Ambrose Hulin could be seen from
the Hulin Lane and that was half a mile
away.

James Mitchell of Booncville, Mo., said
he saw Jester and a young man named
Gilbert Gates at his house in January,
1S71. Gates was driving a team and in
his wagon had three deer. Jester had a
pair of ponies and a. spring waon. He
carried a buffalo calf in a cage in his
wagon. Gates sold the three deer to Mr.
Mitchell for a silver waich and $7.59.

The weather "being cold, Jester and Gates
slept on the kitchen floor that night.
Jester remonstrated with Gates, for sell-
ing the deer for anything but money.
Gates refused to sell one of his horses
to Mr. Mitchell, saying he was anxious
to get home to see his parents. Mitchell
said he had talked vith "Wise and Hoff-
man, detectives, a year ago, and the
events of meeting with Jester and Gates
bad been refreshed. Gates' horse did not
have sweeney. .

Franz Joseph Mann saw Alexander Jes-

ter and Gilbert Gates on the public road
near his house in Cooper county and di-

rected them to James Mitchell's to stay
all night. They had two deer and a buf-

falo calf with them. Hc knew it was
January 12. 1S71, because his father had
a tooth pulled that day and in pulling it
his jawbone was broken. He recognized
Jester by his big ear and big nose.

uable to that road. At present It is in
operation to Ellsworth, Kansas, and on
and after July 16, two passenger trains
will be run daily between Wichita rnd
that point, the time card to that effect
having already been issued.

Tammany Braves Fail to Band

Wagon Harry Stewart,

NO ELECTION OF OFFICERS

Constitution to Be Revised and
"There'll Be a Hot Time."

The opposition to Harry Stewart as the
Tammany leader failed to materialize at
the meeting of the Tammany club last
night, and Mr. Stewart is still president
of the association, notwithstanding tho
attempt to behead him. As near as can
be learned, Mr. Stewart the
opposition in every particular. while
nothing was done about It, it is said to
have been an Interesting meeting from
'beginning to end. The first jump out of
the box the members got into a squabble
as to the interpretation of the by-la-

and constitution. Before any attempt was
made to "start something" that would bo
detrimental to President Stewart several
flaws were picked and It was discovered
that the organization had been meeting
irregularly, and that last night was not
the regular meeting at all. This sur-
prise was sprung to the amazement of
all present According to the constitu-
tion the regular meeting night for the
transaction of business is on the last
Friday In each month. Heretofore the
club has been meeting on the second and
fourth Fridays. All were Ignorant of this
rule, and it kind of turned things around
a little. Under this rule no officers could
bo elected at last night's meeting and
the Tammany braves deferred action un-
til the regular meeting night, when an-
other attempt will be made to unseat
President Stewart, but if he has his
fences fixed up as elaborately as they
were last night the ordeal will be of lit-
tle significance. The opposition attempt-
ed to get the question of election of
officers before the house, but every effort
failed. Motions to that effect were offer-
ed, but In each instance they failed for
the want of a second.

After considerable discussion, during
which the meeting assumed no definite
stand, it was finally agreed by resolution
to appoint a committee to revise the con-
stitution and s, believing that they
were inadequate to govern the Tammany
club at the present age, they having
been adopted when the organization was
first outlined. President Stewart ap-
pointed the following committee: George
Young, Judge McCanless, Dave Crewson,
George Earp and Frank Deam.

Upon the selection of this committee
depends the fate of Mr. Stewart, and as
ho had charge of the appointment it is
not believed that he did not know what
he was doing. The present by-la- call
for an election, of officers twice each year,
and Mr. Stewart's term of office has ex-
pired. The supposition is growing that
In the revision the election clause will
be repealed and officers elected for one
year. This will allow Mr. Stewart to
hold over until January and will defeat
any effort to relegate him to the politi-
cal graveyard.

The Tammanyites went to the meeting
last night expecting to have a hot time,
but aside from a few minor tilts it was
a very tame affair. Postal cards had
been sent to the members notifying them
that an election of officers would be held.
It leaked out that there was an organ-
ized movement and a determined effort
on the part of some to turn down Mr.
Stewart. Cairns were made that he did
not treat 'the Kansas delegation right at
the Kansas City convention, and It was
whispered about that the notification
cprds were very significant. How well
organized., was Stewart's opposition
could not be learned, but it is evident
that the president of the club had, by
strategic means and manipulation, suc-

ceeded In lining up his forces to the ex-

tent that ho hal almost everything his
own way at the meeting. However tame
the session was, the meeting when the
revised constitution will be presented for
adoption will be lively from the word go.

An earnest student, a
true scholar, Mr. Atchison took partic-

ular interest and pleasure In the study
of English and Literature, and early
showed proficiency aad originality in
composition work. After Uavmg the
High school Mr. Atchison did repertorial
work for the Eagle, then for the Newton
Daily News, for the Hutchinson News.
for the Beacon and for the Topeka Cap-

ital. He was an ideal reporter for. to his
native ability he added real spirit and
enthusiasm.. After a year spent in Indi-

anapolis he returned to Wichita, again
talcing work on the Beacon, which hs
continued until a few months ago.

Mr. Atchison was a general favorite in
