At the gate they were met by a
detail of twenty militiamen under com-
mand of a lieutenant, who with the back-
ing of rifles with fixed bayonets, asked
that the officers, excepting only the colo-
nel and lieutenant colonel, turn over the
saddles they were riding. lie stated he
was acting under orders from the gov-
ernor. Colonel Roosevelt waxed indig-
nant. 'Present my compliments to your
governor,' he said, 'and tell him I don't
believe he has given this foolish order.
Then if you want those horses or saddles
you will find them in the enclosure, but
if a single officer under my command
is dismounted I dismount myself.'

"The young officer allowed the passage
for the cavalcade. But he had already
held up one of the most popular officers
of the regiment, Lieutenant Dave Good-
rich, who calmly on demand turned over
not only his saddle, but his horse as well.
Governor Barnes has repeatedly apolo-
gized for the action taken by his repre-
sentatives in the National Guard, and
affirms that It was wholly unauthorized.
He states that he will take immediate
measures to discipline a number of young
officers. They, on the contrary, state
they can prove they were acting under
orders of the executive.

"Governor Barnes was to have address-
ed the Rousrh Riders' business meeting
tomorrow, but the appolntmont has been
canceled. The whole population feel more
aggrieved over the affair than are the
Rough Rider officers affected."

WILLIAM YODER IS HELD

To Await the Action of the Urnnri
,.5nry.

Guthrie. O. T.. Julv 14. The Oklahoman
of Oklahoma City says: The preliminary
examination or William Yoder, charged
with complicity in the murder of A. J.
Eick, which was committed near this
city more than a year ago, was com-
pleted In the probate court yesterday af-
ternoon and the defendant was bound
over without bail to await the action of
the grand jury. Although the attorneys
for the defense. Paul & 'Paul, and A. J.
Burnham, made a strong fight for their
client, this decision of the court was not
unexpected by those who heard the
trial.

The case was resumed in the district
court room yesterday morning at 9

o'clock, and the first witness called was
County Commissioner J. L. Robertson.
Mr. RobertEon testified that Nathan
Xeely had told him that he (Neely) was
out dl on the case, and asked Robert-
son to have all the parties accused kept
separated while in the county jail.

Jailor Kewkirk was the second witness
put on the stand, and his testimony
brought on a war of words between the
Opposing attorneys, Nathan Ncely and
the defendant, all of whom were trying
to make explanations at the same time.
Thi5 was all brought about when Mr.
Newkirk testified that the supposed con-
fession introduced in evidence by the
prosecution, and alleged to have been
made to Mr. Neely by the defendant, was
not the paper written In his office. This
caused a sensation In the court and Mr.
Neely was recalled to the stand and was
again questioned as to whether the state-
ment was written wi h his own hand and
whether the one Introduced was the orig-
inal copy. The witness declined to an-
swer and a long wrangle among the at-
torneys as to whether or rw he should
answer the question ensued, and the
court ruled that the question must be an-
swered. The witness stated that the
statement was not the one written in the
jailer's bedroom on May 22, and that the
statement introduced was written by a
woman named Minnie Robinson. The de-

fense here asked that not only the writ-
ten statement, but the entire testimony
of Neely be stricken out, claiming that
he swore positively when the statement
was introduced that it was the original,
and thait if a portion of his testimony
was false, tho whole was false. The
court overruled this, however, but said
he would protect the defendant in Its ap
plication.

Miss Tessie Davis was put on the tand
and gave some testimony tending to
s'rongthen Toder's alibi, and tho defense
rested its case.

Cojnty Attorney Taylor went on the
stand to give testimony in the rebuttal
of Yrder's. Ho testified positively that
he had never at any timo offered Yoder
or anyone else any part of any reward
or any immunity for testifying In the
Eick case. It was brought out during the
examination of Taylor that Yoder had,
through his attorney, J. L. Brown, off-

ered to make a statement In the Eick
case if he and his wife were given condi-
tional pardons. Yoder that he knew
all about the murder hut was not impli-
cated; also knew of perjury In the Stuts-
man murder case, which was tried here
a year ago, and would tell what he knew
about both. It wa& understood that the
Information he was to give was to be
against Harry Gamble, Tom Curtis, anS- -

Doc Stutsman. This scheme with the
consent of Governor Barnes was laid
before Mr. Taylor and Judge Burwell,
but they rejected tho plan.

NEW MEN BREAKING IN

Callahan's Part in the Demo

cratic Squabble.

Guthrie, O. T.t July 14. Overshadowing
completely the nomination of congress-
man, the dispute between the Sines and
the Jacobs factions In the Democratic
party will be the chief feature of the
Democratic and Populist conventions at
Oklahoma City July 31.

Jacobs, who was regularly named for
national committeeman at the last Demo-
cratic convention, is making no effort at
organization to control the Oklahoma
City convention, and while SIpes may be
doing a little work In that, line, he has'a
fight on In his own county which is cut
ting the ground from beneath him.

