LARGE EXHIBIT PLANNED

OfAsrricnlturlal I'roducts in Connec-
tion i itli Sstreet Fair.

Preparations for a large agricultural
display In connection with the street fair
and carnival are being made and letters
are being bent out oyer the county to
farmers who are interested in making a
display. Already a number have respond-
ed and the exhibit promises to be the
largest of its kind ever held in Wichita.
This feature of the carnival is under the
management of Mr. P. V. Healey, who
will push the matter as rapidly as pos
sible. One of the attractions in connec
tion with the event will be a large agri-
cultural, poultry and livestock parade.

The letter being sent out is as follows:
"The managers of the street fair want

to make the agricultural display one of
the leading features this fall, and on ac-

count of the fine ctods now In sight, it
should be the biggest exhibit of pro-

ducts of the farm, orchard and garden
that has ever been seen anywhere.

"The display last year was good, and
wheat, corn and oats that took premiums
at our fair are now on exhibition at the
International Exposition at Paris, France.
The managers of the fair paid good pre-

miums on all agricultural and horticul-
tural products, paying nearly $200 on tha
fruit exhibit alone, and the buildings
erected for the display of farm products,
etc , cost more than any other building
on the ground. Now, that they want, if
possible, to do better this year, and will
try and pay premiums on everything of
merit that will be exhibited there Octo-

ber 1 to R

"On October 4, at 10 30, will be a grand
agrlculutral, horticultural, poultry and
livestock parade all in wagons drawn by
the finest farm horses in the county. The
parade will be divided off 1h sections,
each section headed by a brass band.
The entire parade will be lead by a
battalion of police armed with spears
made out of corn stalks and bearded with
wheat. In the rarade will be calves,
hogs, sheep, poultry, wheat, corn, oats,
potatoes, pumpkins. watermelons and
loads of all kinds of vegetables and ap-

ples. One fruit grower has agreed to
have five wagon loads of apples In line
with forty different varieties.

"The dealers in paint and oils will fur-

nish paint to paint all the hog wagons
a vermillion red and the calf and sheep
wagons red, white and e!low.

"They expect buyers to be on the
ground to buy everything that i for sale
after the parade is over The premiums
and prices ill be published in the papers
later "

Over by a Street Car.

LEFT ARM IS CUT OFF

Child Playing on East Douglas

When Car Approached.

little Esther Lapham, the
daughter of Mr. and Mrs. Will Iapham.
living at 1101 East Douglas avenue, was
run over yesterday afternoon by a streec
car and seriously injured. Her left arm
was severed at the elbow and she was
otherwise hurt. The accident occurred at
the junction of Ida and Douglas avenues
and wa3 witnessed by a number of peo-

ple, all of whom were unable to save the
child from the wheels of the car.

The regular College hill car, No. 1W,

was making a trip from the hill and vns
in charge of Motorman Jerry Brown at
the time of the accident. The car had
stopped at Ohio street, just east of Ida,
to let passengers on, and had not gained
much speed at the time the accident oc-

curred. A number of children had been
playing around In the street all after-
noon, but no particular attention was
paid to them as it was a usual occur-
rence At the time of the accident there
Tiere a number of them on the north side
of the street and the little cnild attempt-
ed to join them. When the car was ap-

proaching a number of buggies were go-

ing east. The child evidently became
frightened and to escape the bugzies at-

tempted to cross over the track ahead oi
the car. The car struck the child with
considerable force, knocking her to the
ground between the rails, after which
the car passed over her body. One of the
rear "wheels passed over the left arm,
which was lying across the track. She
was immediately picked up and carried
to her home.

Dr. Hoffman was called and the child
was taken to the city hospital, where the
arm was amputated just below the shoul-

der last night. It Is thought that the
little girl will recover, although there are
some bruises on her head, probably the
result of being struck by some of the
fixtures on the car.

I was
making a return trip from College hill
when, the accident ocurredand had just
stopped at Ohio avenue to let on passen-
gers. The ear was not running fast at
the time and the sower was thrown off
as we approached Ida avenue, as there
were a number of ladles on the north side
of the street who were walking out to
board the car.

On the
south side of the street a number of bug-
