Defendant in a Xoted Divorce- - Suit
Years Ago,

Susan H. Crum versus P. H. Crum is
the title of a suit for divorce filed yes-

terday In the district court by Amldon &

Conley, as attorneys for iTrs. Crum. It
is stated in the petition by ilra. Crum
that she and the defendant were married
is this city on January 23, liOS. The
plaintiff states that for some time pest
she has been cruelly treated by her hus-

band, the defendant, and that he has at
various times called her improper and in-

decent names, which were uncalled for
by her conduct. It is also stated in the
petition of the plaintiff that at various
times the defendant had told her that if
she did not get out of his house that he
would kick her out and that on or about
July IS, 1j0, she was compelled to, and
did leave the property of the defendant,
and since that time he has refused to
support and maintain the plaintiff.

Mrs. Crum also states in her petition
that the defendant is worth about $13,C00

or $:0,300 and since the lath of July has
neglected to supply the plaintiff with any
of the necesisties of life, and that fur-
thermore, he has ordered and directed the
store-keepe- rs from whom the plaintiff
had been purchasing goods not to give
her more credit. On or about the 1st of
July the defendant had published in cer-ai- n

papers that Mrs. Crum, the plain-
tiff, had left his home and that he would
not be responsible for debts contracted
by her. Mrs. Crum states that on account
of his neglect and orders that she. is
thrown on the charity of her children,
with no means of support. The only
property which Mrs. Crum possesses, ac-

cording to the uetition, is a small house
which rents for $3 per moah and a small
amount of personal propertyr which

to her before the marriaga with
Mr. Crum.

According to the petition, Mr. Crum
has three children remaining at the home
in Mianeha sownship, the result of a
former marriage, and that these children
continually abuse and mistreat the plain-
tiff and that their abuse toward her i

tolerated and approved of by their father,
the plaintiff. c

granted her former name, Mrs. Ieach,
and in connection $7,3)0 permanent ali-
mony.

On the
5th of September, 13, a suit for divorce
was filed in the district court of tUfr
county in which P..

Shoots Himseff at Mount Hope

Last Sunday.

FORMERLY WORKED HERE

Despondency Over His Physi-

cal Condition Causes Deed,

Richard York of Mount Hope commit-
ted suicide at that place last Sunday
about 12 o'clock by shooting. A ball from
a revolver held in his hands entered his
brain, catislng almost instant death. The
deeosedwas about 32 years of age and
had been a cripple for a number of years.
It is thought that despondency over his
physical condition caused him to take hl
life.

Up to a short 'time ago Mr. Tork was a
bookkeeper in she Farmers and Drov-
ers' bank at Mount Hope and was con-
sidered a good accountant. Several years
ago ha learned telegraphy in St. Louis
and for about a year held a position
with the Western Union Telegraph com-
pany in their office In this city. He was
well liked here and was commonly called
"Dick" York by his frienda After leav-
ing the telegraph office in this city he
went to Mount Hope, where he has lived
for a number of years

Mr. York was quite badly crippled, hav-
ing but little use of his lower limbs.
When quite a joung boy he was thrown
from a cart and the fall quite severely in-

jured his spine. From that time on he
was compelled to use crutches. He was
not at all sensitive about his injury and
wduld often talk about his condition to
his friends, deploring the fact that he
could get no relief. He was taken every-
where by his people In hopes that some-thln- g

might be found that would benefit
him, but without avail.

Mr. York was supposed to have had
considerable property, owning a farm or
two In this county. However, on ac-

count of his health, he was not able to
look after his interests or even keep his
position in the bank at Mount Hope.

Mr. York has many friends in this city,
who sympathized with him concerning
his condition. They all liked him for his
strong personality and regret the act
which caused him to lose his life. The
funeral will probably occur at. Mount
Hope today.
