cree of foreclosure entered against tho
company.

The property was laid in fcy toe first
mortgage bond holders for $500,000, but it
will eventually pass into the hands of the
St. Louis & San Francisco people", who
have been, operating the lino toy agree-
ment since its passage into th hands
of a Tecever. The property will bo trans-
ferred to tfie Frisco in a shor.. time.

The fcid was made by Mr. Alfred R.
Pick and Mr. Hurry Bonner, of New
York, who represent theinterests of the
bondholders.

Witnesses Give .Him a Bad

Reputation,

The trial of Alexander Jester for mur-

der was resumed yesterday with W. W.
Settle of Monroe county. Mo., on, the
stand. Mr. Settle testified for the state
several days ago. The defense supboe-nae- d

him for the purpose of contradict-
ing some of the states' witnesses who
swore chat it was during the morning
that they saw Jester and Gates pass
through Middle Grove. The witness said
tfhat in 1S71 when he was janitor of the
Middle Grove church, ho cleaned up the
founding in the aftetrnoon and he was go-

ing to the church when he met Gates
and Jester.

W. M. Ownsby of Salisbury, Pandolph
county Mo., jailor at Paris, in 1S71, when
Jester was first arrested and placed in
his jail, charged with the murder of
Gates, was the next witness. The de-

fense used Ownriby to contradict the tes-
timony of F. M, Struck of St Louis,
who swore last Saturday that he saw
Jester in the Paris jail and the prisoner
told him tihat Gates had cut his own
throat.

W. W. Riley, an old citizen of Mon-
roe county, testified that he saw Jester
and Gates pass through on the Middle
Grove and Lain road one morning in 1S71

and that he rode horseback about thirty
or forty miles behind tihem. Tho witness
said that he did not observe any blood in
Hulen Dane or on the road returningsouth
or on any road. He did not see the
other witnesses, Mr. Clark, Mr. Satterly,
and W. S. Shrewsbury, who swore they
road along this lane about the time Jes-
ter passed with Gates.

James McMorris who lived on the Reece
Creek, swore that he saw the caxcas of a
cow going down this creek in the spring
of 1S71 or 1S72. With this witness the
defense Is trying to account for the body,
Mr. Riley, for the state, swore that he
saw floating down this creek in 1S71.

With W. D. Jarvis, of Columbia the de-

fense is trying to account for the blood
found near Bee Creek. Ho said: "My
father owned a pralrio farm near Cen-tral- ia

in 1S7L Wo were hauling rails
from tho woods west of Bee branch to
the prairie farm. My horso broke .through
tho ice and cut his leg and after crossing
tho 'bridge I stopped to examine his
wound. It made quite a pool of blood
In the snow where the horso stopped.
The Gates searching party recalled the
incident and asked about the blood at
tJhe time of the excitement over Gilbert
Gates' disappearance."

Harvey Jester, the oldest Fon of the
famous prisoner, testified as to the finan-
cial condition of his father previous to
3ils departure for Indiana. He sold a
farm in Woods county for $S00, receiving

in cash and notes and a mule team
and wagon. He knew his father had $350

before starting on tho trip and he said
ho would have to buy another team to
bring his sister's family from Indiana to
Kansas.

Tho defense began its case Tuesday af-
ternoon with an effort to impeach the
testimony of William S. Shrewsbury, of
Arkansas, one of the state's witnesses,
who testified that ho saw a body in Jes-
ter's wagon as he passed near Middle
Grovo in 1S71, and that Jester told him
the boy was drunk.

Tho first witness was D. H. Mclntyre,
of Mexico, Mo., formerly attorney gen-
eral of Misrouri. Shrewsbury stated in
his testimony that after ho saw the body
of a man in Jester's wagon the talked
about itt General Mclntyre. The gen-

eral stated on the stand this afternoon
that ho had no Tecolleotion of ever see-
ing Shrewsbury and no recollection of
hearing his story of seeing the body of a
man in Jester's wagon.

Dr. B. A. Gooding, of Jasper City, Mo.,
testified fhat he was personally acquaint
ed with Shrewsbury and that his repu-

tation In Jasper, where he formerly re-

sided", was not good. Tho witness said
that he was known as a "blower" and a
"gasser." At one time he was burned in
cfiigy on tho streets of that town.

M. G. Warren, business manager of the
Lamar (Mo.) (Leader, and also deputy cir-
cuit clerk, testified that ho knew Shrews-
bury and Avas acquainted with his repu-
tation, which he said ywos bad. He si Id
Shrewsbury had tokl him that one time
he passed himself off for a doctor In St.
Louis and had charged a man SI fr'X) to
euro him of a certain disease, and aftor
the man had put up half of tho amount
he only gave him about ten cents' worth
of medicine.

Asa M. Crandall, George Rex, Dan W.
Teeter, F. M. King and John Near also
testified that Shrewsbury's reputation in
Jasper was not good.

Captain Julius Dunn, 70 years, residing
near Moberly. Mo., gave the closing tes-
timony for tfie staite. He swore that he
saw blood in the Hulen Lane in the win-
ter of 1S71. The witness testified that he
was riding along and suddenly, at the
mouth of Hulen lane, he saw a pool of
blood, which had the appearance of be-

ing recently spilled. A few days later the
witness heard thai two men answering
he description of Jester and Gates had
