Why Was the Big Body of

Kiowa Land Set Aside?

SAID TO BE PLAITS PLAN

To Provide Land d

Indians.

El Beno, O. T., July 2S. The unusual
feature of the Kiowa and Comanche
country opening is the reservation of a
tract of 4S0.000 acres. This tract of land
promises to play several important parts
in the near future of the new country.

In former openings np iuch reservation
was made and it has been a mystery
why it was made in this case. The pro-

vision for it in the bill came as a sur-

prise to the prospective settlers. The
most common belief is that it was set
aside to favor the cattle interests which
have hitherto enjoyed pasturage in that
country.

Under the bill the Indians are permit-
ted to take each 160 acres and a reserva-
tion of 4S0.000 acres in a body is to be
made for them. Lately the Indians have
expressed dissatisfaction with this plan
and have started an agitation for doing
away with the 4S0.OO0 reservation and ad-

ding it to each of their Individual allot-
ments. This would be fatal to the pros-

pective settler's chance for an extra good
farm, and it would also necessitate new
legislation on the whole matter in the
next congress, causing delay and a big
fight, for those interested in the settler's
chances for a farm would bitterly oppose
this Indian scheme. The Indians believe,
and not without cause, that if a 4S0,000

tract is segregated, it will not be many
ytars before congress will be prevailed
upon to open this for white settlement,
too.

It is coming out here that the Including
of this provision in the bill was at the
wish of Senator Piatt of Connecticut,
who takes a foremost interest in Indian
affairs and that he had it set aside with
a purpose which he has not generally di-

vulged, hi supposed purpose being to pro-
vide land for landless Indians. There are
hundreds of these Indians scattered about
over the country, several hundred in
Oklahoma and Indian Territory. They
have had no land allotted to them and
unless some such provision as the one
Piatt proposes is made they never will
have. If this is true of Senator Piatt, the
reservation will be allotted from time to
time to Indians from all over the nation.

But at present the matter of location
of tills big body of land is very important
to people who expect to make a race for
a home. These will gather In the Chicka-
saw nation. In the Oklahoma counties on
the north and in Texas on the south. If
'the Indians .are permitted to choose this
tract of land they may locate it on the'
mrth side of the reservation which would
br extremely bad for the Oklahoma con-
tingent which will go into the new couri
try from th?t direction. If the land

.should be chosen on the south, the Texas
Contingent would "suffer. The chances are
that for this reason influence will bo
lircught to bear on the dopartment to
have the tract occupy a central position
in order to give everybody a show.

View Progress says: The
JCinwas and Comanche? are not pleased
with the idea of the white man taking
their land. They would prefer to hold
the reservation in common and receive
their Fcmi-annu- al payments fpr grass

'money. The reservation cdntalns up-
wards of 3,000.000 acres of land and 2963
Indians within its borders have been re-
ceiving tho proceeds of pasture land
leased to cattle men. Many of them
have picked out farms and either farmed
themselves on a smail scale or leased
them to white men. Xow that the open-
ing of the country makes it necessary for
them to select their allotments and the
remaining land opened for settlement to
whites, the Indians ire making a roirand many of them declare that they will
not select their allotments.

a?fny years ago when tho government
commenced leasing the lane for grazingpurposes and giving the proceeds to tho
Indians, some of them refused to take
the money, thinking that by so doing
they were soiling their rights to the
land.

Some of tho ghost dancers, led by
have not only declared that they

would not take their allotments, but
have agreed among themselves that the
first one who breaks his pledge is to be
killed. The ghost dancers are a class of
Indians who refuso to accept the relig-
ious teachings of the white man andare known as being "anti-Jesu- In-
dians.

HE AGAIN TRIED SUICIDE

Young Oklnlioman Who Was Going:
JJlmd Wanted to Die.

Oklahoma City, O. T., July 2S. The
Times-Journ- al here. says: R. L.. Tomlin,
who has previously attempted suicide,,
succeeded in an attempt to take his life-las- t

night and died this morning at 7

o'clock from the effects of the morphine
he had taken.

