Thus
It will beoseen that our exports of manufactures are now
ten times as much' as in I860, while those of the United
Kingdom are but one and a half times as much as in 1860.

, What the Census Total Will Be.
It is impossible to believe the reports that Superin-

tendent Merriam of the census bureau, considers the re-

turns from the thirty large cities first counted evidence
that the total population of the "United Stages will he nearly
80,000,000. So far, the experts of the census bureau have
been, very reasonable in their estimates, and it is incredible
that they should become, all at once, wildly extravagant.

The figures officially announced are so far from indicat-
ing a total population of 80.000,000 that they virtually prove,
already, that the whole number of inhabitants cannot be
near that number. It Is simply impossible, on the showing
made in the foremost industrial and business centers of the
country. ,

On the contrary, the evidence is growing more and
more conclusive that the population will fall under
75,000,000. Nearly every large city Jias made a gain much
smallef, in proportion to the population which it had in
1890, than the increase between 1SS0 and 1890 was relatively
to the number of inhabitants in the former years. The
rate per cent of growth has fallen far and fast, in most
cases. About half of the cities reported have made less
actual gain than they did in the earlier decade. Outside
of New Tork City the balance is markedly on the wrong
side, in that respect.

The (meaning of such facts cannot be mistaken. Since
the increase in the decade from 1880 to 1890 was about
12,700,000, it follpws that a gain of 13,000,000 in the last ten
years would be an extreme maximum. That would make
a total of less than 76,000,000. But since the rate per cent

vof Increase has fallen off so gneatly in the places where
the growth of the! country has been mainly concentrated,
there Is every reason to believe that the final footings will
show not more than 74,000,000 in the United States. The
total may be anuch less than that.

Superintendent Merriam of the census bureau, is too
intelligent not to see this inevitable outcome of the work
of tabulating returns which Is now in progress. He has not
predicted a total of anything like 80,000,000 for the United
States, within the old limits of the country. He may have
said that 80,000,000 of people would be found in the terri-

tory of the republic, including the Philippines and Porto
Rico. That would be a very conservative estimate.

Bryan's Calamity Wail to Farmers,
Bryan, knowing that the farmers have been prosperous

since the return of Republican, times, has tried to make
them believe thutthey have not had their share of pros-

perity; that even though they have received higher prices
for their products, they' have had to pay more for what
they had to 'buy. a

Such talk as Bryan indulged in at Topeka is an insult
to the, intelligence of the farmers, however. They know
why times were hard four years ago, and they know why
there is prosperity today, and they cannot be deluded by
the demagogy of the boy orator.

"I shall not vote to destroy the prosperity of the coun-
try." said an intelligent farmer the other day. "Four years
ago we were getting but forty cents a bushel for our
wheat. Men were starving to, death in the. cities, and we
had an abundance of food for them, but they had no work
and consequently were without the means to purchase what
we had to sell. The farmer who knows anything knows
that ho cannot be prosperous unless labor in the cities is
employed, and there is a good market for the products of
the farm. Activity in the Industries of the country means
a good market for the products of the farms, and higher
prices for manufactured articles must follow an Increase
in industrial activity. Anything which Interferes with
commerce and industry is sure to bring hard times to the
farmer, and that is why the farmer this year should vote
to continue in power the party which has brought pros-
perity to 'the country."

This is the kind of reasoning which is certain to upset
Bryan's plan to get the votes of the farmers this year by
raising the calamity wall.
