For the first time In perhaps ten years,

an addition to the city of Wichita has

ibeen surveyed and a piat of the same is

being made by County Surveyor Ransom

H. Brown. The tract is in the south

part of the city and adjoins the city's

new park on the south. The addition
vM he known as the Good and Cline

addition and will contain twenty-tw- o lots,
eleven facing on Topeka avenue and
eleven fronting on Lawrence avenue.

The tract has been owned by the two
gentlemen, for some time, In fact since
the boom and they preferred to let it
remained without being surveyed Intoi

until the property in "Wichita should
reach a higher value for residences. Some

time ago, the city council determined to
have another park and the portion on

the north, a block, was purchased for this
purpose. This was done through the
efforts of Mayor Boss and Councldman
Parkhurst from that ward and after the
securing of the park the owners of the
other portion of the property conceived

the idea of having the lots surveyed and
platted.

The ground extends north from Zim-mer- ly

street to the city's new acquisition.
For several years the ground has remain-

ed untended with the exception of per-

haps of some small garden patches and
the visitor to that portion of the city al- -'

ways asked why houses were never
erected on that ground.

Very few people realized that It had
never been surveyed into lots and sup-

posed that it had'been owned by eastern
parties who had purchased the land dur-

ing the boom and did not care to sell it
until property values advanced.

The matter of placing the" new addition
in the city will probably be made within
the next few days. There is one fact,
however, which makes the proceedings
very peculiar and that is that the tract
of land Is entirely surrounded by city
property. It seems strange to take new
lots into the city when it is surrounded
by other city real estate.

HOW ELECTION IS GOING

What He Says About Probable

Results in Several States.

In common with all other Kansas Re

publicans the local Republicans of Kan

sas are now eager for news from New

York.
Yesterday they received definite, first

hand and assuring news from an eastern
man. This was Mr. E. J. Gibson of the
Philadelphia Press.

Mr. Gibson is one of those discrimin-

ating newspaper men who can winnow
facts from buncombe, sift substance from
bombast. For years he was New York

state political man for the New York
Tribune; he has been also the Philadel-
phia Press' manager in Washington, and
before the outbreak of the Spanish war
was correspondent in Havana, where he
met and knew Leo Redding, formerly of
Wichita, now of the New York Herald.

Recently the Philadelphia Press sent
Mr. Gibson out to visit what states he
would and try to discover the trend of
political affairs in each. He has been in
half the states and this i3 what he said
yesterday to the Eagle:

"Occasionally I find in the west Repub-

licans assured of success in their own
vicinity who express an anxiety about
New York. Now, there Is no question
about New York: It is going Republi-
can. Tammany cannot by any device roll
up a sufficient majority in the city to
overcome the Republican majority in the
state. This is the belief in New York.
The Republicans there are confident, and

I have not the shadow of a doubt about
carrying the state. You know what a
fight Tammany made against Roosevelt
and for a Tammany man, in 1S38. That
was a state election year. In this presi-
dential year Tammany will be powerless
to repeat the showing it made then.
Whatever anxiety about New York may
be felt in the west is not shared by the
people of New York. The state is abso-

lutely certain for McKinley.
"All the electoral votes of Washington,

Oregon and California are for McKinley
and Roosevelt. You will not find this
disputed when you arrive on the ground,
to any great extent or with any spirit by
the Democrats themselves. The Paclflo
coast people are the most rampant expan-
sionists you find in the nation.

"The Republicans have Wyoming sure,
and a fighting show in Utah, for at Salt
Lake City the Republicans assert tLey
will carry the state for McKinley."

"And in Colorado?"
"The Rermblicans have a chance In

Colorado. The change in sentiment in
that state is something marvelous. Sen-

ator Walcott, with whom I have talked,
i convinced that it is going to give its
electoral vote to McKinley and Roose-
velt."

"And Nebraska?"
"Nebraska may go one way or the

other, t is a hard fight and a very close
state so far as I could determine. The
Republicans are confitfent they will carry
it ;the Democrats are confident they will
carry it."

"South Dakota?"
"South Dakota will give its electoral

vote to McKinley and Roosevelt."
"What do you know about Indiana?"
"I have not been in Indiana to study

the stiuatlon and cannot say."
"What do you say of the whole na-

tion?"
"Put it in the Eagle that the election is

dead sure for McKinley. One cannot
pass across the nation and make a con-

scientious, unprejudiced canvass, so far
as a single individual can make one,
without becoming convinced of this. I
have waited until the campaign shaped
itself, remaining in Chicago until I felt
that the general lines of campaign had
been formed, and I am a3 confident, as

'mortal can be, that McKinley is today
overwhelmingly elected."

After Mr. Gibson arrived in Wichita he
discovered that the editor of his paper,
Postmaster General Smith, is to be here
next Monday. Mr. Gibson will not re-

main until then, but will depart for the
east this morning. He attended Mr.
Debs' meeting last evening.
