She was born in Xew "Fork nearly fifty
cars ago. Her father fas Charles Fred-
rick Moulton, a successful real estate
peculator. Her mother before marriage

. lad been an actress, Cesarina Metz. She
sas the daughter of Julius Metz, a fa--
nous'musician.
"When the daughter, Helena, was about

ten years old, the family went to Paris
and there made its home. Charles Moul- -
ton became associated with Baron Hauss- -

f mann, who built the houlevards and
' transfigured Paris, and was swept high

on the tide of sudden, wealth which mark- -
? ed that wild era of speculation.

The American financier, his wife, his
daughter and his son Charles were
thrown into the mos texalted society oftnp empire. The. son married a Boston
girl, Miss Lillie' Greenough, who
hanced the distinction of the Moulton
family with her vocal and other
plishments. She became a favorite of
the emperor and empress, and frequent-
ly sang at the Tuileries and Versailles.
Widowed ten years ago, she returned to
America and became the wife of Baron
von Hageman ,the Danish Minister at
Washington.

"'-- ' -- iuuiion meanwnue wa eearn-'n- g
social triumphs of her own. At the

.'gp of se'enteen her graceful skating-
n thetlake in the Bois de Boulogne at-

tracted the notice of the Empress Eu-
genie, herself the acknowledged paragon
of femine graces. Admiration developed
Into acquaintance, and acquainance into
warm friendship. The American girl
became a welcome guest at court.
,It was there she met Count Hatzfeldt,

secretary to the Prussian ambassador.
(The ambassador was Prince Otto von
Bismarck, in whose massive head big

Sdeas were brewing.
count Hatzfeldt was nearly twenty

jjyears Miss Moulton's senior, but he was
.under forty, and age had dealt lightly

with him. He was the son o fthat Coun-- )
tess ophle von Hatzfeldt who loved Fer- -
dinand Lassalle, founder of the
Democratic movement In Germany.

Out of their association grew some of
ths most romantic Incidents of Prussian
politics. She supplied the funds for his
defense when he was arraigned for
preaching sedition, and on his death she
became the chief apostle of his crepd.

Her son entered tho diplomatic service
- ' soon attracted the attention of
Pi i nee Bismarck, who formed a high
opinion of his Intelligence, fidelity and
Industry, and rewarded him by working
him like a galley slave.

Miss Moulton returned the affection
which Count Hatzfeldt made known to
her, and they were married with every
circumstance of grandeur.

Count Hatzfeldt was Bismarck's right-han- d

man during the stirring events In-

cident to the Franco-Prussia- n war and
the unification of Germany. He was re-

warded in 1S71 with the appointment of
Minister to Spain. It was a stormy,
transition time in Spanish politics, and
the Count, profiting by his long train-
ing under Bismarck, acquitted himself
well.

Soon after the signing of the treaty of
Berlin he was despatched to Constanti-
nople with the special mission of nurs-
ing the ascendency which Germany had
acquired in the affairs of tho Turkish
Empire. Again he covered himself with
d'plomatic glory.

Throughout this part of his career the
the count was greatly aided by the tal-

ents of his wife, who with the adapta--1

ility of her sex and country, had de- -
doped social and diplomatic qualities of

the highest order.
But a change was coming, difficult of

c omprehcnslon to an American who has

rt studied the intricacies of European
court life. And what follows is well
worth the attention of American girls
threatened with titles.

Countess Hatzfeldt had often found
herself not only ranked on official oc-

casions many degrees beneath her hus-ban- d,

but even barred out from func-

tions at which he was an honored guest.
She had grown accustomed to that sort
of thing: perhaps her robust American
sense of humor mitigated tho sting of
It. But the worst was to come,

Bismarck desired his protege, Hatz-

feldt to go into harness at hqme, and
pressed upon him the laborious post of
foreign secretary.

As Foreign Secretary Hatzfeldt would
of consequence at court"be a personage

ond it was necessary that he should bo
acceptable to royalty. It was necessary
also that his wife should be acceptable.

But alas! Princess Hatzfeldt was tho
daughter of an actress. And whatever
the males of the royal line of Germany
may think of Actresses, the Empress
Augusta was even more severe- - in her
attitude toward the Countess Hatzfeldt
than she was toward any wife who, be-

ing an American, was not "high well-

born" in Germany.
Before he continued his career Bis-

marck told Count Harcfeldt that he must

divorce the countess.
Something still more difficult for

Americans to understand is that the
c ont should have yielded to such a de
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mand. The very suggestion is foreign
to the atmosphere of a free country and
abhorent to every sentiment of manhood,
yet no one in Germany thought of con-

demning Count Hatzfeldt, and his wife
remained on terms of friendship with
him.

It's a difference In the point of view,
that's all. Hatzfeldt's life had been spent
in the struggle for power. Born near
the steps of the throne, the throne to
him overshadowed every other earthly
object. Bismarck had made him, and
Bismarck was his greatest arthly au-

thority.
Besides, he had been unfortunate finan-

cially and only Bismarck could help him.
It Is to be recorded to his credit that

not without a severe struggle did he part
from the woman who had played such an
Important part in his life.

