CITY WATERWORKS PLANT

Two Xew Boilers Arrive fer Bngine
Ren hi.

The Water Works Company, under the
management of Fred Aley, has com-
menced the improvement of their plant
on the island and the beginning was
made yesterday when two new boilers,
100 horse power each, were received and
taken to the plant. The 'boilers will be
placed in position as soon as possible
and then the general overhauling the
plant begins. is the intention of the
management to test the entire well sys-

tem and to thoroughly ciean the weils
preparatory for the spring supply. In
case it should be found that the wells
now in use would be Inadequate for the
spring demand, more wells would be sunk
as soon as possible.

In connection with the Improvement of
the plant, the company intends to beau-
tify the island and make it in the form
of a park more than anything else. The
island has been sown in wheat this year
and next spring the work of placing It
in proper condition will begin.

The work of extending the water main
sstem will also begin next epring and by
the end of the summer, the plant and
mains throughout the city will be more
complete thn It has ever been in the h!s- -,

tory of tho city.

Mr. Ludlum Gets $800 on a

$10 Risk.

PUT IT ON NEW YORK VOTE

Other to Give Him Penny for
Every Vote Over 50,000.

J. T. Ludlum made a bigger winning on
election bets than any other man in
Wichita. No man in Kansas has made
.mire, considering the amount risked. At
Richmond, Mo., Mr. Ludium made a bet
of $10 against 10 cents that McKlnley
would have a plurality of 50,000 in New
York, with the proviso that the man with
whom he made the bet should give him a
penny for each vote over 50,000 majority.
Mr. McKlnley having 135.000 majority In
New York, Mr. Ludlum will receive 85,000

pennies, which Is $850. A contract was
made between the two men and paced In
a vault at Richmond.

The whole town, or at least that por-

tion of the people who are interested in
election betting, congratulated Mr. Lod-lu-

yesterday on his fortunate specula-
tion. Some fears were expressed that
the Missouri man would decline to pay
the bet, hut Frank Burt says that the
Bank of Richmond informed Mr. Ludlum
that the loser Is a game man and will
not hesitate to pay the bet.

Only one other bet of a similar charac-
ter has been made in Kansas, and that
was In Wyandotte county.
Buchalter of Kansas City, Kansas, will
have to give one penny for each vote
McKlnley received in the state over a
plurality of 10,000. As McKinley has re-
ceived a plurality of about 25.000. Mr.
Buchalter loses $150.

In addition to the $S50 Mr. Ludlum
won at Richmond, he has won about
$1,200 on other bets. At Bolivar, Mo., he
found even money bets on general results
and took them to the amount of $1,000.

He found that he was betting a little
heavier than he ought to bet, and old
the Bolivar bets at a premium of $5.C00

to some parties in Kansas. He sold a
$20 bet on Illinois for a premium of $5.

Mr-- Ludlum did not lose a single ret and
without doubt he can be considered the
heaviest winner in "Wichita,
