compliance with the provisions of state laws are safe from,
molestation by the federal authorities until th-- violate
the provisions of the anti-tru- st law which was enacted by
congress to prevent interference with interstate commerce.
The best lawyers in the country are in the employ of the
corporations which are designated as trusts, and they
have known how these corporations can be formed and how
they can operate so as to remain within the limitations of
the constitution. That was why a constitutional amend-

ment was proposed by the Republicans in the house at the
last session of congress, a proposition which failed to re-

ceive the necessary two-third- s vote because of Democratic
opposition.

This question will soon have to be disposed of if not
in the way proposed by the Republicans in congress, then
by state legislation. Every state, possesses the power to
regulate the operations of foreign corporations within its
borders, and" if uniform laws are enacted by the various
states, by laying a tax or otherwise, to restrict the opera-

tions, an easy way of curing the evil may be discovered.

The German Empire Hard Up.

The London Statist, (making all due allowance for Eng-

lish prejudice, In estimating the financial and industrial
situations and conditions in Germany does not draw an
overly attractve picture. That able financial Journal says
that as matter of fact, the combination among the banks
is such that everybody is assured serious troubles will be
prevented. But a slow liquidation under such circum-

stances naturally means a very considerable contraction of
trade. Already there are complaints of
in the iron trade and the cement trade; and doubless simi-

lar complaints will soon be heard from most other of the
leading industries. No country can engage in business on
the colossal scale on which Germany has been trading of
late without passing through an uncomfortable period for
a time. But it is to be recollected that Germany has made
great strides during the past 30 years. She has now a very
considerable accumulated capital; and she is a great man-

ufacturing country. Therefore the savings will be every
year upon a considerable scale; and as the savings accu-

mulates the capital that has been wasted or locked up will
be replaced, and prosperity will again return. How long
the liquidation will last depends upon many things, no
doubt, but chiefly upon the course of politics. If Germany
does not engage in a policy of adventure in China, and if
by some means or other the Chinese troubles are brought
to an end soon, the liquidation ought not to be very
