Mr Jones fee's that it is difficult to
poant out a complete remedy for the
pauperising ration system as a whole,
but belies es that as a beginning the in-

discriminate iseue must stop at one The
old and help'es should be proided for,
but the able-bodi- should receUe ra-

tions pnly for labor performed, "while
those who have been edjeated in Indian
schools should be made to depend entire-
ly upon their own resources '

The second obstacle noted by Mr Jones
fas the practice of paying annu'ties. More
than $1500 000 was snt out during the
last year to disbursing officers for distri-
bution among the Indian tribes. The per
capita pajments ranged in amount from
$255 to 50 cents As these cash payments
are decreed bv law or treaties the Indian
bureau had no a'ternative jet the com-

missioner sees plainly the danger from
the continuance of this practice "Many
of the annual pajments, h savs 'are
too small to accomplish either good or
harm while athers are so large as to be
useful for good or powerful for eil The
latter, it is to be regretted is the general
result Xot hamg to earn the mone
distr&uttd the Indians do not appreciate
ita alue It either goes to the traders
on account of deots contracted in anti-

cipation of the payment, or is squander-
ed, often for the purposes far remote
from ciwlizing The larger payments,
especiallj are demonliz'ng in the ex-

treme They degrade te Indians and
corrupt the whites, thev induce paruper.
ism and Standal and crime, the nullify
ad the good effcts of jears of labor"

The third of the obtaeles noted by the
commissioner Is the practice of leasing
Indian allotments The true idea of an
allotment is to give the Indian a home
and pe sonal ownership in soil from
which he can get a living In practice,
however the Indian receives his allot-
ment of land and then is permitted to
turn it over to the white for whatever
rental thev choose to paj him, and go
on his aimless way The flrt law per-

mitting this was pa&sed In 1891, and pro-

vided that when by reason of "age or
other disabilitv " anv allottee could not
pcronall and with benefit to himself
occupy or improve his land it might be
leased, under regulations prescribed by
the secretary of the interior for three
vears for farming or grazing, or ten
vears for mining purposes In 1VM and
1897 some amendments were made in de-

tails not necessarv tj rote hre Last
session the law was changed again the
leases being limited to five vears and to
'arming purposes onlv, and "Inability '
was added to "age and other disabilitj
as a pretext Had leases been confined
to Indnns incapacitated bv phvsical dis-
ability or senile decrepitude the commis-
sioner thinks there would be little room

Dave Payne,

the original Oklahoma- - booomer, father of
Oklahoma, tvo so many years ago used

to outfit at Wichita and charge into Ok-

lahoma in order to make a settlement

his death This call has been issued at
Blackwell.

"November 20;th is the 16th anniversary
of the death of Capt David I. Pjne,
the man whose untiring energj and in-

domitable faith had more to do with the
final opening of Oklahoma than anv oth-

er sngle individual (apt Pajne gave

the best jears and vitality of h lire to
the service of his countrj and his last
energj and ambiticn to the caue of
home-seeke- rs Jn the west vet death
elaimed him before the fruits of vic-

tory could be showered in his lap He
died in the harness a it were and was
buned November 21 1SS4 in Prairie Dawn

Another
reason for their nakedness is that it
saves the mother much work from darn-
ing, patching and Jaunorying. Being a
Baptist I bavo especially taken an inter-
est in that denomination's work at Ha-
vana and nearn that their missionaries
also receive large salaries, more than
most people over expect to get, yet per-
iodically go back to the states and tell
of their sacrifices for the Lord and his
work usually giving lectures and Sbegglng
for contributions for the poor and or-

phaned Now I have not written this
article in a spirit of criticism, but it is
simply a statement of facts that can be
substantiated by any one who cares to
do so Manj' peoplV who are actually
struggling for a living are constantly be-

ing asked to give to these causes and
believing it to be their duty give the
monej that is so much needed at home
Even during the hard times of a few
jears ago the different missions, over-lodki-

the fact that every town and
even village contained at least one fam-l- lj

where a little money expended in the
right way would have been of more bene-
fit than going to paj the salaries of peo-
ple who receive in one month more mon-
ej than some families have in a whole
year.

Believing that "charity begins at
home" and knowing that there is little
information is to be obtained upon
this subject and that many people believe
that their contributions actually go to the
relief of the heathen, who would other-
wise look nearer home for charitable sub-
jects I have written plain statements of
facts that have been under my observa-
tion for months that they may know in
giving just what becomes of their monej
I do not mean to insinuate that those
seeking contributions are dishonest but
are themselves deceived b the reports
of the missionaries I shall alwavs take
wifh several grains of allowance the
statements of returned missionaries, who
stato that they have given their time to
the Lord until I have received positive
assurance that they received less than

Io Money for Ind an Tenitory Hepa-
tic and Itocues Get Fi ec.

Oklahoma City, O T, Nov 17 The
following notices which have been issued
by United States Marshal Leo B Bennett
of the Northern district of the Indian
Ternrorv show the utter impossibility
of apprehending certain classes of crim-
inals for crimes committed in the Indian
Territory, because of the alleged failure
of congress to provide for the pajment
of proper fees to deputv marshals
"To all deputies of the Northern dis-

trict
"You are hereby instructed and ordered

to at once forward to this office every
commissioner s warrant in j'our hands
for persons charged with the following
offenses Criminal assault, assault to
rob, abduction, embezzlement, false im-

prisonment, seduction larceny false pre-
tense frarfd receiving stolen property
selling removing or disposing of mort-
gaged property briberj, forgery, mal-
feasance extortion, obstructing process,
not slander libel, disturbing the peace
cutting fences, etc , Illegal voting assault
and batterv, assault, gaming, malicious
mischief, permitting gaming, injury to
property, maiming

"You are further instructed and order-
ed not to accept hereafter from any com-
missioner any warrant for any of the
above offenses, advising such commis-
sioner of your instructions from this of-

fice '
To the different United States commis-

sioners in the Northern district he sent'
the following

"You are advised that all deputies of
this district have been instructed as
above

"I also enclose for your information a
copv of a ruling made by the controller
under date of October 12, 1900 from
which jou will the utter hopeless
ness of endeavoring to obtain servicp of
warrants in the class of caes heretofore
enumerated The deputies will continue
to receive from you all warrants in eases
where the United State statutes p
