The applause which followed this sally
waa as tremendous as it waa spontane-
ous. Dr. Dreas said in conclusion that
th moat promising eld among the

population in America was
opening in Porto Rico, and advised the
committee to spare neither expense nor
labor to oust Rome in that island.

Bishop Hartsefl spoke on Africa, whloh
is his eld. He said to part: "We stand
today in the face of a revplt of the pagan
world against Christian civilization. In"
the far east Moharomediscm is outnum-
bering the Christian religion in the num-

ber of adherents. China has just stem-
med her door in the face of Christianity.
Only a few days ago her representative
stood in Carnegie Institute In Pittsburg:
and boldly threw down the gauntlet to
Christian culture in behalf of the ancient
civilisation of his people. Half the
world is pagan, the other half Christian,
and our zeal and labor in the first year
of a. coming century will decide whether
we shall win or whether the Christian
faith ehall be deluged by paganism and
lay buried for centuries. The gravest
problem confronting us in Africa is the
native question. The best statesmen in
Europe are at present solving that ques-
tion and the human tendency of their
work is truly gratifying. They ail de-

clare with one accord that the dark con-

tinent should remain iniolate the home
of the black race."

Dr. W. F. Oldham reviewed the various
vexing problems connected with the
work of domestic 'missions. The chief of
these, he said, were the poverty and iack
of thrift which ha-- become the heritage
of a great portion of the population in
large cities and the indifference and even
the defiance met In the camps of labor,
where the church was thought to be in
conspiracy with the rich to keep the
workingman down. This was only to be
overcome by teaching the churches in
the cities that the whole city is the ward
of each individual church.

lshop Thoburn spoke of the work in
southern Asia and Bishop Cranston of
the eastern portion of that continent The
latter pronounced Corea the most prom-

ising missionary field in the world. In
Japan progress is hindered by the ra-

tionalist teaching in the schools, but the
bishop said the field nevertheless was a
promising one.

POLICE FORGE THUGS

New Yorlc Oflicer on Trial for
a Clergyman.

New York, Nov. IS. Insector Cross and
Catain Herliby, whose punishment Bishop

Potter demanded for insulting Rev. Dr.
Paddock of the were en
trial before the police board today. Eev--j

eral months ago Dr. Paddock visited the
Eldridge street station house to ask that
flaunting vice be suppressed at least in
the neighborhood of his church. Ho was
met, he claimed, with Insult and vile
abuse. Hi3 appeal to Bishop Potter re-

sulted in the letter to Mayor Van Wyck
and started the anti-vic- e crusade.

At a meeting of the police board which
was held in secret, the following letter
was ordered sent to Bishop Potter:
"Right Rev. H. a Potter, Bishtp of New

York, Lafayette Place. N. Y.:
"Right Reverend Sir: The police beard

has, under the date of the lth instant,
received a communication from Robert
A. Van Wyck. mayor of the city, trans-
mitting a communication from you, dated
November 15, and which communication
in part states as follows:

" 'The statement now in my possession
of the clergymen of the highest charac-
ter, contains testimony of two men given
without exaggeration, with the meat
painstaking reserve, and with absolute
truthfulness. In substance, it is briefly

this, that when one of them complained
to a police captain of a condition of
things in his immediate neighborhood,
whose disgusting infamy is a matter of
notoriety a condition of things easily
verified by any intelligent citizen who
passed through the streets m whioh it
exists, he was told that he had lied and
that, when thus disheartened by such an
experience, carried his complaint to a
higher authority In the police force, he
was met with insolent derision.'

The first knowledge that any member
of the police board had of this alleged
insult was conveyed in the publlo prints
of September 2S, which reported the pro-

ceedings of the Episcopal convention hav-

ing reference to this subject matter. The
res lution adopted by such convention
called for an investigation and if the
facts Justified it, the presentation of a
suitable report to the mayor. In view
of this resolution the police board has
awaited the result of your investigation
and such aciJon as you should deem nec-

essary. The receipt of your communica-
tion from the mayor p'aees the mat er
now before the board fcr Its action; and
to the end that proper charges may be
formulated against the officers complain-
ed of. the reperatlon of which necessarily
require a specific statement of the date
and times of the alleged offense and the
persons against whom the offense was
committed. I respectfully request that
you cail-- e to be submitted to m. for the

of the police board, the name of the
person or persons against whom the of-

fense was committed; the dates or date
of its occurrence, and the language used
as nearly as may be. Upon the receipt
of such information charges will be for-- i
mulated and preferred against these f- -;

fleers who may be named. The practice
of the police board has been to permi,
the appearance of counsel for the partic
risking complaints on the tria! had
acainst a member of the force.

Evans are now at Tanderagee Castle, the
groom's Irish estate. The place was

on their. arrival; the duke's tenants
wilcomed him and his bride vociferously.
The Duke and Duchess will sail for
America next Saturday.

The duchess who has been In Europe
since "last September, has been living
with her aunfs in Paris: the duke lately
has been leading the life of a country
squire at Tanderagee castle.

Mr. Zimmerman had Intended to go to
England from America this month, when
the sweethearts Intended to beg for his
consent to their marriage. But a few
days ago he cabled he could not get away
and the duke and Miss Zimmerman decid-

ed to wed Immediately.
Miss Zimmerman and the Misses Evans

came from Paris and stayed at the Cres-

cent hotel. The duke came from Tan-

deragee castle and went to his mother's
house at Portroan Square.

The marriage was by special license, no
banns being published. The bride wore
a handsome gown of white cloth. She
wore no jewelry.

Ontiines the Policy of Ger-

many Towards China,

DEMAND TRADE TREATIES

Government is Censured by

the Socialist Leaders,

Berlin, Nov. 19. In the relchstag today,
on the occasion of the presentation of the
supplementary credit for China, Count
von Buelow, the imperial chancellor, em-

phatically denied the assertion frequently
made abroad that the China Imbroglio
was traceable to the German occupation
of Klao-Oho- u. This statement was
greeted by the social democrats with loud
cries of "It is quite true-Cou- nt

von Buelow expressed keen regret
that such a cry was heard the German
parliament The chancellor further de-

clared he did not wish at present to say
anything which might be prejudicial to
the common objects of the powers in
China, but he felt the need of placing
himself In touch with the nation.

I wish to reproach no one, least of
all Baron von Ketteler, who, in endeav-
oring most earnestly, in the fulfillment of
his duty to bring the chief Chinese auth-
orities to reason, went, .almost without
fear, to his death, worthy of the land he
represented, and the name he bore." Con-
tinuing, he said:

"We first acted in China by force of eir- -

cumstances and enen, in such a way tnat
peace was affected neither diiectly n;r
Indirectly. Our presence at Klao Chou
Is based on a treaty with China in accor
dance with international law. We have j

alwaj's shown a friendly and benevolent
disposition toward China and demonstrat-
ed this specially in 1896, when China was
at the mercy of the victorious Japanese.
We have no desire to Interfere with the
interest of the other powers In China. We
wish to protect our r.'ght to the fullest
degree. Our position there is one of le
