"The attempt being made by Muskogee,
South McAleter and Vinlta papers to
belittle and hold up to ridicule those
Journals who are espousing the single
statehood policy is ridiculously weak and
unworthy There is beyond all question,
euflicient meat in the proposition for ar-

gument, but sophistry, hyperbole and
sarcasm will make no converts to the
Rhode Island idea. There Is a majority
of the papers published in the two terri-
tories in favor of single statehood, and
many of them are supporting that policy

for the elmple reason that anp other is
positively visionarv and impossible of fru-

ition The attempt to maintain a line
of argument that is palpablj unpractical
is a sort of smart ignorance that aocom-p- l

shee nothing It Is only a species of
agitation that la detrimental and hopes
for something beyond the continued pub-

licity of its mentor This is the view
taken of th statethood question by many
that are supporting the single statehood
idea The reasons against double state-
hood are so apparent and Insurmountable
as to mxke an advocacy of that policy
seem absolutely childish Aside from the
fact tha eerv question has two sides,
there is little excuse for any one oppos-

ing the general ground of negation It is
the fixed destiny of the two territories,
regardless of the political party in power,
it Is the only policy which we, on this
side of the line may hope for early rec-
ognition For this reason, if for no
other, we hope for it and support It We
are not daunted by the miserable repre-
sentations as to Oklahoma taxes and po-

litical organiatione All such stuff Is the
purest rot As we have said before, if
Oklahoma is willing to take us, we
6hould be right willing to be 'took ' "

Guthrie, O. T., Dec 6 A factor which
may have no small influence in the final
settlement of one important phase of anj
single statehood, scheme has appeared in
the announcement that the teachers of
Indian Territorj, who will meet at South
McAlester in their third annual holiday-tim- e

association on December 27, will
take action on the statehood question
and will adopt something strong in the
way of resolutions or a memorial looking
to some provision in any statehood
scheme, single or double, for a liberal
public support of common schools The
accompany ing propoganda which is like-

ly to be inaugurated will necesasnly
count in the formation of public senti-
ment along two lines first the public
support of common schools for the
schools' sake, on grounds of the public
welfare, and second as a matter of jus-

tice to Oklahoma In the event of single
statehood in favor of which the teachers
of Indian Territory are said to show an
almost solid front It is expeced th-i- t

the teachers in their com'ng convention
will draft some seheme wherebj a choo
fund ample in itself shall be created and
which shall be equitable in relation with
Oklahoma s in the event of single state-
hood.

Henrvetta I T, Dec 6 The full blood
Indians of the Creek nation having been
gathering from a1! directions for the past
tendajs and about 500 are now assembled
at Hickory Grove, a place about five
miles south of this citj No one knows
exactlj what these red skins are up to
but it has come that they a'-- going to
get wild and clean ou the "white devils'
in this territory Last night parties
driving past the place &aw a large num
ber of tents," and camp fires and heard
them shooting pistols and jelling or gob-

bling for all that was in them It is
said that when an Indian gobbles it
means war and manj of our people fear
an outbreak However nearly all jur
people are armed and reidv for them
The "United States officers are very indif-

ferent in these parts and an outbreak
could cause considerable tremble f)r the
reason that there Is not a United States
officer within fo- -t railes of this p ace
Half the whites could be massacred be-

fore the officers could be apprised of the
tutbteak As things are people will be
compelled to protect themselves and will
do it

"Railroad officials are so often misquot-
ed that the yoften have to withhold in-
formation that is of public interest- - This
is made necessary s a matter of policy
You may state that the hoctaw Rattway
oompany, will, within the next twelve
months, construct a line tttna some point
on its main line within the limits oi the
hoctaw Nation, to some point on the
main line of the Santa Fe within the
limits of the Chickasaw Nation; also,
that within the same period of tune,
the main line will he extended westward
from Weatherford to Anmrlllo, Texas
The neessary nanlal arangetnents are
now being effeted and the work will be
pusfhed rapidly forward when it te once
begun. Of course the company is con-
sidering other projected improvements,
but nothing denlte has been determined
upon as vet."
the directors as regards the business of
that road Is now doing, Mr MdLoud
said "They are more than pleased. The
business done by the road during the
past two years has been most satisfac-
tory On their reent western trip the

a very high probability of striking arte-

"Several of our most conservative busi-
ness men are agitating a proposition that
a test well be sunk in this vicinity to
ascertain whether or not gas, coal or oil
are underlying Stroud The recent

of abundant oil and ga at Bar-

tlesville, a comparatively short distance
northeast of hero, raises the pertinent
question Is it not probable that Stroud
is built over the same strata0' Mr Ovr
man, the well-drille- r, sajs that In sink-

ing wells In and about ths city that hel
has frequently noticed indications of the
presence of oiL Mr Overman came to
Oklahoma from Neodosha, the center of
the Kansas oil fields, and should cer-

tainly know whereof he speaks Coal,
also, crops out of the surface but no at-

tempt has been made to define the extent
of the deposit. Geologists declare that
the oil and gas belt of Kansas extends
in a northeasterly and southwesterly
trend, and field operations confirm this
declaration Now, take your map of Ok-

lahoma and Kansas and lay a ruler on it
in such a manner as to allow the edge
to touch both Iola and Neodesha (the two
largest oil and gas towns in the state)
and you will observe that Stroud is in a
direct line with these two towns This
Is especially a significant fact when taken
in conjunction with the fact that Bar-

tlesville is also on that line This ques-

tion should be thoroughly considered and
operations commenced at once Every in-

dication points to the existence of a
wealthy oil, gas and coal deposit, but
assuming that none would be found In a
test well at troud, there Is no doubt
that an artesian weH would result and
that would be worth to the community
ten times Its cost"

PROGRAM OF CONGRESS

Nicaraguan Bill Will be Passed
Without Doubt.

(Special Correspondence of The Kagle.)

Washington, Dec 6. The session of the
Fiftj --sixth congress, wh.ch will open at
noon Monday, will be an eventful one,

principally from the number of important
pieces of legislation that wUl be en-

acted.
The things which wlil positively be ac-

complished this session a-- e

.Passage of the appropriation bills.
Reapportionment.
Amendment of the war revenue act.
Nicaragua canal
Army reorganization.
Giving the Philippine commission more

power ,or the passage of the Spouner Mil.
which leaves the president with author-
ity

The following may be accomplished,
though there is no definite certainty:

The ship subsidy bill.
Navy reoorganlsation.
The apportionment bills, of course, have

practically right of way. They must be
passed if nothing else is done

The Nicaragua canal bill, which passed
the house just before the close of the
