of a tempting array of appdhzmg dishes delightful little
meat patties sandwiches of caviare, not the black, granu-

lated sort which Americans accept as genuine bu the gray
or white, which is never salted until served and is eaten
with the addition of lemon juice or moistened with the
w hite wine of Southern Russia, or with a mixture of shal
lots, with thin slices of bread and butter Smoked goose

flesh, pickled mushrooms, dried sturgeon, highly flavored
slices of epgs and dozens of other dainties are at the dis-

posal of the traveler whose appetite is not sufficiently keen
to enjoy more substantial dishes, such as chicken cutlets
with macaroni, veal cutlets lemon flavored, fillets w 1th sweet
vegetables, savory ragouts and a number of cold dishes of
fiflsh, fowl and game This is what Is provided for the
foreigner In addition, the Russian has his national dishes
for which the alien must cultivate a taste, such as cabbuge
soup eaten with sour cream, fish and cabbage highly sea-

soned, cold boiled sucking pig, with horseradish sauce,
roast mutton stuffed with buckwheat and puddings of black
bread In addition the country traversed by the railway
offers a choice of game in season, deer and bear meat black
cock, grouse, snipe and woodcock When it comes to sweets
travelers and natives meet on common ground for Russian
pastry confectionery and ices have international fame
There are cakes full of syrup and fruit, or highly iced, and
moulded into grotesque shapes and wonderful tarts For
drink there is Russian beer, somewhat heavier than that of
Bavaria sweet champagne of the Crimea, flavored with
bruised black currant leaves or Crimean burgundies Bor-

deaux and wines that resemble the products of the vine-

yards of Spain and Portugal. Last, but not least, there is
served on these Siberian railway trains a quality of tea
taht is not feund elsewhere outside of the boundaries of
China.
