TRYING TO SWITCH HIM

Kansas City Catcher a Kan BoHnd
for Wichita.

A New Jersey capitalist enroute to
Wichita to erect an $80,000 flouring mill

was intercepted in Kansas City yesterday
by members of the Manufacturer's asso-

ciation, who are trying to Induce him to
stop in that city and build his mill That
association is now endeavoring to raise a
bonus of $2,000 to pay this capitalist to
build in Kansas tCty Instead of Wichita

This man, whose name was not reveal-
ed, was enroute to "Wichita to confer with
the Nevling Grain company, who intend-
ed to associate with him in the erection
of the mill here. E. K. Nevling, one
of the well known grain buyers of Wich-

ita, may now go ahead on his own be-

half and erect this mill. In talking of
the matter with a reporter yesterday he
said:

"I have long been under the Impression
that another flouring mill in Wichita
would be a paying investment and I may
deride to take the plans of the New Jer-
sey man and carry them out myself. I
think I can make lt pay."

Mr. (Nevling would not disclose the name
of the man from New Jersey, but said
that he had made all arrangements to
erect an $SO,000 mill in Wichita and would
ask no bonus from anyone. He thought
it would be an excellent site for a flour-

ing mill, such as he wouid erect.) He
had laid plans to erect a mill with a
daily capacity of 700 barrels, but Mr. Nev
ling should he decide to build, will put
in machinery manufacturing 1,008 barrels
daily.
