Davidson has one son in the Philippines
and she receive dfrom him a letter the
day befre stye wa.stricken unconscious.
Her latest prayer was for him and tiat
the flag hefo,unghr under might never
bo dishonored. She has two sons, a
daughter and a brother In Minnesota, and
one sister in Indiana. Her
Mr. Bll iMioore, has been for the past
ight years the resident inspector at the

(him and his estimable wife their most
earnest expressions of sympathy in this
their hour of unconsolable grief.

Mrs. Davidson was one of those
"Mothers in Israel" who have lived a life
of charity and who die dwith her trust
impiicity 8tationed in the keeping of her
Saviour. She is now well released from
all earthly pains and Suffering, and those'
who are left behind' to weep and to
mourn will mfttsjhefjand her warm smile
of congenial friendliness, 'but they mut
reniem-be- that what Is their Ios is bound
to be her gain.
