Mr. Bale inquired "what the senate
could do. Mr. Rawlins replied that per-
haps the- - senate itself could no nothing.
He had not asked that any action be
taken by the senate.

Mr. Hale insisted that there would be
no end of the controversy invited by Mr.
Rawlins. No such question ever had
been brought to the senate's attention
before, and he hoped none such ever
would be brought into the senate again.

Mr. Rawlins said he had directed at-
tention to the matter 'because he wanted
the legislature of Utah and the people of
Utah to know that they were on trial
'before the American people.

"I bring up this matter now," said Mr.
Rawlins, "In order to call the attention
of my people to it that they may thwart
the conspiracy, if such conspiracy exists.
Tomorrow it may be too late."

He urged that he was justified in call-
ing attention to this information ifltwere true that such a "deal" had been,
made as it would cast infamy and dis-
grace upo nhis state. He would not sit
in the senate under the charge that the
Mormon church was dominating the poli-
tics of his state.

Mr. Hale maintained that it was not
fitting or in accord with the traditions

tie fore an election was affected.
