Kansas and Oklahoma Dealers
Plan for Organization

WILL MEET IN WICHITA

Association Wj Further inter-

ests of Lumber Dealers,

A plan has been put on foot among the
lumbermen of southern Kansas and Okla-homa- lb

to form a lumber dealers' associa-

tion to meet in this city every year. In
plan it is to be similar to the Imple-

ment Dealers' association which met here
some time ago.

The plan was originated among a num-

ber of ?6uthern Kansas lumbermen who
met recently at the meeting in Kansas
City. They conceived the idea that the
lumbermen in "Wichita's territory should
have an organization and hold their an-

nual gathering in this city.
There are a number of lumber jobbers

in this city and they are in favor of the
plan as far as can be ascertained. It will

... .. ,....u uuu..i.v.. --w-i, w.w ...0....
toward making Wichita a wholesale cen- -
ter. The men would gather here each
year and it would give them an oppor- -
tunity for comparing notes and buying
their supplies as far as possible while in
the city.

It is intimated, too, that the association
after being formed would unite w'th the
implement and jobbers' association of
this city in a plan for better rates in this
territory. Members of the association

twould confer with the grievance commit
tee of the other organizations and by this
method would have a very effective work-
ing force.

The next meeting time of the proposed
organization would be some time next
fall and "Wichita, as a matter of course,
would chosen as the place of meeting.

The lumbermen in this city state that
they are willing to take the matter up
with the other southern Kansas and
Oklahoma men and make the association
a factor for good In the lumber business.
The preliminary meeting may be called
during the next month or six weeks and
the steps taken to put the plan on an
active basis

The lumbermen feel that they are not
to be outdone by the Implement men of
this territory and that they can have
their organization as well as any one else.
The last meeting at Kansas City was
well attended. The new organization
would not in any manner conflict with
the gathering in Kansas City, but would

JEEOLE IS THE MIKE

L. E, Arthur Is Made a Cripple
for Life.

FORCED TO USE CRUTCHES

Twenty Years Ago Needle
Was Imbedded in Limb,;

i
There is a man In "Wichita, who is now

a cripple, the result of having a needle
Imbedded in one of hte limbs some twenty
two years ago. This man Is L. E. Ar-

thur, who is often seen on the streets
with crutches walkinc atonz- slowlv to
and from his home in the Bayless block.
"While at home on tho farm in Illinois,
Mr. Arthur, while resting at the noon
hour in his father's home, went into the
sitting room, where his sister had been
sewing during the morning. Pieces of
the goods on which his sister had been
working were scattered about the room
and on the chairs After entering the
room and walking atout Mr. Arthur pick-

ed up i a paper and sat down In one of
the rocking' chairs. As he did so, a needle
went into his flesh, breaking off near the
eye.
