Demanded $5,000 Under the
Penalty of Death.

HE WOULD KIDNAP TOO

Money on Installment Plan

Demanded of Mrs, Kearns,

Omaha, Neb., March 8. Ernest J. Wal-
ton, a prominent merchant of Schuyler,
Neb., who was arrested in that city by a
United States marshal on a charge of at-
tempting to blackmail United States Sen-
ator Kearns was arraigned before Unit' d
States Commissioner And rson. He
waived preliminary hearing and was held
to the federal grand jury under $J.""0
bonds. The arrest of Walton was the
result of prompt work b ythe postoffiYe
inspector's department, its agents having
been at work on the case but five days.

There were three letters written in con-
nection with blackmail. The first Feb
ruary 19, was addressed to the newly
elected senator at Salt Lake It snoke
of the senator's succes in life and newly
acquired happiness, and of the writer s
need of money. It made a demand for
$5,000 and went into considerable detail in
directing how the money should be sent.
It was specified that it must be in $20 bills
and that Kearns must get a bundle of
books and magazines and put the money
between the leaves. It was further di-

rected that one corner of the bundg
wrapped must be torn open so that the
post; officials could see that it contained
books and would not open It. It was
threatened that if this was not done the
writer would take Kearns life, and that
they would go to enternity together. The
writer said he cared nothing about life
unless he could have the money, and he
directed that the amount be sent to lock
box 484, Schuyler, Xeb. Two uays later,
February 21, the same party wrote a let-
ter to Mrs. Kerns, demanding $1,200 at
once and another $1,20") by August 1. A
threat of kidnapping her children was
made as a penalty for not agreeing. The
writer stated that he was an "expert
with dynamite and nitroglycerine."

These letters were put into the posess-io- n

of Inspector Sulivan of Denver, who
at once started for Schuyler, lie called
at the postoffice a.'d Inquired who had
rented tocfi hox 4S4, and was told that it
had been rented by Ernest J. Wolton, the
proprietor of a leading retail establish-
ment of that city. The inspector also
learned that the postmaster at Rogers.
Neb., had received a letter signed J. B.
Walker, asking if a lock box could be.
rented with a combination that could be
opened hurriedly. The writer stated that
he was a traveling man and had occas-
ion to receive mail at Rogers and did not
wish to ask for it. The inspector con-
fronted "Wolton with this letter and he
admitted having written it, saying he had
done so at the request of a traveling man
named Walker, whose whereabouts were
unknown, an dthe arrest followed.

Wolton refuses to discuss the ra
further than to say that he is not guiitv
as charged. "The case may look had
upon Its face," he said, "but I have no
misgivings as to the outcome. There are
other parties in this. That's all I care
to say at present."

Wolton came to Schyler from lt Lake
three years ago and opened a large irv
goods establishment, taking a proir.in:it
part in the business affairs of th..- com-
munity. Hitherto he had h.rne a good
reputation and his arrest was received
with much surprise. While in Utah he
conducted stores in several tows, i

during his stay at Salt Lal- became fa-

EXPORT DUTY REMOVED

Trosiden tissues Order With !?efcr-ene- e

to 'Cuban Tobacco.
Washington, March 8. The president to-

day issued an executive order abolishing
the Cuban export duty on tobacco from
April 1 next. This action was taken on
the earnest recommendation of Cuban
economists, who recently visited Wash-
ington on the invitation of General
Wood. A previous order 3ws bean Issued
fixing an export duty of St per cent ou
Cuban tobacco from April 1. Today's
action removes the export luty entirely.

General Woods' approval of the aboli-
tion of this export duty is practically an
expression of his behalf that the Cuban
revenues from other sources are sufficient
for the needs of the insular government
The original idea was that the tobacco
tax was necessary to further meet the
requirements of the government. The
abolition of duty affects cigars and

as well as tobacco in leaf, filler
or cut, all of the various classes of to-

bacco, raw and manufactured hav.ing
heretofore been subject to various rates
ol duties. That on cigars, has been $1.30
thoTisin-i- c'rareUts in box H)c per
thousand; cut tobacco. 53 V.' i,r hi.'idud
kilos; leaf or filler tobaco, ?6 uer hun-
dred kil s, except that harvest 1 'n th
province of Santiago de Cuba and export
ed through the custom house at Santiago,
Gibra or Manzanilli, which paid JJ.JO per
hundred ki!o3.
