constrained to do so or jeopardize meas-
ures of their own which they regarded
as essential to the general public wel-
fare.

Itlonibers Appealed to Him
Under these circumstances I feel that

I am entirely justified in declining to
give that weight to the majority vote of
your two houses that I would otherwise
most assuredly do, and feel that I must
be governed in my conclusions upon the
merits of all these bills by my own best
judgment of the advisability or proprie
ty of the proposed enactment.

So far as the bills for the expansion
of the school institutions are concerned
1 have endeavored to sift them in a way
that is fair to the institutions, as well
as to the people, and that would reduce
the proposed Increase of the territorial
tax rate about one-hal- f, giving my ap
proval to those measures which seemed
to me to be of the greatest immediate
importance, although I regarded some of

es.sa.ry aid
Considering now the merits of this

particular bill, it could never have re-
ceived a majority vote in either body
had it not been for the combination and
reciprocity features referred to, which
1 have been advised by so many of your
leading members influenced their votes
upon this question. My approval and
signature si now earnestly urged by the
people in only three of the towns of the
territory, and those tlnve are the sites

i selected for three of these institutions.
A very few citizens of Kingfisher, one
of the beneficiaries of this bill, have
requested my appro-al- , but when I L

niter that Kingfisher through her
hading citizens and through her press
of both, political parties have for sev-
eral years been persistent and outspoken
in opposition to the policy of locating
these institutions until such time as Ok-
lahoma becomes a state, or until such
t:me as the capitol location could be con- -
suit red in connection therewith, and
when 1 remember that the members of
either house from that county announc-
ed their unalterable opposition to such
policy at the opening of this session, and
am reminded that the speaker of the
house was chosen upon that platform, I
must be permitted to question the influ-
ences by which they were governed in
casting their vote in favor of this bill.
It is, then, the voice of the people of but
three of our towns, or at most but those
of three counties, in favor of the enact-
ment of this proposed law, against the
voice and interests of the people of the
remaining twenty counties of the terri-
tory who do not believe the time has
j 1 1 come when it is wise and expedient
or necessarw that these locations should
be made.

Uevire Adopted a Delusion
The device adopted by the promoters

of this bill to evade the resentment of
public sentiment against direct taxation
lor these purposes, is a delusion and a
snare that should not for a moment de-

ceive thoughtful and conservative busi-
ness men. The argument that because
we have on hand one hundred and twenty-f-

ive thousand dollars belonging to
the. public building fund and available
for this purpose, and that therefore no
direct taxation or cost to the peopie
will ensue, will not stand the test of
careful mathematical calculation. I do
r.ot wish to criticise, even in a remote I
degree, the sincerity of purpose or pur-
ity of moti e of tht gentlemen who have
succeeded so well in prssng this bill to
so favorable a coi elusion in both hous- - If

The same might be said in regard to the
deaf, dumb and blind patients requiring
altogether different arrangements of the
buildings and of furnishings and equip-
ments, entirely different methods of ed-

ucation, different matrons, superinten-
dents and attendants, with expert ex-

perience along entirely different lines.
Good Word far .Penitentiary.

There is, perhaps, more nearly some
substanual reason for the establishment
of a penitentiary and sanitarium for the
insane than for the others, but a careful
calculation of the space necessary in both
these cases to make suitable provision to
house and car for even the small number
of convicts and insane now under the
public care, and of the cost of erecting,
furnishing and equipping suitable build-
ings for these purposes, is convincing
that the amount of money available
therefor is entirely inadequate to success-
fully and creditably accomplish the de-

sired purpose.
Again, a careful computation of the per

capiet cost of maintaining these insti-
tutions based upon a comparison with
state institutions about us, is also con-
vincing that the cost of such mainte-
nance in our own buildings would now
and for some years to come exceed the
cost under the present contract system,
and the amounts accruing from the leas-
ing of public lands, which are also made
applicable to the erection of these build-
ings, would not be sufficient for several
years to complete adequate buildings and
accommodations for the purposes de-

sired.
These results, I am sure, would cer-

tainly be developed by the time fixed by
law for the meeting of the next legisla-
tive assembly, and that assembly and
the people would then be confronted by
the absolute necessity of providing by
taxation for large sums of money to com-
plete the buildings and for increased ap-
propriations for maintenance. We cannot
expect much, if any, reduction from the
cost of maintenance of convicts from
profits that might arise from their labor.
There are no mining industries, no man-
ufactories, no iron, stone, timber, coal or
gas in the Immediate neighborhood of the
proposed location of a penitentiary, and
whatever plan might be adopted to keep
the convicts employed would necessarily
be operated at a great loss to the treas-
ury of the territory. The burden of in-

creased taxation would then be fully re- -
jillaed, and it; would be too late to correct
the mistake, and instead of settling the
somewhat disturbing question as to the
location of public institutions as it is
argued by some people ''for all time to
come," we would have a serious problem
of ways and means confronting us, which
I feel sure would remain to vex us for
at lea3t a very long time to come.

