The revolver is
missing, but there still remains the buck-
skin shirt and top boots Into which his
trouser legs are carelessly thrust, while
his hat band Is of rattlesnake skin. His
hat is usually a large Stexicah affair,
while the old standby, his spurs, adorn
his high-heele- d boots, Perhaps within a
few feet of him will be anoter type, wo
looks as though he was the late edition
of a fashion plate. In some parts of the
town are to be found fine, luxurious
dwellings, wh'lo across the street will be
the Mexican hovel filled with children and
fiUh Modern, store will be
situated along side other that deal only
in curiosities peculiar to a hundred years
ago, such as Indian weapons, Mexican.
ouriooities and old world goods.

The Mex'cans I have so far seen are
all vexy dark and closely resemble the
Arapalioe Indian. They have the same
straight, blacg hair and high cheek bpne3
and are a remorse, sullen people. Their
main tvecupation seems to be seeling hot
tamales and Mexican candy. They will
have a little table covered with their
ware and stand silently for hours on the
street corners, never uttering a word ex-

cept in answer to a question as to the
price of their goods. They seem to sell
a large amount of tbxdr candy as nearly
all have empty tables when night over-

takes tlvem. The candy is said to ba
very fine but I haven t tasted it, as I am
told it is made in their homes, and if the
dirt of the vender is a fair sample of

the cleanliness of their houses I am
afraid it would not stand Inspection by
a sanitary board

One very noticeable thing here is the
small percentage of very poor people.
Bvwytfting is bustling and everybody is

at work The labor unions seem to con-

trol everything, as I see signs in all store
windows, stating that only union clerks
are employed and that all close at 6.3)

to meet the wishes of the union Every
hotel and restaurant has the sign, "only
union cooks and waiters employed," while
the saloons emplov only union bartend-erser- s.

One saloon has the sign, "wo
employ only union help and sell union
whisky to be drank by union people."

The street enr men lately passed
through a succful strike in which
their demands for a nine hour day was
granted. The first men fo on at 6 o'clock
a m , and work until 3 p. m , when the
next shift come on and works until mid-

night Their wages are $L50 per day. I
find thit all men employed as drivers or
any work except day labor, receive $9.00

per week and are paid every Saturday
night. Sanitation seems to be carefully
looked after as every half a block tin
boxes are nailed ur with the words, "bo
sanitary and be safe Throw trash in this
box Cards tacked up everywhere read,

That all wires, poles, mains,
and cable, used on the streets and allies
in said city by said A. R. Champlin, his
heirs or assigns, shall be located and
placed under the direction of the City
Engineer of said City, and in case of any
difference between said A. R. Champlin,
his heirs or assigns, and the said City
Engineer, then in that case the matter
shall be referred to the Mayor and
Councilmen of said City for decision,
whose action shall be final.

Section 3. The said A. R. Champlin.

Champlin, his heirs or assigns failing to
conform to, or comply with, the provis-
ions and requirements of this ordinance.

Section 4. That said A. R. Champlin,
his heirs and assigns, shall keep all poles
used by it in the operation of Its busi-
ness in said city properly painted.

Section 5. The rights and privileges
hereby granted to A. R. Champlin, his
heirs and assigns, shall be for a period
of ten years from the acceptance of the
