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POMP MAY BE POPULAR.
An interesting question will be tested when the Brit-

ish people get accustomed to the differences which their
new sovereign evidently intends to make in the customs
and waj s of the court He clearly means to have royalty
stand for more pomp and outward show, more ceremony
and less quiet life in modest country mansions. There will
be far less of the simple, retired comfort which the Queen
used to find in tae Hghlands, and on the Isle of Wight and
London will see much more of the glitter and splendor of
a great court

The natural tendency will be to make the sovereign
seem farther from the common people and nearer to the
leaders of fashion, the rich and aristocratic families of the
realm. Tue Queen was a strong Conservative in her politi-

cal feeling, but she was very simple in her tastes and ways
of living, most of the time during her long reign. The new
King has seemed extremely free and easy of access as
the heir to the throne, but can he maintain his hold upon
the common people while he increases the outward dis-

play and ceremony of the court?
Some w ho know England well tnink he will strengthen

his popularity. They argue that all classes like the gla-

mour and glitter of regal pomp. It is claimed that kings
have been too much given to cheapening cheir estate and
themselves in the critical eyes of the modern world by
their use of ordinary garments and by the freedom with
which they have gone about with few attendants, or none
at all.

To this theory the answer is ready that the most simple--

loving and simple-mannere- d rulers of Europe in recent
times have been the best loved and most secure in the
venerat'on of their people. That is true of the Austrian Em-
peror. It was true of the Queen. It was the case m
Italy in Humbert's time. Even the Czar has a very modest
and simple way of going about in civilian dress His pho-

tographs are largely those of a man who might be a
merchant or manufacturer, for all the visible evidence of
rank or distinction.

The British test, apparently sure to be made, will be
none the less interesting. It will throw some light on
the drift of sentiment in the freest great country which
still clings to the hereditary institutions of monarchy

CHANGES IN OUR NATIONAL DIET.
Interesting light is thrown on our national tendencies

in diet by the figures of per capita consumption given in
the Statistical Abstract of the United States or 1900, just
issued.

Taking the twenty-yea- r periou from 1880 to 1900, many
remarkable changes have taken place in the eating and
drinking of the American people. The Mew York World
points out that we were eating 5 35 bushels of wheat and
wheat flour and 28 88 bushels of corn and cornmeal per
head per year in 18&0. Last year we ate only 4 bushels
per head of wheat and wheat flour and only 24 44 bushels
of corn and cornmeal. xhus in twenty years our annual
consumption of cereals has been reduced by 6 05 bushels
per head.

Within the same two decades our yearly consumption
of sugar has increased from 42.9 pounds to 65 2 pounds per
capita, an increase as significant as the decrease in our use
of cereal foods. Evidently we are tending as a nation to
make sugar rather than bread our staff of life Whether
at the some time we are not also increasing our j early
meat bills is a point on which the government statistics
are silent

In the matter of our liquid refreshments the most strik-
ing change since 1880 has been in the per capita annual
consumption of malt liquors, which has very nearly
doubled. Meantime our yearly allowance of distilled
spirits is just exactly the same now as twenty years ago
1.27 gallons per head. Ou consumption of wine decreased
25 per cent m the same period. But we called for 1 03
pounds more coffee and two-fifth- s of a pound less tea per
head in 1900 than we did in 1880.

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THE NEW VICE PRESIDENT.

Theodore Roosevelt is easily the most
interesting figure in the new senate.
Popular interest in him is so great that
for the moment, at least, even Senator
Hanna is forgotten.

Roosevelt's picturesque personality at-
tracts His breezy, bustling waj-- , his
unconventional efforts to harness himself
in his position, and his babbling enthus-
iasm all appeal to the visitor, says the
Washington Post. "Show us Teddy
Roosevelt," say all the strangers to the
guides. He occupies the center of the
stage.

Accustomed to the calcium light of
pubiicitj--, the vice president bears him-
self with dignity in his new position Of
course, he makes mistakes Who
wouldn't? But the beauty of it is that
he at once acknowledges that thej are
mistakes, and is careful that they are
not repeated. Heis anxious to do just
what the senate thinks he ought to Go,
and so sincere in his desire to be thor-
oughly impartial and friendlj--, that the
senators are aireadj' predicting for him
much success.

Ihe first motion which Mr Roosevelt
submitted to the senate was offered by
Senator Hoar, and proposed that the
senate should proceed to the considera-
tion of executive business

With a bow, Mr. Roosevelt turnea to-

ward the Republican side. 'All who are
in favor will say aye," he said. Then
with another bow, he leaned toward the
Democratic side. All who are opposed
will say no," heremarked.

All the Democrats noticed the distinc-
tion. "Oh, Mr. President," said Sena-
tor Money to him afteward, "jou musn t
think that the Democratic side votes in
the negative all the time."

When Roosevelt first presided over the
senate he spoke with a still, small voice
that was hardly audible across the cham-
ber. It was as gentle as the vh!spering
zephjT.

"Mr. President," remarked Senator
Foraker, meeting Mr. Roosevelt in the
corridor, "you talk just a little too low."

The next daj there was a revolution, a
transformation The vice president s
voice resounded through the senate
chamber like the explosion of a thirteen
inch gun It woke the echoes In the gal-
leries and reverberated out through the

Mr President, ' said Senator Lodge to
Mr. Roosevelt as they passed each other
in the corridor, "j'ou talk just a little
bit too loud '

Roosevelt threw up both hands. With-
out saying a word he disappeared in his
private office.

The chaplain of the senate is blind. The
first daj" of the new senate he stood at
his accustomed place, seeing nothing, but
keenly alive for the signal which should
start him upon his prayer.

When all was readj' the vice president
waved his hand in the direction of the
chaplain There was no response. Roose-
velt waited a moment in uncertainty'.

"He Is blind," whispered the plork.
"The chaplain will offer prayer," an-

nounced Mr. Roosevelt, and witn this
satisfactory cue the blind preacher be-
gan to address the throne of grace.

Mr. Roosevelt occupies the vice presi
dent s room which Is just back of the
senate chamber and adjoining the mftr-bl- o

room. It is a very handsomely fur-
nished room, with a magnificent mahog-
any desk, an eight-da- y clock that Is a
dream, and a picture of George Washing-
ton which must inspire any man dw elling
within Its atmosphere.

At the mahogany desk Mr. Roosevelt
sits when he is not presiding over the
senate. His mail is very heavy just
