General Harrison s wealth is variously
estimated, public opinion rating it as
high as half a million dollars Those
who are best informed about the

affairs, however, say he was
worth about two hundred and fifty or
three thousand dollars. At the time he
waa elected president he was reputed to
have accumulated a fortune of $125,000

from his law practice and this has been
doubled at least since that time. Of
late ears, his practice, owing to his
great reputation aB a constitutional law-
yer, was lucrative Hiss fee in the Ven-

ezuelan boundary dispute, in which he
represented South American republics,
was $100 000.

His fortune consisted largely of real es-

tate located in this city and of probably
5100 00 of personal property. In addition
to this he owned a fine summer home in
the Adirondacks where he was accustom-
ed to spend the summer with his family.
The persona! property consisted of about
$3 j 000 stock in various corporatlons.most-l- y

of those organized in other states. He
was also owner of about the same
amount of bonds.

General Harrison last year paid taxes
on $174,645, of which $82,130 was on real
estate.

Fight With Offlcers.

DEPUTY 'FATALLY SHOT

Robbers and Murderers Are

Now Unhorsed.

HIDING IN BLACK BEAR

Capture Is Certain Within

Twenty-Fo- ur Hours.

Ponca City, O. T.f March 19 (Special)
Today Sheriff Foster caught up with

the robbers who held up Swartz' store
at Red Rock and killed Albert Bateman,
last night, at the home of a man named
Cunn ngham on the Pawnee road and
Deputy Shenff Johnson was shot and
mortally wounded. The robbers escap-
ed, but being on foot their capture is al-

most certain. They are supposed to be
in hiding in the timber of Black "Bear
creek

Guthrie, O T., March 19 (Special )

The twodesperadoes who robbed Swartz
& Co 's store at Red Rock, killing Albert
Bateman while 'committing the robbery,
were traced to within two miles of Paw-
nee tonight. One of the men is known
to be Ben Cravens, who escaped from the
Kansas penitentiary by using an imita-
tion revolver, and the other may be one
of the convicts who escaped at the same
time. The bandits entered the house of
one Cunningham, which has been a ren-

dezvous for such people, and were sur-

rounded by the posse Deputy Sheriff
Johnson after a parley with members of
the posse went to tho door of the house.
Cravens immediately opened fire on
Johnson, shooting him In the stomach,

mortal wounds from yhich he will
die During the melee which followed the
shooting of Johnson the two desperadoes
escaped from Cunningham's house and
disappeared. They are on foot, their
horseb having been shot from under them
during tho afternoon. Cunningham has
been held as an accessory to the crime
The feeling Is intenso around Red Rock
and Pawnee and if the two men are ap-

prehended by the posse, they will receive
rough treatment. The officers have been
close on their trail all the afternoon and
many shots were exchanged It is
thought that the two men will be caught
tomorrow as the 'whole country is up In
arms and are on the watch for them.

RUSSIANS HAVE ORDERS

To Fire Should the British

Molest Them,

APPEAL TO WALDERSEE

Both Nations in a High State

of Excitement.

Tien Tsin. March 13. (Afternoon.) The
excitement and anxiety here as to the
possible developments of the Anglo-Russia- n

siding dispute do not abate. A com-

pany of British troops and a company of
Russian soldiers remain encamped on

either side of the trencu, looking at each
other. The Russians have orders to Are
on any one commenclns work.

General Wogack says the trouble was
caused by tho unwarrantable interference
of the British in the affairs of the Rus-

sian consession and adds that the siding
will not be continued unless he receives
orders from his own superiors.

Field Marshal Von Waldersee is expect-
ed here today.

Both sides will appeal to him, but they
both consider the matter to be beyond his
authority ana will await orders from
Europe.

London, March 19 The afternoon pa-

pers welcome the latest news concerning
the awkward situation of affairs at TJIen
Tsin, as Indicating the probability of the
forces of both Russia and Great Britain
being saved by the intervention of a

power.
Prof Douglas, of the British Museum,

expressed the opinion that theree la only
one way to stop Russian aggression in
China, and that is for "tho three most in-

terested states, America, England and
Japan, to combine In firm resistance."

Paris, March 19 Russia will not recede
from the position she has taken In the
matter of the railroad siding at Tien Tsin
of that yon can be asured "

Tnls statement was made to a repre-
sentative of the Associated Press by a
high official of the foreign office. Contin-
uing, this official said- - "Russia will not
advance and will act slowly, but having
taken up tho position she now occupies
she will be moved therefrom only by
force. England has beon unsuccessful in
her effort to secure the aid of otner pow-

ers to attack Russia's position regarding
Manchuria and is not likely to begin hos-

tilities unsupported in the present in-

stance It Is hardly possible that Eng-lin- d

will go to war over a railroad siding
with the ransvaal question still pending
I expect to see England vleld.

' As to the statement that French sol-

diers attacked an English officer, we do
not believe It o bo true, for though the
alleged attack occurred yesterday, we
have not yet had any advices on the sub-
ject

London, March 19 Lord George Ham-
ilton secretary for India, replying to a
question in the house of commons today
said that no disturbances were antici-
pated at Tien Tsin and that the sentries
remained in their previous positions
with strict orders not to assume the
aggressive preferring the settlement of
the immediate eause of the difficulty by
military authorities on the spot .
