THE HUNTING OF MICROBES.

As a good microscope may be bought for $100 or less,
.and as the laboratory has become a feature of all the

through deparment, de- - educational institutions, cities
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the public high schools, a large army of young men have
entered on the pursuit of the plentiful bacteria. In conse-
quence, the public receives frequent warnings as to the
dangers of breathing, eating or employing any of the neces-

sities or conveniences of modern life. People are told that
the straps to which they cling in overcrowded street cars
are the lairs of countless bacilli, and, therefore, a possible
means of spreading dangerous germ diseases; that the tele-

phone receivers and transmitters are a common meeting
place of many kinds of microbes, some of whicn may be
pestilential; that absolute security against Infection can be
achieved only by living in a micobe-proo- f dwel'iog and by
the disinfection of every article for the nourishment of the
body.

Recently the discovery was announced in Chicago of the
presence in the public library books of a varied and extens
ive assortment of bacteria. Volumes which have been mast
frequently drawn out by readers were found to have par-
ticularly dense populations, supposedly owing to the Chi-

cago habit of wetting the finger to turn the leaves. The
public was duly informed of the alleged dangers in library
literature, and the consequence was a diminished demand
for books, thougn in most communities people have decided
that life is not worth preserving at the cost of uninter-
rupted vigilance and the surrender of everything that
makes life desirable. As the librarians take a personal
pi.-- w in an annual statement which shows a large patron-
age, they made further examination of the books, and found
taat while the bacilli are numerous on lae leaves, they are
all harmless. The report of the librarians, based on the
examinations of experts, is positive m ue statement that
not a single disease germ was captured, and it is assumed
that tne pernicious habit of giving terrlfving names to In-

nocent bacilli has been the chief cause of public alarm.

They carried me bodily down stairs, out
into the street, and, without ever letting my feet touch the
ground, took me over to where the meeting was to be held,
and set me up on a packing-bo- x before a crowd of three or
four hundred persons. Of course, I had to talk to them.
That was my initiation into the Republican party."

A STRANGE ACCIDENT AT A FIRE.
There was a peculiar accident at a fire in Pittsburg, on

Sunday, which resulted in the death of one fireman and the
serious injury of three others. Yet it was an accident
which is likely to happen in any city where there is a net-
work of overhead w ires.

The flames had melted the wires running into the burn-
ing building, and one of them, falling acioss a trollev wire,
thu communicating with the brass noz7le of t. hose the
firemen were handling, sent a strong current of electricity
into the bodies of tbe men, one of vhom was killed in-

stantly and three others were severely shocked.
Such an accident demonstrates clearly the necessity

for the placing of all wires underground in the msiness
district, and of aking all known precautions to prevent
telephone and telegraph wires from coming in contact
trolley and electric lighting wires, which carrv currents of
high voltage.