Slpes and Jacobs represent two elements
In Oklahoma Democracy, and while not
exactly entitled to the title of "leader,"
each of them embodies a sentiment
which tho following of each is vitally in-

terested in and ready to fight for,
At the last Democratic convention at

El Reno the Jacobs crowd had the
organization of the convention, and claim-
ing an unfair ruling, the SIpes delegates
walked out of the hall and organized
separately. Delegations were selected
from each convention for Kansas City.
When the two rival delegations, one of
them for Sipes, the other for Jacobs, ar-
rived in Kansas City their contention was
placed before a committee of the na-
tional convention. This committee slight-
ed the hearing of the dispute, being en-

gaged in other contests and as a hasty
and compromise, decided to
seat both delegations and give each a half
a vote, a plan which is proverbially bad
politics. The committee sent the contest
over the national committeeman back to
Oklahoma, referring it to the Oklahoma
City convention of July 31.

Sipes and Jacobs came back to Okla
homa to fight the battle out. During the
coming week conventions for the selection
of the delegates to the Oklahoma City
convention will be held In tho different
counties and they will decide the ques-
tion as to who shall be national commit-
teeman.

And it may be neither Sipes nor
Jacobs. Other factions are entering the
race. Judge Brooks of Guthrie has brok-
en into the field and on his heels Captain
John T. Taylor, also of Guthrie. Taylor
has announced his candidacy for no other
reason than that Brooks announced his.
Taylor calls Brooks a carpet-bagg- and
a gold Cleveland Democrat and thinks
that his selection as national committee-
man would be a calamity. In Oklahoma
county Sipes Is threatened by an attack
within his own camp. James Gearj has
been put forward for the place at Okla-fic-

City and he may tear SIpes forces
all to pieces. One Oklahoma Democrat,
an adherent of SIpes, resents Geary's en-

try into the race, bitterly saying:
"James Geary is a good Democrat whom
many of his political friends would now
be pleased to support for national com-
mitteeman did they not consider his en-

trance Into the contest at this time
and As the situation

presents itself to the writer he Is per-
mitting himself to be used by a minority
faction of the Democrats of the county
to thwart the will of the majority who
favor Jasper SIpes for national commit
teeman and assist In the election of a
person from another county to that po-

sition. The Democracy of Oklahoma coun-
ty has unanimously endorsed Mr. SIpes
for the position and it Is folly to attempt
to foist upon the coming convention an-

other person from this county. If a third
person should be named, reason dictates
that he will come from neither the coun-
ties of Sipes or Jacobs. At a matter of
fact, Mr. Geary Is being used by the
friends of Mr. Jacobs simply to disconcert
Mr. Sipes at home and retain his atten-
tion at home while Mr. Jacobs, who has
no thought of retiring, is repairing hla
fences throughout the territory. Mr.
Geary's backers aro the Democrats from
this county who went to El Reno (not as
delegates) and fought Mr. Slpes and sup-
ported Mr. Jacobs there after the Demo-
cratic convention here had been honestly
carried by Mr. Sipes' friends and unani-
mously endorsed him for the position. I
have no against Mr. Geary or
his backers, but a spirit of fairness
should prevail and the Democrats of this
county should not permit this ruse to be
worked at this time to defeat a gentle-
man such as Mr. Slpes, who hag labored
so unceasingly for the good of the party;
who made a clean, gentlemanly fight for
the endorsement of tho county a few
weeks since and won, after a 'hot' con-
test, and the unanimous endorsement of
the convention and by such action allow
the position to slip away from tha coun-
ty where It will be of such value In the
event of Bryan's election; alo depriving
Mr Sipes of the honor which bv hard
work ir, the ranks he has Justly earned.

"The Hon. J. Y. Callahan was at the
Kansas City convention. He was there
in the interest of the bolters- - "He was
on the ground two days before the con-
vention convened, and remained until
the close. He was buttonholing . every
member of the committee that he hap-
pened to know during his brief congres-
sional career, and pleading with them to
give the bolters a half seat and a half
vote in the convention In order to bring
about harmony in the ranks, of the party
at home in Oklahoma. It is publicly
charged that Callahan was Induced to go
to Kansas City to work for the bolters in
consideration of a promise from such men
as Joe Wisby, Jim Johnson, Jasper Sipe3,

influence in his behalf at the Democratic
convention which meets in Oklahoma City
to name a candidate for delegate to can-crcs- s.

Wisby, who walked out of the El Rono
convention and helped to organize the
rump convention.

To nominate Callahan at tho expense of
a Democrat, has been tho chief ambition
of Carpetbagger Spillman ever since he
struck the territory with a. commission
in his pocket.

Jim wants to send a man to con-
gress whose leg ho can pull for patron-
age, and be believes that he has found
the right man In the person of Brother
Callahan.

From this It may be seen that Calla-
han, who is secretly hoping he will be
nominated for congress by the fusion ele-
ments, will not have a cheat of a show
should the regulars control tbs Demo-
cratic convention at Oklahoma City.

The moet likely man for that place re-

mains Bob NefT of Kay county, although
"W. O. Cromwell of Garfield county, a
young Populist attorney who could have
had the nomination the time Callahan
was given It if he had wanted it, is lately
mentioned. Neff's chances of course are
weakened by the entry of Too Smith, a
Populist from Ms own county, into the
race.

Forrest of El Reno, regarded by many
aa the most likely man among the Demo-
crats, will probably fail short from hut
inability to get the Democrat togi'Aer.