Mr. Tomlin has been suffering from an
affliction of the eyes for a number of
months and finally lost his sight com-
pletely and this, with worry over busi-

ness matters, caused him to become de-

spondent and to make the attempt to kill
himself. He was one of the leading mu-

sicians of the territory and had quite a
reputation as a performer on the piano
and as a thorough student of music. At
one time he was in charge of the band
here.

Some weeks ago he attempted to kill
himself with morphine but the physicians
with the aid of his family, saved him.
Last night, about 9 o'clock it was dis-

covered that he had again taken mor-
phine and a physician was summoned,
who pronounced that he was not danger-
ous. At about 4 o'clock this morning
other doctors were summoned and they
applied a stomach pump to him but it
was too late to have the effect that was
desired and no remedies that they could
employ would save him and he died after
three hours. Mr. Tomlin was the son of
the old man who is supposed to have
been poisoned by Mrs. Hill, who Is in jail
at liingflsher.

ONE BOY SHOOTS ANOTHER

Peculiar Accident Takes Place Out at
Alva,

Guthrie, O. T., July 2S. In the Alva
Review is an account of the shooting of a

boy In that city. This ac-

count relates that on Monday morning
about G:45 .a. shot was heard in the vi-

cinity of Carter's livery barn and it was
soon learned that Joe Harry,
son of Joseph Harry, who works in the
barn, had been shot. Tho particulars as
we have been able to learn them are
about as follows: '

Mr. Harry went to feeding the horses
about G o'clock and waked his son James,
aged 16, and set him to cleaning the
stalls. James and Joe had slept on a bed
on the floor in tho office of the livery
stable and Joe was still sleeping. About
6:30 Mr. Harry went to Free's butcher
shop for a piece of meat and on his re-

turn he met his older son, who told him
that Joe had been shot. Mr. Harry at
once sent James for a doctor and he
brought Dr. D. C. Gamble. In the Tiean-tim- e

Jim Hunter and Mr. Rose had ar-
rived and phoned Drs. Bilby and Rut-ledg- e.

The surgeons found that he had been
shot through the head, the ball enteiJrg
about three inches above the let ear and
coming out just above Mie right tye-bro-

The boy was uncojiscous f'rra
the time he was shot until his death,
which occurred about 10 o'ciocic.

James Harry was the only one who
knew anything about the shooting and he
told a good many contradictory t:oi!es
about it. He at first denied all knowledge
of the pistol, but on being threatened
with imprisonment he went to one of the
stalls and drew it from under one of the
feed boxes. It was a Ivers &
Johnson revolver which "Win. Spaulding
identified as one that had been taken
from his bedding at one of the stalls in
the fair grounds the day before.

At 1 o'clock p. m. Judge McCrory, act-
ing coroner, impanneled the following
jury: Stephen Lewis, C. M. Deppen, Geo.
Nickel, W. C. Douglas, A. II. Beeglc and
Geo. F. Harris. The jury, after hearing
all tho evidence obtainable and carefully
considering the same, reported:

"We, the jury duly impanneled in the
above entitled cause and sworn to inves-
tigate the cause of the death of one Jce
Harry, upon our oaths do find that Joe
Harry came to his death on the 23d day
of July, 1900, from the effects of a gun
shot wound, inflicted by a person or per-
sons to the jury unknown, by reason of
the fact of uncertain 'and contradictory
testimony.

"W. C. DOUGLASS, Foreman."
It is the individual belief of nearly

overyone who heard the evidence that
tho elder brother is the one who filed the
fatal shot, but all believe that it was the
result of careless handling of the weapon.
The remains were laid to rest the same
evening in the A. O. U. W. cemetery.

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White Men in Indian Territory
to Resist-Triba- l Tax,

ONLY WAY OUT FOR THEM

Is to Take a Stand for Their
Rights.