Installed In the Foreign Office with all
his debt paid. Count Hatzfeldt proved an
invaluable aid to Bismarck, who was at
that time suffering severely from neural-
gia and other nervous complaints, which
kept him away from Berlin.

In one thing the Count resisted the will
of his despotic political chief. He refus-
ed to marry the daughter of Bleichroe-de- r,

the millionaire banker of Berlii
The countess accepted the situation In

a philosophical spirit, and devoted her-
self to the education of her children. She
continued, to take a keen interest in her
divorced husband's career, and he spent
much of his leisure time at her home.
Indeed, although she was withdrawn
from official society, their separation was
only nominal.

Hatzfeldt's excellent work in the for
eign office paved his way for further
honors. It entered into the Iron Chan-
cellor's policy to draw Great Britain into
the German alliance as far as Great
Britain, priding herself on her isolation
could be withdrawn into anything. Hatz-
feldt was the man selected for this deli
cate mission, and he was sent to London,
succeeding Count Munster who was
transferred to Paris to make way for
him.

In England Count Hatzfeldt crowned
his diplomatic career, for Great Britain
became the most cordial friend of the
"league of peace."

The countess meanwhile remained In
Germany, and by degrees won the hearty
friendship of a more enlighten royal
generation, including the Empress Fred-
erick.

Hatzfedt continued to be a trusted ser-
vant of the empire under three Kaisers.
When the latest of them, the Emneror
William, broke the power of Bismarck
and dispensed with the counsels of that
great statesman, Count Hatzfeldt hasten-
ed to repair the injustice which, at the
bidding of the man of blood and iron, he
had inflicted on his wife

They were remarried in the presence of
a distinguished company, including the
Dowager Empress Frederick and two of I

her daughters.
The countess did not care to resume the

position to which this happy event en-

titled her. Divorce and solitude had ef-

fectually cured her of social aspirations.
Her sources of happiness were in her
own mind, in the companionship of her
children and in contemplating from afar
the triumphant career of her husband.

Thus she spent the tranquil years at
Wiesbaden, cheered by an occasional
visit from the man for whom she had
sacrificed so much, forgiven so freely.

Advancing years brought Count Hatz-
feldt to a realization of the womanly
treasure he had found In the New Tork
girl fho had smiled her way into her
affections in the Paris of Eugenie. After
winning all that a diplomat may he has
discovered at last that no earthly honor
is equal to her society, and that the
years left to him are all too short to
glean the domestic pleasures that once
he sacrificed on the altar of ambition.

Ambition Is tasteless now, and It may
go, but love will reign at Wiesbaden,
though the heads of the lovers be whits
as snow.

HOW ALVORD WAS DISCOVERED
By Accident a Fellow. Employe SarJllm Doctoring His Books.

New Tork, Oct. 26. In order to make
clear certain alleged misstatements, Vice
President Hine. of the First National
bank, today explained in detail some of
the incidents leading: up to the discov-
ery of Alvord's crime. In the first place,
Mr. Hine said Alvord had worked stead-
ily and without suspicion until the af-
ternoon of the 18th instant By the mer-
est accident a clerk eatv him make cer-
tain erasures in the clearing: house sheet
but, while he thought this unusual, said
nothing about it to anybody until short-
ly after 4 o'clock. By that time Alvord
had pone, but it was expected that he
would return, as he had some work to
finish. "U'hen Alvord failed to return, th0
clerk who had seen him make the eras-
ures made casual mention of the matter
to Assistant Cashier Backus. The lat-
ter, without suspecting that anything
was wrong, looked over Alvord's balance
and soon found several discrepancies. Ho
was on the point of leaving matters for
Alvord's adjustment when he decided to
make a further examination, and soon
saw that many items had been deliber-
ately falsified. By this time the suspi-

cions of the assistant cashier had be-

come very much aroused. All the high
officials of the bank had gone for the
day, but meeting a number of clerks,
Mr. Backus went hurriedly over the note
teller's books and in a few moments had
overwhelming proof of Alvord's guilt
Mr. Hine did not say how Alvord learned
that he was under suspicion, hjit he con-
firmed the report that the note teller re-

turned to the bank early on Thursday
evening and seeing others at work upon
his books, realized that he had been dis-

covered. Alvord had not been under
surveillance up to that time, although it
lias been said that he was suspected as
early as the 16th inst The bank offi-

cials are convinced that he did not "go
to his home tho night of the ISth, and
they are also convinced that he has not
been there since the morning of that
date.

Alvord's crime came to light exactly
throe days after the national bank ex-

aminers completed their examlnation.
"WTiile the First National bank officers
admit that Alvord's wrongdoing is in no
degree the result of any laxity upon the
part of examiners, yet they seem some-