i'eoplo Were Agulsst Bill.
I am also persuaded to believe that the

people generally do not feel that the
location of these institutions have been
fairly distributed, even supposing Okla-
homa is to become a state with her
present boundary lines. The present leg-
islature being elected under the old ap-

portionment and the population of cer-
tain districts having very largely Increas-
ed since the apportionment was made, it
does not fairly represent the different lo-

calities of the territory and gives to cer-
tain localities undue advantages. The lo-

cation of these institutions was not con-
templated when the present members of
the assembly were elected, excepting, per-
haps, in the Garfield county districts and
possibly the Canadian county districts.
and therefore they were not elected from
other districts v with any reference to
these locations. There will soon be four
or five counties added to the territory,
and we confidently expect an increase of
at least seventy-fiv- e thousand people to
our population, and it seems to me un
wise to forestall their participation in the
settlement of questions of so great Impor-
tance to the people of all the territory,
the expense of which they must share
for generations to come.

Political party conventions of all par-
ties, statehood conventions,

al statehood conventions,
and the present session of the legisla-
tive assembly, have practically agreed
that Oklahoma and Indian Territory
must eventually be united as one state.
Since this hill came into my hands for
consideration I have been advised by a
number of Influential citizens of Indian
territory who are advocates of single
statehood, and who are laboring to ad-

vance public sentiment in that country
along these lines, that the enactment of
this law would be very discouraging to
them, and would certainly retard the
growing sentiment in that country for
unity. Unity geographically with unity
and harmony of purpose to build here
one great state, would be prejudicial and
detrimental to the public welfare for
many years, and I fear that the location
of these institutions as proposed at th.s
time would be disastrous to the amalga-
mation or unity of the two territories
and would retard statehood, whether
single or double, for a long time to come.

(Question of Public IN'Iicy.
It Is a serious question whether the lo-

cation of all these Institutions at one
time and in advance ot any demonstrated
necessity for any one of them, is not a
bad public policy at any time. "Would it
not be a better business proposition to
take them up in the order of their impor-
tance and get one of them in successful
and satisfactory operation before com-
mencing another, and in that way be sure
of the ability of our treasury to meet
the obligations incurred without a burden
to the people and thus secure the cor-se-

and good will of the in
all sections of the territory as we pro
ceed?

Another thing, the congress of the Uni-
ted

'

States has in pursuance of a sono.
public policy prohibited the legislature
from entering Into any contract "r mak-
ing any appropriation for a capitoi bui.o-in-

thus establishing by law the prin-
ciple that it is unwise for this terri-
tory to adopt permanent and g

policies incurring lasting b ifv.tbms
for the expenditure of public iu:ms whue
the boundaries of the future statu are
still indefinite and undetermined, d

the people who most hereafter forever
bear a share in the buraens of such ex-

penditure have no voice in creating such
obligation. This principle, logically con-
sidered, precludes the idea of the loca-
tion of other public buildings ur.ttl such
time as Oklahoma becomes a state.

Xo 31 cans Were In Kljrlit.
Many other reasons might be urged

against the adoption of a policy of whole
sale location of all these pub!lc institu-
tions without sufficient means in sight to
complete and equip and pay for the erec-
tion of even one of the more important
buuangs contemplated by this bill, tut

think those I have mentioned will com-
mend themselves to thoughtful and con-
servative citteens as good and sufficient.

In conclusion, I be to remind you that

Indianapolis, March 14. 'tne body of
General Harrison will lie in state at the
Capitol Saturday from 11 o'clock in the
moning until 10 o'clock in the evening,
and the funeral services will be held
from the First Presbyterian church Sun-
day afternoon at 2 o'clock.

ihe casket Is decorated i.t the corners
with simple hand-carve- d ornaments and
has a heavy carved moulding. The tup

The covering is of black broadcloth.
Heavy oxydized handles and ornaments
will be used. The casket complete will
keigh nearly 800 pounds.

A heavy red cedar outside box will be
used with the casket. It will be deposit-
ed in an air tight, vault, and, the casket
will then be placed insiue.

Four black horses wi -- o used to draw
the hearse which will be draped In black.
A large American nag will be thrown
over the top of the funeral car, falling
down about the sides. Black rosettes
with long flowing streamers will be at-
tached to the horses' bridles. The vault
at Crown -- .a, where the body is to be
placed, is now being constructed. Gen
eral Harrison will He at the risht side

i of Mrs. Harrison, who is buried In the
family lot, located in one of the loveliest
spots In the cemetery, which is widely
noted for beauty. It is situated at the
foot of a grassy knoll that rises toward
the west, and is surrounded by shade
trees which in summer add grtly to the
beauty. Not far away are the tombs of
Oliver P. Morton, Thomas A, Hendricks
and William H. English and the graves
of unnamed heroes who gave their lives
for their country in the civil war.