Oklahoma City, O. T., July 2S. Gradu-
ally awakening to the fact that unless
they flght for their rights they will never
get them, the white people of the Indian
Territory have decided to buck the ini-

quitous tribal tax. Commenting on the
fact that in a recent decision the interior
department held that the Curtis act does
not relieve purchasing town
lotSv within the Indian nations in the In-

dian Territory from paying the permit
tax or license fee imposed by the tribal
authorities, the JEufala Journal says:
"The tribal tax levied against white trad-
ers of the Five Civilized Tribes is a tax
of 1 per cent on all goods handled dur-

ing the year. As the merchants turn
their stocks several tinies in the course
of the year the tax ranges from 1 to 5

per cent according to tho amount and
class of business done. The occupation
tax is also levied by the tribes against
the white professional men. It is paid
by white doctors, lawyers, news-pape- r

men, fitc. These taxes are levied to pay
expenses of Indian governments, in which
white men have no vote or voice, and of
Indian schools, from which white chil-

dren are excluded. The towns in which
the white payers of this Indian tax lhe
are incorporated under an act of con-
gress. They are taxed to support these
incorporations and also to support a sys-

tem of free schools for the towns. The
Indians in the incorporate limits hold of-

fices in the town governments and their
children attend the free schools but they
do not pay the school taxes. rThe licence
tax and the occupation tax paid by the
white traders and professional men to
the Indian governments were paid in
years gone by without a murmur be-- g

cause they obtained a monopoly in the
trade, such license being very much re-

stricted and hard to obtain. In later
yeart), however, anybody who chooses can
do business in the Five Tribes, but the
United States government insists that all
white men not intermarried with Indlun
citizens continue to pay the tax though
there is now close competition in business
and Indian and intermarried competitors
of the white merchants and professional
men do not pay the taxes. The taxes
have been nevertheless paid, but bitterly
complained of. Under act of congress in
some of the Five Tribes, by treaty in
others, and under both act and treaty In
still others the white people are enabled
to own a fee simple title to town lots in

'which they have hitherto only claimed
occupancy under license trader clause in
the treaties. These fee simple titles are
obtained by purchase, at an appraised
price, direct from the tribes under the
supervision of the interior department of
the United States government.

Now, says the interior department, not-
withstanding the white men have fee
simple titles to the lands on which they
reside and do business, and notwith-
standing they pay for a town government
and for free schools of their own, they
must still pay a license and an occupa-
tion tax to the Indian governments, in
which they have no part, to support In-
dian schools which white children cannot
attend. The same being a class tax levied
without the consent of tne taxed by an
Indjan legislature in which they are not
represented.

And the great constitutional government
of the United States says taxes must
still be paid or the American citizens re-

fusing to pay them will be removed from
the towns, which they own, as intruders.

No they won't be removed, either. As
fast as white people acquire fee simple
titles to town lots just so fast they re-

fuse to pay tribal taxes. When the of-

ficers come to eject them the United
States courts will be asked to enjoin
them and restrain them from commit-
ting an illegal act. Any judge so weak-knee- d

or ignorant or corrupt as to refuse
such an injunction ought to, and will, be
hissed out of the Indian Territory by 330,-0-

indignant white people."
To this the Purcell Register adds: "The

Register wants to see tho entire Indian
Territory organized in opposition to the
payment of the tax which the great J.
George Wright says we ought to pay. By
determined opposition we can at least at-
tract the attention strongly to our pe-

culiar condition and see if we cannot get
a little time from the consideration of the
wants of the new colonists of the United
States, to the end that we, the alien peo-
ple right In the heart of the country, may
be giver, justice'. It has been for years
a remark that Texas would do well to
raise less hades and more corn, but we
are fast arriving at the opinion that it
would be profitable for the Indian Terri-
tory to take the other side of this propo-
sition, and, for a year or so, at least,
raise less corn, and more of the other
article. We have been patient,

and law abiding. We have seen
ourselves relieved In olficial report, and
we know that even now the sentiment is
with many supposedly sensible people
that the white people are down here
scheming to rob the poor Indian, when
the truth Is that it keeps the white man
awfully busy to prevent the Indian rob-
bing him. We have seen In every treaty
the rights of the ts almost to-

tally ignored, and everything asked for
by the Indian given him. We know that
the white man has given to this country
the vast bulk of its wealth today, and we
believe it is time we should realize that
forbearance has ceased to be a virtue
and instead of humbly begging congress
to do something for oar relief and do It
within the lifetime of the present genera-
tion we should put ourselves Us shape to
demand something. We need en Agufn-ald- o

for the Indian Territory. Who'll
volunteer for the place"

be kpown, as the train men nor no one
else seems to have seen the accident.
However,, It is quite evident from the po-

sition of ho broken bones and bruises
on the remains that he was facing west
when struck, while the direction of his
home was duo east, which leads to the
presumption that he saw the train jut
as he stepped on the track, then 'turned
to retrace his? steps when he was struck.