A tombstone marks the lot-- General
Harrison himself selected the monument,
a solid piece of granite, ten feet high
and six feet square, which marks the
grave of his departed wife and which
will also stand above his head.

"Harrison" is the simple inscription on
the tomb.

Indianapolis, March 14. The Harrison
lot in Crown Hill cemetery, where Mrs.
Harrison, the general's former wife, is
buried, is acknowledged to be one of the
finest spots In the cemetery. It is north
and to the west of the east entrance and
Is situated on one of the gently sloping
knolls for which Crown Hill is famous.
Around the base of the knoll a shaded
driveway winds in its course through
the city of the dead. The Harrison
monument faces east. It is not over fifty
feet from the driveway and can be seen
plainly by any one driving or walking In
the thoroughfare. It is toward the
foot of the longslop e, which Is sur-
rounded with trees and monument. Near
the spot is a natural forest tree which
casts its shade over her who was once
the first lady of the land. The slope
falls to the east and south. From the
top of the hill a sweeping view of the
cemetery may be had. The Harrison
monument is solid and massive but un-
ostentatious. It is simply a rectagular
piece of granite, mounted on a carved
base and seemingly supported by short,
thick pillars. The word "Harrison"
appears in relief at the base. The Har
rison lot is a point of interest to visitors
at the cemetery.

tion Issued by President McKinley is as
follows:

"By the Present of the United States:
A PROCLAMATION

" Executive Mansion,
"Washington, D. C, March 14. 1901

"To the People of the United States:
Benjamin Harison, president of the Unit-
ed States from ltt9 to 1K$ die . yesterday
at 4:45 p. ra.. at his home in Indianapolis.
In his death the country has been de-
prived of one of Its dearest citisens. A
brilliant soldier in his young manhoood,
he gained fame and rapid advancement
by bis energy and valor. As a lawyer
he rose to be a leader of the bar. In the
senate he at once took and retained high
rank as an operator and legislator; and
in the high office of president ha dis-
played extraordinary gifts s adminis-
trator and statesman. In public and pri-
vate life he set a shining example for
his countrymen. In testimony of the re-
spect In which his memory Is held by the
government and people of the United
States 1 do hereby direct that the flags
on the executive mansion and the sev-
eral departmental buildings be displayed
at half ma?t for a period of 30 days; and
suitable military and naval honors, un-
der the orders of the secretary ot war,
and of the navy, be rendered on the day
of the funeral.

"Done at the city of Washington, this
Fourteenth day of March, In the year of
our Lord, one thousand nin hundred
and on, and nl the independence of the
United States of America, the one hund-
red and twenty-fiith- ,

sation of Paris.

Paris, March 14. Count Boni D- - Cas- -

tellane thrashed M. Fernand De Rodays.
editor ot the Flagro, today, for stating
that he, 2ml De Castellane, had betrayed
the De Koulede plot on the occasion of
the funeral of the lata President Faure.
February 23, 1S99.

Count Dc Castellane interpreted a para-
graph in the Flrago as alluding to him.
He was accompanied by hfs father today,
the Marquis De Castellane, and a news-
paper friend, M. Morel. They piweeeded
to the residence of M. De Rodays in the
Rue De La Chausse D'Antin, situated in
the center of Paris. The count asked to
see at. e Rodays, and was ushered into
the writer's study. M. De Rodays later
received the party into his dressing
room.' Count De Castellane said: "You
published in the Fiargo this morning
an abominable paragraph aruiast me."

M. De Roday replied that he did not
understand what the count meant, to
which the latter replied hotly:

"Will you retract, or not? "
To this M. De - odays replied explain-

ing that the paragraph was curiously
couched and that no mention of the name
of Count De Castellane. Tnen. without
further ado. Count De Casteuane box--

M. De Rodays' ears severely and repeat-
edly.

M. De Rodays, who was seated, recoiled
and M. De Castellane followed him up
and slapped his face again.

The Marquis De Castellane and M.
Morel then Interposed and protected M.
De Rodays from further violence. The
Castellane party then withdrew.

The affair is the sensation of Paris.
Since the speech of M. DeRoulede at San
Sebastian last month, in whi.-- be in-

timated that the royalists of Paris had
notified the police of his attempted coup
desat after his refusal to allow th
Duke of Orleans to appear ln the ranks
of the agitators, very great In treat has
been aroused respecting the identity of
the royalist emissary who approach-- d

De Roulede and MarceJ-Habe- rt on that
occasion, the name suggested including
Jutes Guerin. the hero of Fort Chabrel,
while the royalists denied that the emis-
sary acted in behalf of tbem. The
duel arranged to take place, possibly to-

day or tomorrow ner Laussnn-- . Switzer-
land, between M. Deroulede and Buffet,
the agent of the Duke of Orleans, la a
direct outcome of the discussion on the
subject of the coup etat which failed.