The engineer of the train was oiling his
engine at the depot when he found Mr.
Crump's hat, coat and a letter. The de-

pot people -- 'phoned the city officers the
fact of finding the clothes and suggested
that a search be made along the track
to see if anyone was hurt. Officers Til-to- n

and McMillen procured a lantern and
soon found Major Crump quite dead, ly-

ing alongside of the track, about seven-

ty-five feet from the sidewalk crossing
as described aibove.

A large crowd of people soon gathered
around the remains. Judge Bradley acted
as coroner and a jury was soon secured.
After viewing the remains on thosrot
where they were found they were re-

moved to the undertaking rooms of the
Enid Furniture company. Doctors Kciso.
Falrgrive and Mayberry made a critical
examination of the body and found the
head all mashed up on --both sides and on
top, which undoubtedly caused instant
death. The right leg was broken be
tween the knee and the ankle and the
splintered bone protruded through the
flesh. A large black bruise was found on
the right side of the small of the back
and the back was broken. It is presumed
that after being hit in the back his head
struck something about the front of the
engine which literally mashed It to a
mass of crushed bones and flesh.

Mrs. Crump was visiting In Columbus,
J Kan., and a mesage was sent her at

onco ana sne answerea mis morning umi
she would arrive on the night train to
night.

Major Crump was the father of seven
children, four boys and three girls. Min-

nie is the oldest, aged 30, and Alice is the
youngest, agd 14. One of the sons is
in the army in Cuba, and another one Is
a soldier stationed at Fort Leavenworth.
Another son living In Springfield, Mo.,
will arrive tomorrow morning. The funer-
al will occur from the Crump home at
3 o'cock, Friday, July 27, and the remains
will be buried in tho new north ceme-
tery.

Major N. B. Crump was a popular citi-

zen of this city and well respected by all
who knew him. During his life he held
many positions of trust and honor.

Oklahoma Hasn't Had a Tor-

nado This Year.

OLD PIONEER'S THEORY

That a Lower Average Tern-- .

perature ;Runs in Cycies.

Guthrie, O. AT., July 23. On the theory
that no news is good news, it has es-

caped public print that this year Okla-

homa has not had. a single cyclone The
same thing is said to be true "of this en-

tire section. To dissipate an eastern im-

pression that cyclones are as native to this
portion to this country as sunflowers, it j

might be well to let the world know that
the twister has moved away.

Tho absence of tornadoes this year is
undoubtedly due to a general atmospher-
ic condition and in this connection an old
pioneer who has spent his life in the
west sajs: "The general trend of this
country is to give a man everything or
nothing. When things are bad they are
"fearfully bad, and when they are goad,
bountiful is no name for It. At least that
is my experience. The one exception is
wheat and corn. As a rule the big yields
of these two cereals do not happen on the
same year and usually when the wheat
crop is short the corn crop is large. But
occasionally a year will come along when
everything which can push a clod aside
"and get above the surface of the earth
is productive. This fs Oklahoma's expe-

rience this year. It has had a fulfillment
of all that is good and an elimination
of all that is bad, including the cyclone
and the hot winds. No hot winds have
blown in Oklahoma In 1900 and there
hasnt been a twister. AVe have had an
immense wheat crop and it is panning
out up to expectations; the corn crop,
with a few localities excepted, is par ex-

cellent. The cotton Is in good shape.
The fruit yield is fine and other crops,
such as castor beans and the pasture'
grasses are all that could be expected.
With the single exception of a visitation
from a small Hessian fly-li- pest just
at the beginning of the wheat harvest,
which pest did not injuro anything, Okla-

homa has been free from devastating in-

sects, such as the chinch-bu- g and its
various relatives. The plums, even have
less circulio than usual and some are
freo from them. Oklahoma has had
heavier and more frequent rains than
Kansas on the north and Texas on the
south. I think that when the figures
come out it will be shown that the aver-
age temperature for Oklahoma for the
last six months has been woler than in
less prosperous j ears, . even though this
Se but the difference of a very few de-

grees that to it wo owe- - our unparalleled
prosperity, our exemption from hot
winds, twisters, insects and any pro-

tracted period of dryness. The tempera-
ture has been equable and chances for
tornado formations eliminated. No nearby
dry area has been large enough to create
hot winds, and our general low tempera-
ture has been such that it has squeozed
the moisture out of every bank of cloud,
that passed our way. This is not an en-

tirely new condition In the west. You
can study weather reports and prophets
for years, but after all the ohl cycle the-

ory holds good. At any rate I believe
that Oklahoma Is now In a period of good
crops that will last seven years, and
that the drouth which the northwest has
suffered this year will be repeated 'there
next ear and the next.

MUST KEEP THEIR FARMS FREE

Billy Walker to tho Far in civ on tho
Rnnjrcr of .11 or tirades.

Guthrie, O. T, July 2S. Among others,
Mr W. J Walker, Indian
agent, who now resides at Guthrie, was
in Kingfisher for a few hours Tuesday
morning, and Of his visit the Free Press
sajs: Mr. Walker's business carries
him to all parte of the territory, and he
has ample opportunities to judge of the
situation, materially and politically.
Speaking of the condition of the people,
he says tho farmers of Oklahoma are
in bettor shape now than those of any
other locality in the Union. They are
generally out of debt, their farms are
free from encumbrance, they ara in a
good state of cultivation, they generally
have comfoi table houses, animals and
Implements sufficient, moroor lpss cattle,

'
hogs- - and poultry, and their crops are
abundant. The result of this year's
work places them, generally speaking, in
financial independence. The passage of
the free homes bill has been a great re-

lief to them, and enables them to cure
patents to their lands without the inter-
position of loan agencies and mortgages.
If they will only profit by the experience
of the last twenty-fiv- e years, and keep
their farms free from encumbrances not
get impatient and want to branch out
into the fields of speculation, their future
comfort and prosperity are assured beyond
a doubt

"Yes," said Mr. Walker. "I think

amount was appropriated by the act of
June 2S. 1SSS. and credited to the "Incom-
petent fund" of the Chickasaw Indian
nation of the United States treasury,
namely: Firs;; there shall be paid to
such survivor of the original beneficuirica
of said fund and to such heira of deceased
beneficiaries as shal within six months
from the passage of this act. satisfactor-
ily establish their identity In such man-
ner as the secretary of the Interior may
prescribe and also the amount of such
fund to which they are severally entitled.
their several shares,; and second, so much
of said fund a3 Is not paid out upon
claims satisfactorily established as afore-
said shall be distributed per capita
among the members of said Chickasaw
nation, and all claims of beneficiaries and
their respective heirs for participation in
said incompetent fund not presented
within the period aforesaid shall he, and
the same are rereby b&rrod.

It will be observed that it is mad the
duty of the claimants to satisfactorily
establish their idantlty In such manner
as the secretary of the interior may pre-
scribe and that the secretary of the In-

terior is authorized and directed to pay
to each person who shall o&tabiih h's
identity the portion of the fund to which
he is entitled.

Notice is therefore haroby given that
evidence tending to establish tha Identity
of claims of Chickasaw Incompetents.
who are dead, will be received at the
Union agency, up to and Including Oc-

tober 31, lt00, and all such evidence should
be adressed to the United States Indian
agent. Union agency, Muskogee, Indian
Territory.

Tho Chickasaw nation 'has a right to
file evidence rebutting that filed by an
particular claimant and for that nurpose
shall bo allowed to examine any evi-

dence which may ba submitted pertaining
to any claimant.

Parties forwarding any claims should
set forth in detail treaty, laws and rela
tionship upon which claims are based and
the amount claimed. Before such claims
can be considered, It wil Ibe necessary
for parties to satisfactorily establish
their claims to such amounts Indepen-
dent of any payments heretofore made
by the Chickaeaw authorities In 183, or
at any other time.

After October 31 parties having submit
ted claims will be duly notified t tbe
time when they can personally appear
before the United States Indian agent,
for the purpose of furnishing information
or proof.
